Two Million Acres Under Allotments

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Texas cotton acreage would be 
slashed more than two million 
acres under the new control pro-
gram, it was announced Monday 
by Secretary of Agriculture Ben-
son, who gave the acreage al-
lotments assigned to various pro-
ducing states under a rigid pro-
duction program proposed for 
1954. 

The largest allotment, which 
went to Texas; was 7,376,858 
acres. The state had 9,572,600 
acres planted to cotton of 
July 1, 1953. The second largest 
allotment went to Mississippi, 
while the third was to Arkans-
as. 

State allotments will be appor-
tioned among counties and indi-
vidual farms on the basis of pro-
visions in the farm law. 

The control program, which 
will be submitted to a grower 
referendum on December 15, is 
designed to limit production so 
as not to increase present sur-
pluses. Approval of marketing 
quotas based on the cotton allot-
ments requires approval by at 
least two-thirds of the growers 
voting in the referendum. 

Senator Lyndon B. Johnson 
says official government figures 
hold out little hope for relief 
from the high cost of living in 
the months ahead. 

"If anything, it may go even 
higher," Senator Johnson de-
clared in an address this week. 

Texas' Senior Senator discuss-
ed a letter he received from Sec-
retary of Labor James F. Mitch-
ell explaining the reasons behind 
the present all-time level in liv-
ing costs. The Senator had re-
quested such an explanation 
when the Department's cost of 
living index reached the high 
mark. 

The cost of living figures are 
made up of three categories. 
Secretary Mitchell explained. 
They include commo di ties 
bought by the consumer; servic-
es, such as medical care, trans-
portation, utilities, and recrea-
tion; and rent. 

The cost of commodities shot 
up at the outbreak of the Ko-
rean War and have not varied 
much since then. The present 
high level of the cost of living, 
Secretary Mitchell explained; is 
due to the fact that services and 
rents are just now beginning to 
catch up with commodity prices. 

"According to Secretary Mit-
chell, rents will go even higher 
if they follow the pattern that 
developed after the first World 
War," Senator Johnson said. 
"The Secretary also says that ev-
ery month brings an increase in

compliance with all basic agricul-
tural commodity acreage allot-
ments established f o r their 
farms, in order to be eligible for 
price support on any one basic 
commodity, would not put into 
effect for crops produced in 1954. 

The Department announced on 
October 8 that a wheat producer 
would have to be in compliance 
with all basic crop acreage allot-
ments established on his farm to 
be eligible for wheat price sup-
port on the 1954 crop. This same 
provision was announced on Oc-
tober 22 for the five basic com-
modities—cotton, corn, tobacco, 
peanuts and rice. 

As announced on November 
13, the special "cross-compli-
ance" requirement f o r basic 
crops has been withdrawn for 
the 1954 production. 

In view of the fact that some 
fall-seeded crops had already 
been planted, and that some ref- 
erenda votes on acreage allot-
ment and marketing quota pro- 
visions had already been taken 
before the announcement was 
made, it was decided that the 
broader compliance provisions 
would not be put into effect for 
next year. Producers of course, 
will still have to be in compli-
ance with acreage allotments for 
any one crop in order to be eli-
gible for price supports on that 
crop. 

Officials of the Department 
feel that compliance with all bas-
ic crop allotments established 
for a farm is in the interest of 
sound program operation, as a 
check on shifts from one crop to 
others which are also in need of 
production allotments. Consid-
eration will be given the estab-
lishment of cross-compliance re-
quirement for future basic crop 
production, when annonunce-
ment can be made in advance 
of the time for planting or the 
planning of acreages. The possi-
bility of similar requirements for 
any non-basic crops for which 
acreage allotments might be es-
tablished will be considered.

The Knox County Farm Bu-
reau met in the school auditor- 
ium last Monday night for a very 
enjoyable chili supper and a mus-
ical and educational program. 

Mr. Loys Barbour of Iowa 
Park, state director, gave some 
very interesting thoughts in his 
talk. He pointed out that indus-
try, labor and agriculture were 
three essentials for the well-be-
ing of our nation; that industry 
and labor were organized 100 per 
cent, where agriculture was only 
partly organized. He stressed the 
importance of 100 per cent or-
ganization of agriculture at Aus-
tin and Washington, where the 
laws are enacted to govern every 
phase of life, and industry and 
labor send someone to watch 
every act of Congress to see that 
no laws are passed affecting 
their well being. "We, too, send 
representatives to Austin and 
Washington," he said, "but we 
only have a part of the farmers 
and ranchers hacking us. 

