Farms, Ranches

al Fire Prevention Week. I 
would like to urge al Knox 
County citizens to strffs care-
fulness and vigilance, so as,. 
reduce the tragic loss of lift. i 
waste of property from the rav-
ages of preventable fires. (% 

Farm fires caused a loss of 
about $133,000,000 worth of farm 
property, and the death of 3,000 
farm people during to past 
year. This loss of manpower, 
livestock, farm products, build-
ings and equipment is stagger-
ing! Moreover, approximately 
95% of these fires were the re-
sult of carelessnes sand neglect. 

Following is a list of things 
that you 'should do and clic -. 
to help prevent fires: 

1.—Don't smoke in the 
or in bed. Never discard bur.. 
ing matches. 

2.—Keep furnaces, stove 
brooders and other heating e-
vices clean and in goad-r- 'air. 

3.—Store gasoline and 'kero-
sene in approved containers at 
least 40 feet away from main 
buildings, preferably u n d ex - 
ground. 

4.—Hire a competent electric-
ian to do electrical work. Make 
sure that you have enuogh cir-
cuits properly fused and of 
ample capacity to carry the load 
of modern electrical equipment. 
Replace frayed cords. 

5.—Use fire-resistant roofing 
such as asphalt shingles, asbes-
tos or metal, on all buildings. 

6.—Cure hay properly. Mois-
ture frequently leads to spontan-
eous ignition even several weeks 
after hay has been stored. If 
heating is suspected, test hay 
temperature periodically. 	I f 
temperature rises to approxi-
mately 170 degrees, seek the ad-
vice of your fire department. 

7.—Get rid of trash. Old news-
papers, magazines, and other 
debris can verve as tinder for 
any chance 'spark. 

8.—Keep oily rags in covered, 
metal containers. 

9.—Provide boll pullers with 
safety matches and stress the 
importance of being careful 
with sparks around the cotton 
trailers and gins.

HOW WE GOT OUR BIBLE 
(VERSIONS) 

The best known and most widely used version of the Bible 
was given to the world in 1611. More than likely it is the one 
that you have in your home. Known as the King James or 
Authorized Version because King James of England gave 
authority to 48 of the world's best scholars to translate the 
Bible into the English language. This version has been the 
best seller of books for many years. It has been published 
or translated as a whole Into 195 languages. In addition to 
that the New Testament has been published in 252 tongues. 
There are 602 additional languages in which a Gospel or 
another whole book has been published. 

In 1885, one hundred and one scholars gave to the world 
the Revised Version. These men were from England and 
America. It contained many idioms native to England. It was 
newly edited by the American Revision Committee in 1901. 
This is know as the American Standard Version. No doubt, 
this is the most accurate version to date. The scholars had 
the advantage of the three oldest manuscripts that former 
scholars did not have. It gives the Bible to us in every-day 
English. 

Many other private translations have been made. such as 
Moffets and Goodspeed and others. These are good for study 
and comparison but are not accepted as standard or authori-
tative. 

The last version we mention is the Revised Standard Ver-
sion. It is more up to date than the King James and in a 
few instances made clearer than the American Standard Ver-
sion. However, its modernistic tendencies and impressions 
has caused it to be rejected as authoritative. Its subtle im-
plications must be watched and rejected. It is good used as 
a comparison but do not lay aside your King James nor the 
American Standard. 

"What a man does for himself dies with him 
kr his community lives on and on."

Alabama has joined the growing list of states 
which have outlawed the closed shop and similar 
labor-management agreements. In signing the 
bill, Governor Persons said he approved it "be-
cause I believe in free labor and free enterprise," 

The statement covers the matter accurateyl. 
Long ago, and rightly, labor leaders fought bit-
terly against employers who practiced "union 
busting" and made a practice of blacklisting un-
ion Men. Today unequivocal laws, with the full 
strength of public opinion behind them, protect 
the right of a man to voluntarily join a union. 
it is equally vital that his right not to join a un-
ion if he so decides be protected. There can be 
no such thing as free labor so long as a worker is 
forced to become a member of any organization 
and pay it dues if he is to earn his living. 
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THE COMPETITIVE URGE 
The house organ of a leading oil company re-

CIIMMICAL,S WORK 
FOR U. S. FARMER 

Agricultural chemicals are es- 
timated to be adding about one 
billion dollars a year to farm in-
come by maintaining fertility of 
the land and controlling insects, 
the Manufacturing Chsmists As-
socation reports. 

The assocation says that last; 
year farmers bought more than , 
$1,500,000,000 worth of chemi-' 
cals. This included 23,000,400 
tons of fertilizers; 250,000,000 
pounds of insect killers; 50,000,-
000 pounds of weed killers, and 
a growing volume of seed disin-
fectants, growth stimulators. 
soil conditioning chemicals and 
fungicides. 

The Manufacturing Chemists 
Association estimates that fertil-
izer alone increased national 
harvests by 20 per cent and says 
that the farmer is reinvesting six 
cents out of every dollar to keep 
up the fertility of his land. For 
every dime spent on pesticides. 
the chemical organization re-
ports, one dollar is returned. 

Of all crops, cotton owes most i  
to chemicals. Fertilization boosts 
production, chemicals reduce 
weed growth, new insecticides 
combat the boll weevil and other 
pests, and chemical defoliants 
facilitate the work of cotton 
harvesting machines.

AUSTIN — Guilty of pretzel 
posture? Does your body pos-
ture profile look like the bent 
part of a capital "D"? 

