Perhaps nothing 
contributed to the success of 
Saturday's roundup and barbe­
cue than the bright sunshine 
and warm (for February) tem­
peratures.

TO US, TIIE most gratifying
part of the weekend was the 
way teenagers from both coun­
tries quickly formed friendships.

The first meeting was a little 
stiff, but it wasn’t long before 
that problem vanished.

We were very proud of the 
way our high school students 
conducted themselves -- they 
were excellent hosts and host­
esses.

AS WE COMMENTED earlier
we wish there could be some 
way of making this type of ex­
change visits an annual affair.

With the friendships already 
formed, a visit to Peru by a 
group of Baird students would 
be enough to broaden their in­
ternational understanding for a 
lifetime.

This, to us, is the best kind 
of world diplomacy there is.

Balrd's visitors from Peru 
left on schedule Sunday but 
the impressions left by their 
three-day stay here is already 
looming as a vivid chapter in 
the community’s proud history.

Citizens of Baird were unani­
mous this week in agreeing that 
the weekend program for the 
South Americans was highly 
successful from start to finish.

Despite the hectic pace for 
both hosts and guests, both 
groups had enough energy left 
by Sunday morning for vigorous 
farewells which included sing­
ing, handclapping, and last- 
minute conversation.

Leave With ‘Vivas’
And finally, when it was all 

over, the Peruvian caravan 
pulled out from the Dyer ranch 
with a lusty chorus of ‘‘vivas.’’ 

The Peruvians also left be­
hind tangible evidence of their 
visit, including an exhibition of 
their money, donated to the 
Callahan County Museum, and 
certificates honoring such Baird 
citizens as Mrs. A. E. Dyer Sr. 
and Mrs. W. P. Brightwell, offi­
cial hostesses for the three days.

Also left behind were Per­
sonal momentos given by the 
individual guests to their hosts.

Highlighting the three days, 
as far as the Peruvians were 
concerned was a roundup and 
barbecue Saturday on the Dyer 
ranch. There, many of the guests 
got their first at Texas-stylc 
ranch work and several took 
their fling at steer riding.

Sharing attention with the 
food at the barbecue — which 
drew more than 500 guests Sa­
turday afternoon — was music. 
First it was the Baird FFA wes­
tern band which performed, but 
later several of the Peruvian 
students displayed their musi­
cal abilities.

Folk Dances, Twist
Several of the South Ameri­

cans, who earlier in the day 
were initiated into square danc­
ing, performed typical Peruvian 
dances. But later the music 
changed to the Beatle-beat and 
youngsters from both countries 
proved that the twist is now an 
International dance.

Among special visitors Satur­
day were Mrs. Ramon Liles of 
Weinert, Mesquite District Fed­
eration President, and Mrs. Jos­
eph Perkins, Fcderaiton Coun­
cil of ntcrnational Clubs.

The guests also appeared to 
enjoy the Balrd-Albany basket­
ball games Friday night, and a 
square dance exhibition Satur­
day night.

Making perhaps the biggest 
hit with the teenage members 
of the touring group were Baird 
High School letter Jackets. Many 
of the host students, when they 
saw that reaction, turned over 
their red Jackets to the guests 
to wear while in Baird.

This trade required a flurry 
of last-minute clothes switching 
Just before the bus pulled out 
for San Antonio Sunday morn­
ing.

provide, and at all times to 
maintain in good order and re­
pair on any said premises, a 
portable container or containers 
for refuse, which shall be made 
of galvanized metal not easily 
corrodible, rodent and fly proof, 
with a tight-fitting lid which 
shall not be removed except 
when depositing or removing the 
contents of the receptacle, and 
with handles on the sides, and 
of sufficient capacity and in 
sufficient numbers to accomo­
date and securely keep all the 
garbage and rubbish that may 
accumulate between collections; 
provided, that each container 
shall have a capacity of not less 
than twenty gallons nor more 
than thirty-two gallons. Pro­
vided further all containers 
shall be kept clean and free 
from accumulation of any sub­
stance remaining attached to 
Inside of container which would 
attract or breed flies, mosqui- 
tles or any other Insects.

Item 2. It shall be the duty 
of every person, firm, or cor­
poration owning, managing, 
operating, leasing or renting any 
premises to place the dally ac­
cumulation of garbage and rub­
bish In the container or con­
tainers required in Section 2, 
Item 1, and it shall be the duty 
of every person placing garbage 
In any such container to eli­
minate as far as possible all 
water and liquid from such gar­
bage and so securely wrap gar­
bage in paper before placing 
same in such container.

Item 3. All ordinary accumu­
lations of rubbish such as tree 
limbs, paper boxes, and scrap 
lumber which cannot be con­
veniently placed in the contain­
ers required under this ordin­
ance shall be gathered together, 
tied or sacked in compact bun­
dles and placed in a location 
easily accessible for the collec­
tor.
SECTION III. Collection of Gar­

bage and Rubbish.
Item 1. The City of Baird, 

Texas, shall collect from the 
residential areas of the city not 
less than twice weekly and from 
the business area of the city 
each business day, all garbage 
and rubbish; provided It shall 
be the duty of any person in 
possession or control of any pre­
mises to place the containers 
required in Item 1, Section 2, in 
a location easily accessible for 
the collector as directed by the 
City Health Officer.

