Tw o Minute Sermon
(By Thoms* Hast well)

The Mountain Climbers: A few 
years ago I spent a brief vacatoin 
in the mountains. It was the first 
time that any member o f our par­
ty had seen the mountains and we 
were all anxious to climb to the 
top o f them. In making the trip 
we discovered a number o f things \ 
about mountain climbing that we 
did not know before. One of the 
things we discovered, which I think 
impressed us most, was that one 
did not have to wait until he reach­
ed the top to see beautiful scen­
ery. and that to really enjoy moun­
tain climbing one should stop fre­
quently to rest and enjoy the beau- 
iful panorama of the valley and 

the surrounding mountains that 
spread itself around and below. 
We also discovered that one could 
not enjoy the beautiful scenes 
while he was engaged in climbing 
for the rtason that he had his back 
o them and his face toward the 

top. It occurred to me that life 
s in many respects like climbing 

a mountain. If we want to gei 
the most out of it we have to 
pause frequently and look at the 
good things and the beautiful 
things about us. We can’t leave 
it all until we get to the top. We 
must have time for friends, for 
good books, for fellowship and the 
cultural and spiritual things of 
life. Beauty lies all about us, but 
to see it, and enjoy it, we have to 
turn our minda from our work and 
sit down to rest and contemplate 
the world that liee around us.

HISTORY

Tnt Panic of 187:1— September 
20: The panic o f  1*7:1 was caused 
by the failure o f new American 
railroads to pay the interest on a 
the purpose of new construction. 
The plan was when the interest on 
large amount of bonds fioated for 
bonds became due to raise the 
money to pay it through the sale 
of other bonds. When interest 
was not paid it became impossible 
to sell other bonds. As a result 
the bank.- which had purchased 
most o f the bonds were at once in 
serious trouble. The first bank to 
fail was the one which had made- 
loans to the Missouri, Kansas and 
Texas railroad. The next to fail 
was the one which had made loans 
to the Canadian A- Southern rail­
road. On September 18 the bank 
of Jay Cook & Co., of Philadelphia, 
one of the largest in the country 
closed because of the failure of 
the Northern Pacific to meet its 
obligations. Railroad shares were 
dumped on the market at any price 
and many brokerage firms failed. 
On September 1'.* the Fitc-h & 
Hatch bank of New York went un­
der. This was followed by the 
Union Trust and the Fourth Na­
tional. On September 20 the Stock 1 
Exchange closed its doors and re- • 
mained closed for ten days. To 
ease the situation the Clearing 
House voted to issue certificates 
secured by proper collateral to be 
used in settling daily balances. 
President (¡rant went to New York 
with ti e Secretary of the Treas­
ury and announced the Treasury's 
intention to buy Government 
bonds of the amount of $13,000.- 
000. As a result the panic sub­
sided. the Stock Exchange reop­
ened and normal trading was re

children. Thi- should be as com­
fortable and convenient as possi­
ble. If t-ere is any qutstion about 
the value of such an institution 
try going to the neighboring city 
and spent.;:.g a day there. It 
might surprise you how hot and 
tired and uncomfortable one can 
get and what a boon a cool, clean 
place to sit down and rest and 
care for the children can be. 
There is a bigger possibility here 
than many residents of a commu­
nity realize for the reason they 
have not had to spend a day or an 
afternoon in town with no hotel 
room to go to to freshhen up.

Another of many things that 
might be done is to make the town 
a good place to sell the produce 
o f the trade area. Nothing vill 
popularize a town more than the 
reputation that it is a good mar­
ket. I believe that the local civic 
organization, the Chamber of 
Commerce, should take some ac­
tive interest to the end that pro- 
Commerce should take some ae- 
rluccrs of the community get the 
best possible price the market will 
allow.

These are blit a few of the many 
suggestions of tilings that might 
form the basis for community af­
ter the war planning.

The machinery of modern bu­

reaucracy is far too intricate for 
the understanding o f ordinary 
litigation anil controversy between 
mortals. After many months of 
rci ulers anti the OPA over its 
notorious highest price line lim­
itation order. Congress resolved 
the whole thing by scrapping the 
order as it affects retailers. There 
was abundant evidence substanti­
ating the claims of merchants that 
the order was unfair and had re­
sulted in a low cost clothing fam­
ine. If the story stopped there it 
would be a simple talt of a cor­
rected mistake. But the story 
doesn't stop there.

Prior to the scrapping of the 
highest price line limitation by 
Congress, the OPA instituted suits 
against leading low-cost merchan­
disers charging violation of the 
highest price line ruling. The 

; suits dragged on for months. 
While the lawyers argued, cloth­
ing covered by the ruling gradual­
ly disappeared from the maiket. 
Finally, after the intricacies of 
the highest price line limitation, 
together with advancing costs, had 
virtually exterminated the sale of 
many necessities in many stores, 

|i nd while the lawyers weic argu­
ing over something that didn't ex- 

: ist, Congress did a little exterm.- 
i .luting on its own.

