This provides maximum perform­
ance because tires remain proper­
ly inflated the year around, in 
storage or in use.

In the home improvement dem­
onstration the program ofwork 
lias not been confined to any one 
pha.su. Method demonstrations 
and other work were given in 
compliance with the expressed 
needs or desires o f the people. 
However, the 4-H club girls work­
ed chiefly with bedroom improve­
ment.

The repair o f furniture receiv­
ed the most emphasis. This in­
cluded re-unholstering and slip 
covering. The buying of new 
furniture was discouraged so that 
more money could he put into war 
bonds with the money thus saved.

The essential steps in upholster­
ing were illustrated in demon­
strations by making footstool. 
12x1« inches in size. Ten foot­
stools and one chair were redone 
in these demonstrations. Twen­
ty additional footstools have been 
reported in the county. Mrs. K. 
L. Walling in the Vivian commu­
nity, attended the demonstration 
in the Vivian club and later re­
ported that she had made a foot­
stool and re-upholstered a living 
room suite for her sister. Mrs. 
Walling is a non-club member. 
Mrs. Grady Halherrt o f the Foard 
City club reupholstered three 
chairs and estimates that she 
saved about $15.

Home Demonstration Clubs met 
in an all-day meeting in Septem­
ber fo r a demonstration on mak­
ing slip covers for furniture un­
der the direction o f the County 
Home Demonstration A g e  n t. 
Previous to the demonstration, the 
agent had visited with the mem­
ber furnishing the chair and fig­
ured on the amount and kind o f 
material needed. In each club 
a slip cover was made for a chair. 
Members assisted in fitting and 
construction. Problems of fitting 
were worked out and kinds o f 
suitable material were discussed 
as samples were examined. Com­
bining patterns and colors with 
other furnishings o f the room were 
taken into consideration.

Pictures for the home was an­
other method demonstration giv­
en in the clubs. Points di.-cussed 
ami illustrated with pictures in­
cluded: pictures related to per­
sonality. relation o f pictures to 
various rooms o f the home, se­
lection o f pictures, framing, hang­
ing and making picture placques. 
More women were interested in 
hanging pictures properly and 
choosing the light kind of pic­
tures than in any o f the points. 
Nearly everyone present decided 
on some way in which she could 
improve the picture situation in 
her home.

Neoma Fish o f Vivian has in­
genuity and a creating talent and 
has made as an outstanding fea­
ture. a dresser. She had already 
on hand most o f the material, us­
ing the legs o f some material for 
footstool for the front legs and 
making the back legs from lum­
ber. Part o f the dresser was made 
from the headboard o f the bed. 
A fter removing the headboard, 
she turned the bed around, and 
used the foot for the head, thus 
making a modernistic 'style bed. 
The entire cost o f improvements 
in the bedroom was $14.84, $6.40 
o f which was for a plate glass 
mirror to hang over the dresser. 
Other materials bought were 
drawer pulls, screws .braces, nails, 
samlnaper. plastic wood, paint 
brush, stain, enamel, and varnish 
for lefinishing the woodwork of 
the room.

4-H Club girls learned that a 
clean and well-made bed is the 
mark of a good housekeeper. A 
demonstration was made as to the 
making and using quilt protectors 
and how to make the bed proper­
ly. Spring and mattress covers 
were also urged and demonstrat­
ed. They were also urged to make

suitable dresser scarfs and bath 
mats. An additional demonstra­
tion on Christmas decorations was 
given to the 4-H girls. Directions 
were given for a Christmas 
wreath.

Demonstrations were made on 
marketing and some co-operative 
buying was done, however, only 
..ineapfdes were p u r '  I u s e r  
through the marketing committee. 
1-iO dozen pineapples were pur­
chased in a joint order with Har­
deman County from an importei 
and trucked to Crowell and di- 
tributed at a local grocery store, 
at rio profit to the dealer.

To assist in carrying out the 
recommendation o f the Texas 
Home Demonstration association 
for improving one product for 
market, a demonstration was giv­
en to all club- in July on the im­
provement o f the quality of eggs. 
A comparison o f fertile and in­
fertile eggs was shown in which 
eggs were kept at room tempera­
ture for a week, in refrigerator 
tor a week, and in the henhouse 
for three days. A distinct differ­
ence was observed and the need 
for storing eggs under cool condi­
tions and disposing o f roosters 
was impressed upon the members.

Parent Education and Child 
Development was studied in each 
club featuring demonstration. One 
meeting stressed table setting and 
the being a good hostess. Juvenile 
delinquency was the subject at 
another. Home Recreation was 
urged and in November, the 4-H 
club girls set three goals for the 
accomplishment o f this purpose. 
These were, to make at least one 
piece of play equipment, to con- 

j duct a family fun night at least 
once a week at home and to c■ ■ 1 - 

j lect games to make a family rec­
reation scrap book for the home.

Both 4-H and home demonstra­
tion clubs have from 5 to 10 min- 

! utes o f recreation at each meet­
ing. \ ivian club had four such 
meetings this year with approxi­
mately 100 people attending each 

1 one. An annual event with thi- 
club as well as other demonstra­
tion clubs, is to have a communi­
ty Christmas tree with a program 
of entertainment. In August this 
club had an ice cream supper fo: 
all non-club members and their 
families in addition to their own 
families. Two other community 
gatherings were in honor o f re­
turning service men from over­
seas duty. Each family brought 
food in covered dish form and all 
spread together. These gathering 
were for neighborly visiting ar.d 
no planned program was neces­
sary.

