Government Weather
Instrument Found
by Preston Owens

A weather instrument -
ing to the United States Govern-
fent was found by Preston Owens
on his farm four mile itheast
of Foard City Friday afternoon,
The instrument was released from
a weather station at Big Spring
the same day, March 16, and was
attached to a balloon that was
supposed to carry it to a height
of twelve miles. When atmo-
spheric conditions were such as
to burst the balloon a parachute
opened and lowered the instru-
ment to the ground.

The following instructions were
attached so that the finder might
return the instr Wash-
ington, D. C.:

“Notice to Finders—This in-
strument belongs to the United
States Government A bhalloon
sent up by a weather station car-
ried it to a height of
twelve miles. The balloon
and the instrument came
slowly on the parachute.
in the air the instrument acted as
a« radio broadcaster of the tem-
perature, pressure and moisture

ment to

again. Please remove the tag

from under the flap and write the
information required. Mail at
any post office or postbox, or hand
it to your rural carrier. No stamps
are needed. If found outside the
United States, it may be turned
in to any U. S. Army, U. S. Navy,
or U. S. Weather Bureau organ-
ization. Thank you.” .
