Don’t forget, cautions Joe Bur­
kett.'County Agent, that accidents 
can happen to you. Faulty equip­
ment or hidden obstructions can 
a.nd do cause accidents but care­
lessness. not thinking and fatigue 
take the heaviest toll. These 
causes are all man made and 
under the direct control of the 
individual concerned.

Burkett believes if farmers and

their families would answer a 
simple question before beginning) 
each job, many accidents just, 
never would happen. The question | 
is: “ tan I possibly get hurt doing 
the job this way?”  I f  the answer 
is yes, better change the method 
of doing the job or be more care­
ful, says the specialist.

He points to the high casualty 
rate among children under four 
years of age resulting from trac­
tor accidents as an example. Fa­
talities among this group are al­
most as high for the group be­
tween the ages o f 15 and 21. 
“ Sure,”  he says, “ a ride on the 
tractor is fun for the youngsters 
and they love it but children 
don’t always do as they are told j Fo 
and a fatal fall may be the sad j 
end to a tractor ride.”
