Limited Quantities New Part*
As the installation specialists 

finish any part o f their work, pro­
duction men move in and begin 
making new parts in limited 
quantities. From all over the 
plant, a trickle o f finished parts 
converges on the assembly area, 
leading to the beginning o f en­
gine assembly and test-stand op­
eration.

New equipment already obtain-

The questions "when do w\ cat" 
and "when shall wc cat" arc ask­
ed thousands of times a day by 
workers, shoppe s and those eat­
ing out for pleasure.

st. according to Dr. Henry A. 
Ho.le. Commissioner of Health.

While there1 may be exception#, 
an eating plac* that pre#*nts a 
mat and clean appearance to th* 
patron i# usually similarly main­
tained throughout. On the other 
hand, you can be sure that where 
the exterior, dining area or count­
er are slovenly kept, the kitchen 
is no better.

Appearances are usually a re­
flect!' n of the operator's personal 
attitude. Car* ics.-r.oss m personal 
neatness and hygiene, and in the 
cleanliness of the establishment 
is invariably accompanied by 
careless and insanitary handling 
of the food served.

Everyone should know the im­
portant sanitary hazards to lo"k 
for ami avoid. We might well ask 
ourselves the following questions: 
Do the serving personnel have 
clean hands. clean washable 
clothing? Are they free o f ban­
daged fingers, coughs, and colds? 
Is all perishable food kept really 
hot or well refrigerated? Are fli< > 
absent? Is food kept covered? 
Are the dishes and glasses clean 
to sight and touch? If  all of 
thc.-e questions can be answered 
"yes." the chance o f food poison­
ing or intestinal upset is quite 
remote.

Food may be infected with 
germ# causing food poisoning or 
diarrhea if food handlers fail to 
wash hands after using the toilet, 
have infected cut-. burns or pim­
ples. or cough or sneeze over the 
food. If the infected food is not 
refrigerated adequately and 
promptly, bacteria may multiply 
to number* causing illness. Heat 
will kill bacteria but may not 
destroy poisons produced by cer­
tain bacteria. All o f a food in a 
container should be kept hot or 
cold and not ju-t a portion at 
the bottom or sides o f the con­
tainer.

Large-loss mercantile fires are 
on the increase. The National Fire 
Protection Association in 1054 re­
corded 54 such fires, with a toll 
of il lives lost, 14!) injuries and 
$23 million worth o f property 
damaged or destroyed. Compar­
able figures for 11)53 showed 29 
of these fires, costing 10 lives 
and $12 million in property.

In 1954, 72 per cent o f the 
large-loss mercantile fires origi­
nated when the stores were not 
open. This often means delay in 
discovery, which is one o f the 
outstanding causes o f serious fires. 
Therefore, the National Board of 
Fire Underwriters urges owners 
and operators o f mercantile es­
tablishments to take the follow­
ing safety precautions:

1. Consult your local fire de­
partment about how to guard 
gainst conditions under which a 
fire may burn and smolder for 
hours, filling the building with 
heated gases which in turn heat 
up woodwork and other combus­

2. Enter contracts for the least

est possible time, and thus avoid 
unnecessary money charges.

“ During the current period of 

unprecedented levels o f produc­
tion anil sales o f new automo­
bile-. the sales financing industry 
must assume its responsibility to 
advise the public ot its best in- 
teiests,” adds Thomas W. Rogers, 
AFC executive vice president.

Sheriff Sherman McBeath has 
furnished the New- with a copy 
of a new law passed by the 54th 
regular session of the Texas Legis­
lature in regard to intoxicating 
Leverages with reference to ath­
letic events o f puidic schools. The 
law was approved May 12, 1955,1 
and was effective on that date, i 
Mr. McBeath respectfully urges j 
all patrons o f football games to I 
abide by this law, which is as j 
follows:

“ Sec. 1. It -hall be unlawful 
for any person or persons to bring 
or carry into any enclosure, field 
or stadium, where athletic events, 
sponsored or participated in by j 
the public schools of the state, 
are being held, any intoxicating 
beverage or to have any intoxi­
cating beverage in his possession . 
while in or on said enclosure, field 
or stadium.

‘ ‘Sec. 2. Provided that if any 
officer o f this state sees any per­
son or persons violating the terms 
of Section 1 o f this Act, he shall 
immediately seize such intoxicat- 

j ing beverage and shall within a 
reasonable time thereafter deliver 

1 same to the County or District 
j Attorney who shall hold same as 
| evidence until the trial of the 
| accused party and shall thereafter 
dispose o f same.

"Sec. 3. Any person or persons 
violating the provisions of this 
Act shall be guilty o f a misde­
meanor and upon conviction shall 
be fined any sum not less than 
twenty five ($25.00) dollars and 
not more than two hundred 
($200.00) dollars."
