reports to producers for many 
days; thus -lowing the job of
seeding if the lab report is to be 
of value.

Thornton believes that farmers 
should be prepared to take advan- 
tage o f any situation which gives 
them enough moisture to insure 
a stand of fall seeded crops. By 
submitting soil .-antples now while 
the lab is not too busy, produc­
ers can be assured of getting fast 
returns. Too. they will be in a 
position to go ahead with the 
planning for fall and winter crops.

The dollar spent for a soil anal­
ysis is often described as the 
best dollar which can be spent 
for fertilizer. The soil analysis 
could mean the difference between 
an average or below fall and 
winter cropping season or a high­
ly successful one. Top yields of 
high quality forage are needed 
now in every section of Texas 
and the use of fertilizers will 
play a big part in making these 
objectives possible, says Thorn­
ton.

A soil analysis will show the 
amount and kind of fertilizer 
needed to get the most from crops 
or pastures regardless of the 
growing season.

The 
first to be fired, when a new’ 
minimum wage rate is set, are 
those who cannot contribute 
enough to the market to cover 
the cost of their wage.”

Reporting of only two dove 
band, during the first ten days 
of the north zone mourning dove 
season prompted E. A. Walker, 
director of t\ ildlife Restoration 
for the Game and Fish Commis­
sion to remind -port-men that 
hands found on wild game provide 
a vital game managemnet link.

He said the hands are used 
to trace nesting, feeding and mi­
grating habits of doves and to 
apply the knowledge gained to 
determine season dates, bag lim­
its and other facts for the annual 
harvest period.

Mr. Walker -aid technicians 
also counted on waterfowl hunt­
ers to report bands on ducks and 
geo-e. This year different col­
ored plastic neek bands have
been placed on some geese trap­
ped in Utah and Wyoming, but 
he explained that only a few of 
these game birds would move
through Texas.

Bands on doves as well as on 
waterfowl are found on their logs. 
Hunters bagging such a marked 
bird are expected to inform Com­
mission authorities where they
bagged the handed bird and when.

If hunters want to keep the
metal band- as souvenirs they 
should so -tate in their reporting 
letter- and the hands will he re 
turned, -aid the Director.

Now that the fall job of shear­
ing sheep is underway, Burkett 
reminds that infested flocks 
should he treated as soon as they 
are sheared. He recommends .0*1 
<-i-: Hundredth) gamma BHC or 
• 5 (five-tenths) per cent DDT, 
rDE, methoxychlor or toxephene 
solution for a spray. If the ani­
mals are dipped, cut the dosage 
in half.

hoi beef catth a spray or dip 
of .5 (five-tenths) per cent toxa- 
phorie will control both lice and 
ticks. A combination of .5 (five- 
tenth) per cent DDT and .03 
(three-hundredth) per cent lin­
dane nr gamma BHC also gives 
effective control.

A live-tenth pei cent solution 
I of methoxychlor will control lice 
on dairy cattle. A single applica­
tion should be sufficient, says 
Burkett. The material is best ap­
plied as a spray.

The agent point.- out that in­
festations o f lice on livestock are 
easily detected. The adult lice are 
visable and it is a good bet eggs 
and young lice also are present if 
adults are found. Lice populations 
build up rapidly if control meas­
ures are not used. Because infest­
ed animals are usually restless, 
they eat less and heavy infesta­
tions can cause animals to lose 
weight and go down in condition.

With sheep, the irritation pro­
duced by lice causes the animals 
to rub or bite themselves. The 
wool may become matted, pulled 
out or the grade reduced.

Ditto for publica-, 
tion o f the proceedings of county 
commissioners’ courts, and meet­
ings of all boards, commissions 
and other agencies of the State. 
City. County or other political 
subdivision— and opening the-e 
meetings to the public.

Other needed laws dealt with 
means of recovering money un- 
lavyfully expended or mi-appro­
priated ; the hiding of public rec­
ords; requiring special audits; fix­
ing penalties for filing false re­
ports; establishing venue for the 
prosecution of any state official 
who refuses to testify on the 
grounds of self-incrimination.

"Nothing to Fear hut Fe«r?
Former President Franklin D. 

Roosevelt will long be remembered 
for many things he did and said. 
One o f hi.- famous utterances was 
“ We have nothing to fear but 
fear itself.” But the fact is ihnt 
in all parts of the world people 
are afraid, though they may not 
know of just what or whom.

It was in a fearful state of 
mind, added to his loneliness and 
ill health, that in 1830 a Yale 
graduate named Ray Palmer land­
ed in New York City. But, as he 
he himself described it, there 
came to him a vision of Christ, 
"whose grace and love were so 
vividly apprehended as to fill my 
soul with deep emotion." It was 
in such an hour that he took out 
his pocket notebook and penned 
these words: “ My faith looks up 
to Thee, . . . Saviour divine . . • 
May Thy rich grace impart 
strength to my fainting heart . 
While griefs around me spread, 
be Thou my Guide.”

Two years later he was met 
on a Boston street by Lowell Ma­
son, who asked him to write some­
thing for a forthcoming hymnal. 
Young Palmer took out his little 
notebook. They stepped into a 
store where Mason copied the lyric. 
After leaching his home, the coni- 
pusei wrote the lovely air "Oli­
vet.”  Later Mason again met Pal­
mer on the street and said to him. 
"You may live many years and 
do many good things, but I think 
that you will be best known to 
posterity as the author o f “ My 
Faith Looks Up to Thee’ .” Today 
we can testify to the accuracy 
of that prophecy.

How often the man who was 
overconfident has made a flop! 
Knowledge is power and exper­
ience is fortifying, but just when 
we think we are smart enough 
to chart our own course, we fall 
into a ditch. We need to learn 
that we should fear the self-suf- 
fieiency that keeps us from real- 
izing our need of faith in a high­
er power.

It is not a certain political par­
ty, not our impregnable defense 
program, not the American way 
of life, in which we must trust.
