Hay Fever Season 
Is a Year-Around 
Affair in Texas

Hay fever .season is a year- 
around affair in Texa-

The reason behind 'his sad 
state of affairs, says the Depart­
ment o f Health, is Texas’ wide 
ratine of climatic and soil condi­
tions which produce an assort­
ment of offending flora— trees 
and shrubs and grasses.

Ragweed pollen is still the big­
gest enemy o f the watery-eyed 
set. Department official- say, but 
mountain cedar, scrub elm, and a 
variety of other plants and grasses 
also cause their share of sneezing 
misery.

There are some bright spots in 
Texas, though. Department hy­
gienists say pollen counts in El 

j Paso, Amarillo, and other West 
I Texas towns have been "amazing­
ly low.”

From midwinter until early 
spring, susceptible people from 
Dalla- southward will he affected 
by the pollen o f cedar, a profuse- 

jly growing tree with a bad habit 
of pollinating in late autumn and 
winter rather than in spring.

Fall hay fever sufferers prob­
a b ly  have the scrub elm to blame 
for their troubles. A late summer 
and autumn pollinator, the elm is 
common over most of the state, 

: but is particularly profuse in the 
bottomlands of the Guadalupe and 
Trinity Rivers. The niesquite, a 

'member of the legume family, 
causes "minor” allergenic trouble 
in West Texas during May, June 
and July.

Grass hav fever is possible 
throughout spring, summer and 
fall over most of Texas, and in 
the winter in the Rio Grande Val­
ley. Bermuda grass is the chief of 
fender. Rhodes gras.- is a "poten­
tial" hay fever grass in the Lower 
Rio Grande Valley.

Ragweed pollen is almost as 
abundant at Dallas and Houston 
as in the north central states. 
It is a serious problem as far 
west as San Antonio and all along 
the Gulf Coast to Brownsville.

In Brownsville, the ragweed 
season begins in June or July. 
The source of the pollen ha- never 
been positively determined. Along 
the rest of the coast, ragweed 
pollination does not begin before 
September, a full month later 
than in the north-central states. 
Pollination continues into Xovem- 

j ber all along the Gulf.

In every section o f the nation, 
other utility companies have been 
doing the -ame thing. The amounts 
of money spent naturally vary 
greatly, hut the principle is the 
same. The utilities are not only 
keeping up with growing demand, 
hut are building ahead o f it.

These independent utility com- 
! panics are big taxpayer-— some­
thing like 23 per cent of all their 

| revenues, on the average, goes 
for taxe-. Their rates and service 
standards are publicly regulated. 
Theii financing comes from the 
savings of private individuals and 
institutions. They must pay their 
own way in every particular.

Contrast this with socialized 
; power systems. They pay no taxes,
I or relatively small sums to local 
government in lieu o f taxes. They 
get the funds they need from the 
public treasury —  which means all 
taxpayers. They are not subject 
to regulation. They get all man­
ner of other special privileges and 
subsidies.

The customers o f these social­
ized systems amount to a privi­
leged class. Everyone else must 
help to build the plant- that serve 
them— and then, to make a bad 
matter worse, pay through taxes, 
a part of their electric hills!

There can he no doubt that 
public sentiment against this var­
iety of socialism is growing— as 
the vote in a lengthy list of re­
cent local elections attests. The 
people are simply awakening to 
the facts.

Washington— The best kind of 
retirement plan is the one you 
make yourself, according to the 
Chamber of Commerce of the 
I'nitcd Stutes.

If you are in your 40's or 50’*, 
or even younger, it is not too soon 
to start thinking about what you 
want to do with the years that 
remain aftei youi regular job 
ends.

That is because they are mostly 
about people, and people, even 
in large numbers, are interest­
ing. Especially farm people.

We think you will be interested 
in some called "Farm Population 
Trends." It isn’t too surprising 
that since 1950 more than 10 mil­
lion people have moved from 
farms to cities. What surprised us 
was that .’>.5 million moved from 
cities to farms.

We’ve always heard that the 
country is a nice place to he horn 
in and n fine place to live. The 
Census Bureau confirms that. 
Birth- on farms outnumber deaths 
by about three to one. From 1950 
to 1955, the figures are 2,895,000 
births, and only 965,000 deaths.

Farm births outnumber farm 
death- by about 400.000 a year. 
Fewer than half of the babies 
born on farm- will live there un-

til they are 25 years old. Of those 
who go to college, only one in 
four will take up farming as a 
permanent occupation.

Despite the excess of farm 
births over deaths, the farm pop­
ulation is decreasing by more 
than half a million a year. Today 
there are about 21 million farm 
people living on farms. In 1950 
there were more than 25 million, 
the Census Bureau reports.

You would have to go back be­
fore the Civil War to find as small 
a farm population as we have 
now, to a time when there were 
fewer than half as many people 
in the United States. For every 
person who lives on a farm, there 
are eight who do not.

Half of the farmers in the 
country live in the 11 Southern 
States. In 1954. Census figures 
show Southern farmers numbered
10.9 million out of a total farm 
population of 21.9 million. In 
1920, there were over 17 million 
Southern farmers.

