News from the 
Congress

The first of this month. Presi­
dent Kisenhower issued a procu­
ration which >et January 81 as 

tb. termination of G. 1. benefits 
undei what is known as the "K o­
rean G. I. Bill." This proclamation 
keeps alive the historic policy 
in this country of separating the 
benefits between peace-time and 
war-time service for members of 
our armed services. I favor this 
action taken by the President. 
There ha.- been legislation intro­
duced which will allow all men in 
tin service on January 81 to 
continue to accumulate education­
al benefits. 1 would favor the pas- 
sagi of this bill because of the 
fact that many of the boys that 
would be in the service on Jan- 
uary 81 were assured at the time 
they entered that they would have 
certain educational benefits. It all 
boils down to the fact that any­
one who is not in the service on 
January 31 of this year will prob­
ably not be entitled \o any o f the 
benefits under the so-called "Ko- 
lean G. I. Bill."

The committee on Ways and 
Means uf which 1 am a member, 
began hearings this week on H. 
R. 1. which is the legislation that 
would « xtend the Reciprocal Trade 
Acts for three years. Generally 
speaking, 1 think that we must 
continue in this country a policy 
of reciprocal trade and freer and 
freer movement of goods from 
one country to the other. The 
relative free interchange o f goods 
in a free world is necessary. 
There are, however, a good many 
exceptions to this general rule. 
These- hearings are expected to 
continue for about two more 
weeks. In all probability this will

be the first piece of major legis­
lation that is acted on by the
House.

l.a-t spring the Supreme Court 
in a decision that has come to 
he known us the "Phillips Case” 
decided that the Federal Power 
Commission had the jurisdiction 
to regulate the sale price of gas 
when it was sold by the producer 
at the "wellhead.”  This, of course, 
was a revolutionary decision in 
that it extended the power of the 
Federal Power Commission so as 
to include the independent pro­
ducer of gas which, up until the 
time of this ease, had been rela­
tively unheard of. There is no 
more reason to regulate the sale 
o f gas at the "wellhead”  than 
there is to i egulate the sale price 
o f a pair of pants at the factory 
where thiy are made or a sack 
of potatoes at the field where 
tl y are grown or any other com­
modity that moves into the mar­
ket. This would be an instance 
o f the Federal Government mov­
ing in and actually fixing prices 
in a way that we have never done 
before in peace time. I am hope­
ful that Congress will pass legis­
lation that will amend the Natural 
Ga- Act so as to make it very 
clear that the Federal Power 
Commission does not have the 
powei to regulate the sale of gas 
by the producer and that this 
action can be taken at a very 
early date. I expect to introduce 
a bill within the next few days 
covering this question.

It has only been this week that 
the final organization of commit­
tee- has been completed, the last 
appointments having just been an­
nounced. Since these assignments 
have now been accomplished, the 
work in all the committees can 
get underway. It will be only a 
short time until they will start 
reporting bills to the floor for 
action.

Burkett says unfavorable weath­
er has caused subnormal terminal 
growth on fruit bearing trees this 
sea-on in Foard County. General­
ly, fruit trees, especially peach, 
have set only a light crop of hud-

for next year. Where this condi­
tion prevails, very little pruning 
will be necessary, says the agent.

A tree having few buds needs 
only to be thinned to remove dead 
or diseased wood. Do not "head 
back'’ trees under the-o condi­
tion . Burkett caution-.

Commercial nurseries are hav­
ing many o f the -ame difficulties 
as home nrehardists and nursery 
stock presently is scarce. Burkett 
advisi growers who plan to set 
out new stock to make their or­
der'- now to a sure deliverv.