"For instance, in Knox County 
there are 1200 farmers and 
ranchers, and only about 300 
belong to the Farm Bureau. That 
means one organized farmer or 
rancher is representing his in-
terest to three that are unorgan-
ized. 

"We are very much concerned 
about agriculture and its fut-
ure. We know that the agricul-
tural program is going of be re-
worked, and we feel that it neeis 
remodeling, but we also feel like 
we should have some say about 
what it needs and what we are 
1,N illing to accept." 

We have a membership drive 
to enlist new members. We have 
in our community enlisted 72 
new members during the past 
few days, but we still lack many 
farmers. Won't you come in and 
join us in an effort to secure for 
agriculture what we think right 
and fair?

In a study made by Dr. Geo. Herbert Betts of Northwest-

ern University, Chicago, investigation of the religious faith 
of about 1500 ministers and ministerial students of six of 
the leading denominations in the world was made. (The 
church of Christ is not, in any sense of the word, a denomina-
tion, therefore, was not Included in the investigation. Had 

it been, the percentage would have been more in favor of the 

Word of God.) 
It is startling to learn that these men who profess faith 

Christ and Him crucified, who claim to stand for the Word 
of God, doubted the fact of sin or the need for a Savior. They 
questioned the atoning power of Christ's blood and many 
agreed that those doctrines relating to Christ MUST be 
Changed, or revised to suit the need_ of the age. Notwith-
standing, Jesus said, "My word shall NEVER pass away." 

Here are some of the questions of the survey and the an- 
swers given by these preachers: 

Does the death of Christ make possible the remission of 
sin? 30% of the preachers and 71% of the students said NO. 

Is there an actual Devil and Hell? 40% of the preachers 
and 8% of the students said NO. 

Is there an actual Heaven? 43% of the preachers and 89% 
of the students said No. 

Is Jesus Christ, the Son of God, of virgin birth? 39% of 
the preachers and 75% of the students said. NO. 

This comes from preaching what the people want to hear 
instead of what they need to hear. 

"For the time will come when they will not endure sound 
doctrine; but after their own lusts shall they heap to them 
selves teachers, having itching ears; and shall turn away 
their ears from the truth, and shall be turned unto fables."

THOSE. FIXED COSTS 

There has been much discussion of the fact 
that the cost at wholesale of many of the things 
we eat and wear and use is often a great deal less 
than the price we must pay in the retail store. 
And that tends to create an impression that retail-
ers are a bunch of bandits who are making ex-
tortionate profits at the expense of the hapless 
housewife. 

What this attitude fails to take into considera-
tion is that, in late years, the fixed costs of car-
rying on a retail business have tremendously in-
creased. Those costs include labor, taxes, rents, 
transportation, and everything else. And there is 
still another factor, which is found in changed 
consumer preference. As an example, people who 
want processed goods where they used to buy 
the raw product. They want goods i n a wide 
range of packagings and sizes and varieties. And 
all this costs money. The retailer, like the produc-
er and manufacturer, has no choice save to pass 
the cost on to the buyer. 

The real test of whether or not retailing is ex-
ploiting us is found in its net profit—the money 
typical stores have left at the end of the year 
after all bills are aid. Major food chains earn a 
net of as little as one per cent. Other types of 
stores customarily earn three or four or five 
cents on the dollar of sales. As anyone can see, 
if the profit were eliminated entirely, there 
would be small change in the retail cost of the 
merchandise. 

THE ATOM IN PEACE 
So far, we have known atomic power as a 

means of causing incredible destruction of life 
and property in war. Now it seems, intense at-
tention is to be given to an infintely happier pos-
sibility—the use of atomic power in peace. 

This new era was launched when Thomas E. 
Murray of the Atomic Energy Commission an-
nounced that work has started on a full-scale ex-
perimental electric plant fueled by the atom. 