Then harken to the words of 
State Health Officer Geo. W. 
Cox as he explains that good 
health and appearance have their 
starting point in good posture. 

Here's how you, too, can ob-
tain the stance of a Grecian god 
or godess, as the case may be. 

Hold your head high and pull 
your chin in until your eye is 
parallel to the ground. Pull 
your shoulders back and make 
the shoulder blades form as near 
a flat surface as possible. Raise 
your chest up and push it for-
ward until the buttons strain. 
Draw your abdomen up and in, 
and when you breathe make sure 
it's your chest that rises and 
falls rather than the abdomen. 
Flatten the lower part of your 
back, tucking the buttocks as 
close under the hips as possi-
ble. Tip your back down. Hold 
your knees straight but not 
stiff. P u t your feet parallel, 
with the weight evenly balanced. 

A good posture can be had 
without stiffness or strain, so 
don't exaggerate. 

Some people feel it is more 
comfortable to walk, stand, or 
sit in a slouchy postion, drooped 
over like a wilted week. In your 
vain attempt for more comfort 
in daily activity, don't forget 
that the true secret of good ops-
ture is to keep the body well bal-
anced throughout the day. 

The old saying has it that 
"there's a place for everything," 
and Dr. Cox says that goes for 
the human body. Each organ 
has a specific space in which its 
function is performed. The vital 
organs—heart, lungs, abdomen, 
etc.—tend to be cramped when 
the body is slumped over. 

Cramped lungs cannot deliver 
a full supply of oxygen; circula-
tion is slowed up when the heart 
is cramped; and a cramped stom-
ach impairs digestion. 

"Remember," the doctor cau-
tions, "true comfort and true 
relaxation comes with good pos. 
ture."

In the early days of our nation nearly 

everyone worked on the land; no special 
effort was needed to tell the farmer's 
story or to protect his interests. The 
land was new; markets generally were 
close by; government was small; and 
needs were simple.

NEW GRASSLAND SEED- 
ING METHOD 

The problem of how to estab-
lish a good grassland crop may 
now be close to a solution due 
to experiments conducted during 
the past year. 

The farmer has long been 
troubled by the puzzler of how 
to give grass seeds a good foot-
ing in the soil. In most cases, 
he still relies upon the old 
"broadcast" method—a system

prevalent during Biblical times. 
Now, a new type of "percision 
planting" is showing excellent 
results. 

Precision planting calls for 
drilling of grass and clover seed 
at a depth of one-fourth inch. 
One inch below these seeds has 
been placed a band of fertilizer. 
Soil is then packed over the seed. 

The advantage of fertilizer 
placement in a band below the 
grass seed became evident soon 
after the plantings were made 

Gov. Allan Shivers has offic-
ially proclaimed the week, Oct. 
5-10, "Texas Farm Bureau Mem-
bership Week." 

During that week more than 
10.000 volunteer works in some 
180 organized counties will 
spread out over the countryside 
contacting individual farmers 
and rancrers to invite them to 
loin Farm Bureau. The member-
ship goal in Texas this year is 
75.000 farm families. At the 
present, there are more than 53.-
000 Texas farm families with 
membership in Farm Bureau, an 
independent farm organization 
of. by and for farmers. 

On the eve of the gigantic 
state-wide membership c a m - 
paign, J. Walter Hammond, 
president of the state farm, or-
ganization, stressed the need for 
a stronger state Farm Bureau in 
a letter sent to all county Farm 
Bureau officials in the state. 

"The people engaged in farm-
ing and ranching have a great 
responsibility facing them this 
year," he declared. "This is year 
of decision. Farmers must de-
cide what policies we want in-
corporated into the national 
farm program, and they must 
decide who shall speak for the 
farmers. Next year will be a 
year of action on a national bas-
is, and the voice of Texas farm-
ers and ranchers will be deter-
mined by the membership in the 
Texas Farm Bureau Federa-
tion." 

The Texas Farm Bureau is af-

states and Puerto Rico. Illinois, 
the largest state in membership 
standing, has nearly 200,000 
members, while several other 
mid-Western states have more 
than 100,000 members. Texas has 
the largest potential, with some

in September of last year. Al-
though seedlings in all test plots 
were up within a few days, 
those in which the fertilizer had 
been "banded" one inch below 
the seed, developed most rapidly. 
Weeds also were less prominent 
in the "banded" plots than they 
were when the fertilizer was 
broadcast. 

Plants in banded drill rows 
eight inches apart grew rapidly 
and made growth enough to sur-
vive the winter. But plots where 
the plants were between fertiliz-
Err rows developed slowly and 
(many were killed during the 
winter. 

Further tests showed that if a 
high rate of fertilizer, 150 pounds 
per acre of 3-12-6, were placed 
in contact with the grass and 
clover seed at planting time, 
then the stands of clover was 
surpressed. Growth w a s also 
slow if the bands of fertilizer 
were one inch below and one 
inch to the side of the seed. 
Therefore, the method of placing 
fertilizer one inch directly below 
the seed proved superior to all 
other tests . 

There was apparently very 
little advantage in broadcasting 
the seed and banding the fertil-
izer. However, drilling the seed 
showed considerable advantage 
even when the fertilizer was 
broadcast. 

Examination of the weed con-
tent in harvested forage show-
ed that where both seed and fer-
tilizer were drilled, practically 
no weeds were in evidence. But 
where seed or fertilizer were 
broadcast, weeds were a real 
problem, especially at low rates 
of seeding and fertilization.