Item 2. The places of excessive 
accumulations of garbage and 
rubbish, such as killing and 
dressing plants for fowl, may 
be excluded from the service 
provided by the City Garbage 
Department and such accumu­
lations shall then be removed 
and disposed of at the expense 
of the owner or person having 
same in charge, provided, that 
the owner or person having 
such accumulations In charge 
shall secure from the City 
Health Department a written 
permit for removal and disposal 
of same. Said permit shall be 
issued only after said Health 
Officer has satisfied himself 
that the licensee Is capable of 
complying with the requirements 
of this ordinance. The permit 
may be revoked by the City 
Health Officer when deemed 
necessary to the public welfare.

Item 4. Heavy accumulations 
such as brush, broken concrete, 
ashes, sand or gravel, automo­
bile frames, dead trees, and 
other bulky, heavy materials 
shall be disposed of at the ex­
pense of the owner or person 
controlling same under the di­
rection of the City Health Of­
ficer.

Item 5. Manure from cowlots,

The collection of gar­
bage or rubbish or any kind of 
junk within the city limits Is 
prohibited except as provided 
for in Section 3. Items 2, 3, 4 
and 5 of this ordinance. 
SECTION IV. City Dump Ground 

To Be Locked.
The City of Baird maintains 

a Dump Ground for the purpose 
of disposing of the rubbish and 
garbage from said City and for 
the citizens of Baird who have 
additional trash they desire to 
haul themselves.

BEGINNING MARCH 1, 1965, 
the City Dump Ground gate will 
be locked and for citizens who 
have additional trash they de­
sire to haul, it will be necessary 
to come to the City Hall, be­
tween the hours of 8:00 A. M. 
and 4:00 P. M. Monday through 
Friday, to obtain a key.

Item 1. No heavy dead animals 
such as horses, cows, mules, 
hogs, etc., shall be placed in the 
City Dump Ground without a 
written permit by the General 
Superintendent of the City of 
Baird, who will issue detailed 
instructions.

Item. 2. Removing Junk of any 
kind from the City Dump 
Ground with out a written per­
mit from the General Superin­
tendent is hereby prohibited.

Item 3. 17ie Dump Ground will 
be maintained in keeping with 
the recommendation of the City 
Health Officer, or his authorized 
agent.

Item. 4. Trash and rubbish 
shall be dumped in the proper 
area as per signs Indicating 
dumping areas.
SECTION V.

It shall be the duty of the 
City Health Officer of the City 
of Baird, Texas, or his author­
ized agent, and he Is hereby di­
rected, to make all necessary 
inspections and investigations of 
any and all premises to see that 
the terms of this ordinance are 
complied with.
SECTION VI.

The disposal of garbage and 
rubbish shall be by an approved 
method of Incineration (not 
open burning) or by landfill and 
cover.
SECTION VII.

There shall be charged, as­
sessed and collected from each 
residential premises within the 
city limits the monthly amount 
of $1.00 and from each business 
premises within said city limits 
the monthly amount of $2.50 to 
$3.00. The city secretary shall 
collect these garbage and rub­
bish fees either through the wa­
ter department as a separate 
Item on each water bill or by 
any other practicable means of 
collection.
SECTION VIII.

Any person violating any of 
the provisions of this ordinance 
shall be guilty of a misdemeanor 
and, upon conviction thereof

such.
SECTION IX.

This ordinance shall be cum­
ulative of all other sanitary or­
dinances or regulations of the 
City of Baird, Texas, unless In 
conflict with the terms of said 
ordinances and regulations, In

which case the terms of this or­
dinance shall prevail.

SECTION X.
ITiat if any section, paragraph, 

sentence, clause or phrase of 
this ordinance be declared un­
constitutional or Invalid for any 
reason, the remainder of this 
ordinance shall not be affected 
thereby.

A public hearing on a re­
quest for a water permit by 
the City of Clyde has been 
set for 10 a. m. March 15 be­
fore the Texas Water Commis­
sion in Austin.

After the hearing, the com­
mission will decide whether or 
not to grant the permit, which 
was requested ,by the City of 
Clyde In connection with’ a 
proposed lake to provide a 
new municipal water supply.

Municipal Use
Proposed as a 5,748 acre- 

foot reservoir, with Clyde re­
questing a permit to appro­
priate 5,000 acre-feet annaul- 
ly for municipal and recrea­
tional purposes.

If the permit is granted, a 
dam will be constructed some 
six miles south of Clyde on 
the Upper Pecan Bayou.

Soil Conservation Service of 
the U. S. Dept, of Agriculture 
is cooperating with Clyde on 
the project, which means the 
dam would also be used as a 
flood retarding structure.

The public hearing was call­
ed after the water commis­
sion ruled Clyde’s application 
for a permit to build a dam 
and water use from the re­
sulting reservoir was properly 
done. The application w’as 
studied by both legal and en­
gineering experts of the Texas 
Water Commission.

M ake P lans
Engineers from the Soil 

Conservation Service have al­
ready done extensive study 
and planning toward the pro­
posed lake.

If the permit Is approved 
by the Texas Water Commis­
sion. next big step will be land 
acquisition.

The dam and lake, if con­
structed, will be partially fin­
anced with $400,000 in bonds 
on the City of Clyde. Voters 
here approved issuance of 
$325,000 in revenue bonds and 
$75,000 in tax bonds last 
March by an overwhelming 
majority.

Since the proposed struc­
ture would be used for flood 
retardation as well as for 
Clyde’s municipal and recrea­
tional needs, a portion of con­
struction costs can also be met 
by the Soil Conservation Ser­
vice.