Logically enough, the mer­
chants at last assumed that with 
abandonment of the highest price 
line clause, the matter coultl be 
dropped—but net the OPA! It 
tias notified them that the suit« 
will be continued. The dresses,

are gone, the law is gone, and now 
instead of leaving the merchants 
alone to repair the damage, the 
OPA is trying to show that the 
non-existent dresses were sold il­
legally under a now non-existent 
law— Industrial News-Review.

AHEAD OF THE PLANNERS
Once again the American peo­

ple have proven that left to their 
own devices, they can progress 
faster than paternalistic planners 
can plan. The idea has been pro­
moted that this country is behind 
t.he times in the distribution and 
quality of. mtdical care. Howev­
er, if it ever was behind the times 
in these respects, it is now out in 
front.

The United States has a top 
notch medical profession. In 
technique and scientific accomp­
lishment American doctors are un­
surpassed. The distribution of 
medical earo is broad and rapidly 
increasing. There are hundred* 
o f voluntary medical and hospital 
groups and societies reaching into 
every corner of the nation. One 
of these, the Blue Cross which pro­
tects 14.000,000 employed per­
sons and their families, is known 
as the “ fastest growing movement 
in America.”  It is a non-profit, 
co-operative plan proriding com­
plete hospital service for members 
in 3,000 hospitals. It is endorsed 
by the medical profession. It 
reaches into rural sections and 
cities alike. Officials of Blue Cross 
say that as soon as a basis for 
sound operation is worked out, the 
plan will include complete med­
ical service. Its cost nt present is 
a dollar or so a month for whole 
families.

Again it should he emphasized 
that Blue Cross is but one of hun­
dreds of worthy organidations. 
They are all the result of intelli­
gent action on the part of free 
citizens working toward the com­
mon objective of making the mir­
acles o f modern medicine avail­
able to every man, woman and 
child in the United States.— In­
dustrial News-Review.

A CASE AGAINST 
LAND GRANT RATES

W. M. Jeffers, former head of 
the emergency rubber develop­
ment program and president of 
the Union Pacific Railroad, says 
of the land grant freight rates:

"Nearly a century ago. the gov­
ernment to encourage rail con­
struction . . . made grants of lands. 
One o f the conditions was that 
government property should he 
transported at 50 per cent of tar­
iff rates over those lines travers- 

! ing the granted territory.
“ Over the years, the value o f 

these granted lands, either then 
or now. has been paid for many 
times through the application of 
these land grant deductions.

“ The government, in the ag­
gregate, pays less for transporta­
tion services than any other ship­
per in America.. In all cases, 
where land grant deductions are in 
effect, its rates are only 50 per 
cent of those you pay.

“ The government buys from you 
and then checks vour books. If.

' in its judgment, you have made 
too much profit it ‘renegotiates’ 

j and reduces your selling price. 
And then you pay income tax on 
what you have left.

| “ But in settling with railroads 
for transportation services, the 
government:

“ 1 . First pays the full amount 
which the railroads have earned 

. based on published tariffs.
“ 2. The railroads then pay in- 

I come taxes on what the govern­
ment has paid, the excess earn­
ings bracket being as high as 05 
per cent.

“ 3. Then government account­
ants, who are now two or more 
years behind in their work, re­
audit hills previously approved 
and paiil by the government, and 
withhold from other charges which 
the government owes the roilroads 
whatever amount its accountants 
think the government should de­
duct because of land grants, from 
bills already paid, and on which 
income taxes have already been 
collected.

The Farmer and 
War Bonds
by Mr. A. S. Goss

Mastrr of the Sational Grange

1 1 ^ 3  FREQUENTLY hear farm- 
W  ers raise the question as to 

whether or not they should buy 
War Bonds as long as they are in 
debt. The answer to this question 
should depend in large measure 
upon the nature of the debt and 
whether or not it is current. If part 
of it is past due. and the borrower 
expects to experience difficulty in 
meeting past due payments, he 
probably should bring his debt into 
current position before investing 
in Bonds. If. however, his pay­
ments are current, there seems to 
be no reason why farmers should 
not buy as many Bonds as they 
are able. Most individual invest­
ors in government Bonds are car­
rying debt in one form or an­
other, at rates higher than the 
Bonds will yield. This is as it 
should be if the purchaser is in an 
earning position which permits the 
accumulation of some surplus, for 
we all owe it to our government 
to do our utmost in the financing 
of the war, even though the trans­
action may result in our paying 
some extra Interest on outstand­
ing debts.