The Gambleville club sponsors 
another annual event in Novem­
ber in the form o f a “ hobo'' stew. 
Families in the community as well 
as surrounding communities have 
a standing invitation to attend. 
The admission ticket is some food 
for the stew. The stew is prepar­
ed in a wash pot and served with 
coffee and cake to the crowd. A 
recreation period follows. A lit­
tle club money is made, on the 
side, by a cake walk which furnish­
es a part o f the recreation and the 
fun.

4-H club girls and boys held a 
joint club picnic in July. A picnic 
supper followed a recreation pe­
riod consisting o f group games 
and swimming.

Throughout the past year the 
Texas State Department oi 
Health has carried on a large- 
scale persistent und effective cam- j 
paign against syphilis and gonor­
rhea, the venereal disease enemies 

national health.
These campaigns. Dr. Cox de­

clared, have helped to keep ve­
nereal disease infections from 
spreading und have played u 
major part in aiding servicemen 
and civilian industrial workers to 1 
stay on the job. In fact,man-days 
lost through such infections, in 
the armed forces and in indus- ; 
try, have been brought to an all 
time low and Texas can list this ' 
gratifying result samong its eon- 
tiibutions to the nation’s mili­
tary and industrial achievements.

“ Even though medical science 
has produced new drugs and med­
ical research has found new meth­
ods to combat these diseases," 
Dr. Cox stated, "they are still : 
formidable enemies. Fortunate- I 
ly ,we now have facilities avail- 1 
able fo r diagnosis und treatment 
o f venereal diseases for all cit- i 
izens o f Texas who cannot afford 
private care.”

Through new awareness among 
community and health leaders and 
law enforcement authorities, there 
has been tremendous progress 
made in the control o f venereal 
diseases in Texas, but it must lie 
remembered that in our democ­
racy a community will have no 
better control o f venereal diseas­
es and the repression o f prostitu­

The proposals were among the 
high lights o f the Social Security 
Board's report which is made an­
nually to Congress, under terms 
o f the Social Security Act.

"People o f this area who do not 
have social security insurance pro­
tection would get it if the Board’s 
proposals should become law,” 
Surles said. “ Businessmen often 
express their desire for coverage 
similar to what their employees 
already have. The fact that the 
self-employed are not under so­
cial insurance hits the profession­
al man, the small businessman and

the farmer, because corporation 
executives, as employees, already
have this protection.

"This desire for insurance that 
will provide a retirement income, 
or a family income in case the 
worker dies, extends also to farm 
people, domestic workers in pri­
vate homes, employees o f non­
profit organizations and public eni- i 
ployees, none of whom are cov­
ered at present." Surles said.

Action on the board’s reconi- j 
niendation to protect the insur­
ance rights o f  men and women in 
the armed forces would remove 
a cause o f distress among the 
families o f service people, Surles 
said.

"The hardest thing we have to 
do,”  he said, “ is to tell the widow 
o f a soldier or sailor that she ai d 
her chilli can't get benefits becau-e 
her husband's protection lapsed 
while he was fighting for his coun­
try.

"O f course, not all the insur­
ance rights o f all the men and 
women in the service have lapsed, 
hut their benefit rights dwindle 
steadily and disappear entirely if 
the period in the armed service 
exceeds the time worked in private

Spring Classes in 
Nursing Schools to 
Open This Month

With the first openings this 
month o f spring classes in nursing 
schools, unusual opportunities 
await qualified high school gradu­
ates and college women in Texas 

i who wish to fill the critical need 
I for nurses on our home and war 
! fronts, it is announced from 
I Washington, D. C.. by Lucile Pet- 
I ry, director, U. S. Cadet Nurse 
1 Corps o f the U. S. Public Health 
Service.

The Cadet Nurse Corps accele- 
1 rated program of nurse education 
requires from 24 to 30 months to 
produce a graduate nurse. Dur­
ing this training period, however, 
the Cadet nurses carry a large 
part o f the nursing service load in 
civilian hospitals making it possi­
ble to release more graduates for 
military duty.

"Recent action on our war 
fronts indicate that we are faced 
with a long and costly war," Miss 
Petry says. “ An increasing num­
ber o f graduate nurses are being 

| called upon to till the nation's \ 
j need for care o f its war casual- | 
ties. Therefore, it is imperative 
that the current demand for stu- i 
dent nurses be met at once.”

Latest reports received by the 
U. S. Public Health Service in 
Washington show that in Texas 
opportunities await some two bun- , 
dred and ninety-nine qualified ap­
plicants in spring classes in nine- | 
teen schools o f nursing in that i 
state. These schools with vacan- ! 

Abi­
lene, 18; Breekenridge 15, Seton, 
Austin 10; Hotel Dieu, Beaumont, 
10; Baylor University, 20. Park­
land, Dallas, 5; Hotel Lieu Sis­
ter's Hospital, El Paso, 12; Har­
ris Memorial Methodist, Fort 
Worth, 30; John Sealy, 10, St. 
Mary's Galveston. 15; Jefferson 
Davis, 25; Methodist at Houston, 
12; Lubbock General, Lubbock. 
12; Shannon W. Texas Memorial, 
10; Robert Green, 25, San An­
tonio; King's Daughter. Temple. 
18'; Hillcrest, 15, Providence, 15, 
Waco; Wichita General. Wichita, 
15.

The encouraging response of 
young women throughout the 
country who wish to become nurs­
es is indicated by the great num­
ber of2 girls who have entered 
schools of nursing within the past 
three weeks, Miss Petry says. Be­
cause of the rapidity with which 
these classes are being filled, she 
urges the immediate enrollment 
o f all interested applicants. To 
qualify for the Corps, a girl must 
be a high school graduate, be­
tween the ages o f 17 and 35. in 
sound health and must meet the 
requirements o f the School of 
Nursing o f her choice.