The next biggest concentration 
of farmers live in the North Cen­
tral States. At the latest count, 
there were 7 million in those 
States, compared with 10 million 
in 1920. About the -ame number,
1.9 million, live in the Northeast­
ern and Western States.

Back in 1920, farmers made 
Up 51 per cent o f the total pop­
ulation in the South, but by 1951 
that had dropped to 22 per cent. 
In the North Central States, the 
percentage dropped from 29.7 to 
15.2, and in the West from 24.7 
to 9.1. In the Northeast, the farm 
population declined from 8.6 per 
cent in 1920 to 4.7 in 1954.

The big migration from farms 
to cities began in the 1920-30 
decade, when farm income was 
low and job opportunities in cities 
were increasing. But. with hard 
times in both cities and on farms, 
from 1930 to 1910, there wa- a 
small net gain in farm population.

The Census Bureau doesn’t 
forecast population shifts, hut o f­
ficials say that, unless something 
happens to upset the present 
trend, the farm population in 
1965 will be about 17.5 million, 
or about 10 per cent of the total 
U. S. population.

How to Save $ 4  Billion
Washington— An easy way for 

any business to go broke would 
be to adopt Uncle Sam’s system 
of budgeting and accounting says 
the Chamber o f Commerce of the 
United States.

Under this system. Congress is 
appropriating money for a single 
year that won’t be spent for some 
time to come. The reason is that 
so many federal expenditures are 
long-term— stretching over a per­
iod of years. Foreign aid pro­
grams and purchases of military 
equipment that takes more than 
a year to design and build, are

examples.
Hence, the Chamber points out, 

vast sums accumulate in the fed­
eral departments far in excess of 
a single year’s expenditures. This

It stays with the departments, 
beyond the control of Congress.

The figure for these unexpend­
ed appropriations for the year 
ending June 30, 1956, is estimated 
at $53.9 billion.

With that kind of money d og ­
ging up the pipelines o f future 
spending, the opportunity for lax- 
ness and waste is all too tempting, 
the Chamber says.

That is why, the Chamber 
stresses, every citizen should sup­
port legislation based on the 
Hoover Commission recommenda­
tions and now before Congress, 
to require government agencies to 
prepare budget estimates on the 
basis of a single year’s anticipated 
needs. At the end o f the year, any 
funds not spent would revert to 
Congress for reallocation every 
June 30. That would end carry­
over funds, and restore control 
of the vast federal budget to Con­
gress, where it belongs. Congress 
could still authorize long-term 
projects, appropriating what would 
be needed front year to year.

The Hoover Commission esti­
mated that this single step tow­
ard government economy would 
save $4 billion every year.

WEBB INVESTIGATORS IN

quiry. But hi.- office -aid he in­
tends to continue the fight.

At Shepperd’s behest, Austin 
Dist. Judge Chaile- O. Betts sent 
Dan Moody Jr. to Laredo to act 
as master in chancery of an in­
quiry.

Webb County Dist. Judge R. 
D. Wright issued an injunction 
to stop the Moody investigation. 
He claimed prior jurisdiction for 
the questioning being conducted 
in his own court.

Shepperd and Moody took the 
matter to the State Supreme 
Court which rejected their peti­
tion.

Meanwhile, the Webb County 
grand jury indicted seven persons. 
But. spokesmen for the Reform 
Party called this “ window dress­
ing.”  They were still working for 
an investigation originating in 
Austin.

REH EAR IN G  ASKED IN 
SANTA FE CASE —  Awaiting 
the Supreme Court when it re­
convenes in October will be a mo­
tion for re-hearing in the long- 
contested Santa Fe Railway case.

In July the court upheld the 
right of unions to make closed 
shop agreements in the railway 
industry. Such contracts are pro­
hibited by the state “ right to 
work”  law. but allowed by the 
federal railway act.

In their motion, railway attor­
neys asked the court either to re­
verse the July ruling or modify it. 
They contended that union con­
tract- should allow only for col­
lection o f "dues and assessments 
necessary to support collective 
bargaining action."

SMALLER COTTON CROP 
SEEN —  King Cotton is wearing 
a drought-scarred crown.

U. S. Dept, of Agriculture esti­
mates put Texas' 1956 cotton 
crop at 3,600,000 bales, compared 
to 4,039,000 last year.

Prospective yields ran to ex­
tremes. They were termed "ex­
tremely poor" in dry-land areas, 
“ excellent”  in irrigated sections.

Fatniers who did not grow cot­
ton will get the lion's share of 
Texas’ soil bank payments. Of 
the $22 million to tie paid to Tex­
as farmers by the federal govern­
ment within the next few weeks, 
more than $16 million will go for 
idle cotton acreage.

Other payments: $5,524,000 for 
wheat, $372,000 for peanuts.

"Section 48a. In addition to the powers 
given the Legislature under Section 48. 
Article III, it shall have the right to levy 
taxes to establish a fund to provide re­
tirement, disability and death benefits for 
persons employed in the public schools,