One very important phase of the matter lies in 
whether the government is to have a monopoly 
of atomic energy for peaceable use, as it now has 
a monopoly of the weapons, or whether private 
enterprise is to enter the picture. The law pro-
vides that this experimental plant must be built 
by government, though private business will do 
the actual construction under AEC contract. But 
it is an encouraging fact that a great many peo-
ple who have studied the question, including 
men high in government, believe that the present 
law should be changed in the near future to per-
mit private enterprise to go ahead with atomic 
power development on a competitive, business-
like basis. Necessary security restrictions, of 
course, would be imposed. 

This is the traditional American way to handle 
any discovery—and the way that promises the 
most benefit for all the people.

AN ORDINANCE DECLARING 
A CLOSED SEASON FOR 
CATCHING A N D TAKING 
FISH FROM THE MUNICI-
PAL LAKE OF THE CITY OF 
MUNDAY, TEXAS, FOR A 
PERIOD OF TIME ENDING 
MAY 15th, 1955, AND PRO-
VIDING FOR PENALTIES 
FOR VIOLATION THEREOF, 
AND DECLARING AN EMER-
GENCY. 
Be it ordained by the City 

Council of the City of Munday, 
Texas, as follows: 

SECTION ONE 
That it shall be unlawful to 

catch or take any fish from the 
waters of the Municipal Lake of 
the City of Munday, Texas, from 
and after the passage of this or-
dinance, until May 15th, 1955.

ing the provisions hereof, shall 
be fined in any sum not to ex-
ceed One Hundred Dollars, and 
each fish so caught or taken 
from said Lake, shall constitute 
a separate offense.

The fact that the City is stock-

ing such lake with fish, and that 
there is now no provisions of 
law prohibiting the taking of 
fish from such lake, creates an 
imperative public necessity that 
the rule requiring this ordinance 
to be read on three' several oc-
casions, be and the same is here-
by suspended, and the same shall 
be and become effective from 
and after its passage and publi-
cation.

PART-TIME FARMING 
Farmers are often asked for 

advice by friends who long for 
"a little place in the country." 
What do you tell them? 

The first thing you can tell 
them is that a great number of 
people are already trying it A 

By JOHN C. WHITE, Commissioner 

recent census listed 
a million part-time farmers 
the United States. Another mil-
lion "residential" farmers do a 
little farming for income. Alto-
gether, these small farms make 
up a third of all farms in the na-
tion. 

A lot can be learned from the 
small farm operators who are es- 
tablished. Probably they will rec-
ommend strict planning of land 
use, Besides a house and garden, 
about an acre and a quarter will 
be needed to raise grain to feed 
a couple dozen hens and 40 
chicks. For a cow, the "new" 
farmers may need two acres to 
produce hay and pasture and 
three-quarters of an acre for 
grain. 

To feed three pigs six months 
takes about an acre each for 
grain and pasture. And to keep 
a horse requires three good acres 
to grow pasture, hay and grain. 

These estimates are based on 
acre yields of two tons of hay,

During periods of high agri-
cultural production, overseas out 
lets provide a more complete 
market for a surplus food and 
fiber, McHaney says. Agricultur-
al exports from this country hit 
a record 4 billion dollars in 1951-
1952, but slipped to 2.8 billion 
during 1952-1953, a 30 per cent 
drop. This decline is responsible 
for many surpluses and depress-
ed prices, he says. 

With world supplies high, 
a further decline in expected in 
wheat shipments abroad. The 
forecast for rice export is favor-
able, but little change is fore-

seen in other grains. 
Cotton exports have dropped 

sharply in recent months. This 
is due, McHaney says, to higher 
world production and lower com-
peting prices in foreign coun-
tries. Short supplies of United 
States cotton abroad and some 
pickup in the textile industry, es-
pecially in Europe, suggests 
slightly advanced cotton exports 
next year. T h e consumption 
abroad of fats and oils is increas-
ing, especially cottonseed oil. 

World production last year of 
cotton, wheat, rice, corn, oats, 
barley, and fats and oils was 
high. Other countries, have less 
need for commoesiidtlueitvLM w 
need for commodities produced 
in the United States and in some 
cases, the economist says, for-
eign countries c a n purchase 
from one another more cheaply 
than from this country. 

The transition period is here, 
,McHaney adds. Today's farmers 
are experiencing postwar adjust-
ments that eventually had to 
come. "Adjustments now con-
front us squarely and we have 
to face up to them," he conclud-
es.