When a farmer owes money, he 
is always concerned as to whether 
his crops will sell at prices which 
will enable him to repay his debt. 
When prices are high it is good 
business and conservative finance 
to reduce the debt as rapidly as 
possible because when prices are 
low. it takes more crops and more 
efforts to make the payments.

We should rot forget, how­
ever, that a government Bond 
will pay oft an equal amount 
of dollars of debt, no matter 
whether price* are high or 
whether price« are low. It la, 
therefore, » sound and con­
servative practice to buy gov­
ernment Bond* and toy them

aside to make payments on 
existing debts when they fall 
due. In fact, quite aside from 
the patriotic appeal, it is good 
business to buy Bonds rather 
than make pre-payments on 
debt, because the time may 
come when the ready cash is 
needed and the mcney tied up 
in pre-payments cannot be re­
turned. If this money is in­
vested in Bonds, it ran be con­
verted into cash to meet any 
needs which may arise.
If everyone followed the policy 

of buying no War Bonds until their 
debts were paid, few Bonds would 
be sold to the public. We have an 
obligation to help finance this war 
which is vastly more important 
than the income wc may receive 
on the investment of money in 
War Bonds.

Farmers are finding it impossi­
ble to maintain their machinery 
and buildings in a satisfactory 
state of repair. They are finding 
that they cannot replace worn-out 
equipment except at excessively 
high cost.

It would seem to he sound 
and conservative business 
practice to lay aside money 
to make the repairs and re­
place worn-out equipm ent 
when material and machines 
are again available. No safer 
place can be found to lay aside 
money for such purposes than 
in government Bonds.
Every time we buy a Bond we 

are not only assisting in financing 
the war, but wc are also doing our 
bit to prevent that most dreaded 
economic disaster called inflation. 
If each one of us would invest as 
much as we could in government 
Bonds, the danger of inflation 
would be greatly reduced.

Announced

The goal for the entire nation 
- •'..* million acres n wheat as

fixed b\ War Food Administrator.
Marvin Jones.

After the -rate goals had been 
fixed by V S.  f). A. War Boards 
;.nd other agricultural leaders fol­
lowing the announcement o f the 
national goal for 1945 indicated 
an increase o f 1.9 million acres 
above the wheat acreage planted 
this year.

The War Food Administration
"commended that the states plan 

their local wheat production 
goals "in desirable blaance with 
it: .-i crop»'' ;_nd that no increase 

be sought which would result in 
“ •»lowing up land which should 
-'ay in grass.' The national goal 
for 1915 - slightly above the
19 44 goal.

The report released this week 
nj the Federal crop reporting 
board estimates an all-time rec- 
o d for the 194 4 wheat crop of
0 •• billion, ¡92 million bushels of 
gram In addition to adequate 
-upplic for food at home and 
abroad, this production would al­
low greater margins of wheat for 
emergency livestock feed and in­
dustrial -e< and for reserves, 
than had been expected earlier 
from, this year's acreage

In view of t, " improved wheat 
imply -ituat'on. the War Food 
Xiinii: ¡.-nation is advising farni- 
-T- that it would i.ot be desirable 
t" go beyond the goals sot in their 
planting f, . Í94" harvest. This
policy would I e that wheat pro- 
luctioi: be kept, in line with good

Rural Electrification Growing Up
Rural electrification in Texas 

and the remainder o f the nation 
i has grown into a vast enterprise 
in th.e nine years of its existence.

In a -tateinent received by the 
A. & M. College Extension Ser­
vice. tlie headquarters o f the 
F" ni 1 Electrification Administra­
tion at St. Louis, says that forty 
per cent o f U. S. Farms now have 
electric service. This compared 
with eleven per cent when the 
REA lending program began in 
19-in. Among these are 93,000 in 
Texas farms, equivalent to about 
22 per cent o f the estimated 410.-
000 farms in the state.

L'p to mid-year the REA had 
loaned more than $385.000.000 to 
N75 horroweis. including 802 
farm-owned, locally controlled co. 
operatives. According to M. C. 
Jaynes, Extension Service organi­
zation and co-operative marketing 
specialist. 71 o f these were Texas 

, co-operatives. At that time REA's 
borrowers were serving nearly a 
million and a quarter customers.

’ o f which about eighty per cent 
were farms.

Most o f the loans bear an av­
erage interest rate o f about two 
and seventenths per cent, and 
-lightlv more than six million dol­
lars o f the loan allotments were 
placed in a fund for re-loans to 
individual consumers for wiring, 
plumbing and appliance installa­
tions.

The statement says that through
March last. REA’s active borrow­
ers had repaid more than $66,- 
000,000 on their loans. Of this, 
more than $16,000,000 had been 
paid on principal in advance of 

i due dates. With the funds ad­
vanced. REA borrowers are of>- 
erating u little less than 400,000 
miles of rural power lines in for­
ty-six states, Alaska and the Vir­
gin Islands, the statement says.
