Austin, Tex.— For the 72nd time 
in Texas, the Legislature will con­
vene in special session Oct. 14.

Throughout the summer there 
was lively debate as to whether 
such a step should be taken. Gov. 
Price Daniil put an end to spec­
ulation by setting the date. Pur­
pose: to enact laws in regard to 
lobby control, representation be­
fore state agencies, crime study 
and water development.

(.'ailing special sessions has been 
more the custom of Texas gover­
nors than not. O f the 71 previous­
ly called since Texas became a 
state. 41 have fallen in the 16- 
year period since 1911— almost 
one a year.

Almost all Governor Daniel’s 
predecessors in the past 30 years 
called lawmakers back at least 
once. (Exceptions: Beauford -lis­
ter and \Y. Lee O'Daniel.) Gov. 
Dan Moody holds the record for 
keeping the Legislature busy. In 
10 months o f 1929 and 1930 he 
called tive special sessions.

Runners-up are Gov. Miriam 
Ferguson, who called four in 1933’ 
and 1934, and Gov. Ross Sterling, 
who called four in 1931 and ’32. 
Gov. James V. Allred called three 
in 1935-*36 and two more in 1936 
and ’37.

In those days a legislator lad 
to keep his bag packed.

What were the issues that kept 
the lawmakers so busy in those 
days? Mostly, the same ones 
they’re working on today.

In the day o f Governor Moody's 
ti\< calls, regular sessions were 
only 60 days, so a lot of routine 
husine-- overflowed. But he also 
called their attention to special 
problems. Many sound familiar— 
improvement o f the Prison System 
"along modern and scientific 
lines," regulation of securities 
sales, investigation o f charges 
against a state official. At one time 
Governor Moody vetoed all the 
appropriation bills and told the

Legislature to try again— within
the budget.

Governor Sterling asked legis­
lators to enact a program to con­
serve natural resources, particu­
larly oil and gas, and to help 
farmers, hard hit by sagging cot­
ton prices. Sterling also had a 
states rights vs. federal courts 
problem in that the U. S. Supreme 
Court had negated Texas' oil pro­
ration laws.

Mrs. Ferguson had to call law­
makers hack again and again to 
wrestle with the "hard times”  of 
the thirties. Relief bonds to help 
the unemployed and destitute were 
passed. In one o f her calls. Mrs. 
Ferguson, with an eye for house­
wifely problems, called on lawmak­
ers "to  make needed appropria­
tion for refrigeration in the Gov­
ernor’s Mansion."

Governor Allred’s special ses­
sions dealt with some o f the most 
stirring issues o f the thirties. He 
asked for liquor selling regulations 
following the repeal o f Prohibi­
tion and for a law banning pari­
mutuel betting at race tracks. He 
also asked for money for old age 
pensions ($15 a month in those 
days! and for more taxes to get 
the general revenue fund out of 
the red.

In most cases, the governors got 
the laws they wanted passed —  
sometimes by calling one session 
on the end o f another, sometimes 
in a session as short as nine days.

WATER PROGRAM OKAYED 
— In one area— water development 
— legislators have their work cut 
out for them.

A 150-member statewide water j 
committee approved u three-point
program proposed by the governor, j 
It calls for:

1. Appropriating $1,024,000 to 
set up a planning division under 
the State Water Board.

2. Laws enabling the state to
contract for water storage space 
in federal reservoirs.

WINDOW - JUMPING DEFER-
RED —  Several people in Austin 
hav -uggested forming an " I ’m 
bored with BenJack” Club.

Their attitude stems from Pro­
moter BenJack Cage’s refusal to ; 
testify about his part in ICT a f­
fairs during his appearances in I

Austin. During his flambouyant 
return to Texas several weeks ago 
Cage promised to tell things about 
the bankrupt companies’ affairs 
that “ would have people jumping 
out of windows.”

Cage stayed only 10 minutes 
when he appeared before the Trav­
is Countv grand jury. When call­
ed by the House investigating 
committee, he invoked the Texas 
brand of the Fifth Amendment 
and refused to testify.

I f  sensational information is to 
be revealed, it apparently will not 
come until Cage comes to trial 
in Dallas on charges of embezzling 
ICT funds.

OFFICER HITS TRAFFIC 
LAWS —  Texas is behind other 
states in traffic regulations nnd 
ahead on traffic accidents, says 
a Texas safety official.

C. G. Conner, assistant chief 
o f the Highway Patrol, said Texas 
has one o f the highest traffic 
death tolls in the nation. It ’s as 
much as three times as safe to 
drive in some other states where 
more up-to-date laws are being 
enforced, he said.

Texas had 250,000 accidents 
last year. Conner reported. He 
suggested more driver education 
courses for teen-agers, more traf­
fic courts, more arresting o f drunk 
drivers.

OFFICER LICENSING PRO­
POSED —  Serving as a peace o f­
ficer should he a profession, like 
law, medicine and teaching, says 
Atty. Gen. Will Wilson.

Wilson suggested a state licens­
ing program whereby would-he 
peace officers would have to meet 
certain requirements.

It would be slow* getting estab­
lished, said Wilson, but would 
raise standards and emphasize the 
importance o f the officer’s work.

New Publications 
on Irrigation Now 
Available Here

Irrigation is a menus of main­
taining a continuous supply of 
available moisture in the plant 
root zone o f the soil throughout 
the growing season. The irrigator 
should keep a careful check on 
soil moisture conditions, for irri­
gation must be started soon enough 
to arrive at the last portion of 
the field before its available water 
has been exhausted, says Joe Bur­
kett, county agent.

A  practical method for estimat­
ing the available soil moisture is 
to take a small amount o f soil, 
squeeze it in the hand so as to 
form a ball: then refer to a chart 
that is given in a leaflet, L-355, 
“ How to Estimate Soil Moisture 
by Feel," for a description of the 
feel and appearance of different 
textured soil- for various moisture 
percentages.

Another leaflet that will be of 
interest to irrigators is L.358, " I r ­
rigation Siphon Tubes.”  The-e 
tubes are used to divert water 
from a supply ditch to the land. 
They permit easy control of water 
and reduce labor and ditch main­
tenance.

The leaflet gives a description 
of the tubes and contains sections 
on the flow from siphon tubes 
and how to start siphons. It also 
contains a chart that is helpful :n 
determining the rate o f flow from 
siphons.

Paragraphs Taken 
from Richardson 
Autobiography

The following paragraphs from 
the autobiography of the late I . 
C. Richardson, 1877-1956. asso­
ciate editor of the Farmer-Stock­
man, from 1943 to 1956, which 
concern Crowell and its earlv-da>

| school, are being reprinted from 
I the September issue o f the Farm­
er-Stockman, Sam Whitlow, edi­
tor. Mr. Richardson, known as 
the rambling editor o f the farm 
paper, was not only one of the 
pupils to attend the first school 
in Crowell, but before his sudden 
death in November last year, he 
was a frequent visitor in Crowell 
and Foard County and was well 
known and loved by many people 
here. He claimed to have started 
his newspaper career by helping 
to print The Foard County News 
on occasions during his early-day 
schooling her#.

Mr. Richardson had just com­
pleted his autobiography shortly 
before his death. The Farmer- 
Stockman is printing a portion of 
it in its monthly editions. The 
following paragraphs are taken 
from Chapter Seven and concern 
Crowell’s first school and pupils 
o f that day. They follow:

"Somehow the study of Latin 
grammar and English simultane­
ously began to enlighten my un­
derstanding o f the whys and 
wherefores o f the grammatical 
rules. Or maybe my adolescent 
mind was just becoming capable 
of reasoning instead of merely 
memorizing.

“ Anyway, the smattering of 
Latin that I got under Prof. It. 
R. Blankenship was another land­
mark in my erratic educational 
career. It has influenced my 
knowledge o f my native language 
oat o f all prportion to the time
1 spent with it. Prof. Blankenship 
led me deeper into my beloved 
plane geometry and algebra.

“ We ’trapped' in the Latin cla 
a.- in spelling. A few of us were 

j good enough to hold our rank day 
after day, moving from foot to 
head together. Fannie Meason was 
head and I was next one morn­
ing when Prof. Blankenship came 
to ‘hear’ the lesson. ‘Fannie, 
you've got measles,’ he exclaimed 
as he looked us over. Whereupon 
he sent Fannie home and fled the 
room— he hadn’t had meu Je- 
eithcr! He and I came down'with 
the measles the same day, just 
when term exams were coming up.

“ Front his bedroom, Prof. Blan­
kenship sent out the examination 
questions, putting us on honor. 
A fellow-student brought mine to 
the house and picked up the fin­
ished papers for 3 days, while I 
was running a fever and breaking 
out with measles. 1 made passing 
grades, but it left my eyes so 
badly weakened that 1 had to use 
glasses for several months.

“  ‘Commencement’ was upon as, 
a term I had never before heard 
for what we called the close of 
school. It still seems odd, hut 1 
understand it means ‘commencing' 
a new life rather than closing the 
formal educational career. Crow­
ell College had an ambitious com­
mencement program which lasted 
3 nights and put every student 
Irom tiny tot in the primary to 
young men with mustaches ’ and 
grown young ladies through their 
paces.

" I  was assigned ‘Marco Bozar- 
t'is’ as a declamation, and my 
coaches struggled manfully to de­
velop my dramatic delivery. Some­
how I could never rise to .he 
exaggerated gestures and orotund 
artificially demanded, so when mv 
time came 1 recited it in a mono­
tone that must have disgusted the
2 good ladies who had worked on 
nn- so faithfully. To he honest,
1 was delighted with myself, but 
stage fright had me in its relent- 
1< ss grip.

"No parties, no dates, was the 
n’gid rule at Crowell, except on
2 or 3 special occasions during 
the school term. There was at 
least one engaged couple, and 
several of both sexes o f ‘dating' 
age. Johnie Boatwright was "a 
cowboy grown, with a mustache 
who bravely stood up in classes 
with third and fourth graders 
His fiance had already finished 
school, and his boss had promised 
Johnnie that when he was able 
to keep accounts and write re­
ports, he would be made foreman 
of the ranch. It took nerve to 
start school with the a-b-c's hut 
Johnnie had it.

V\ hen the rules were suspend­
ed, romance had its hectic day.

Fall Application 
of Fertilizer is Aid 
to Beautiful Lawn

i

A  beautiful, well-kept lawn 
adds to the material value o f a 
home and is a basic requirement 
for an attractive yard. A properly 

I established and well-managed turf 
I also provide ; a cool, restful cover 
I and prevents soil blowing and 
I washing.

Fertilization is the main prac­
tice to emphasize in the fall care 
for lawns, says Joe Burkett, coun­
ty agent. Lawn grasses will go 
into the winter in a vigorous con­
dition i f  they are well nourished. 
The grasses will remain green lung­
er in the fall and will grow o ff 
earlier next spring.

The fertilizer should be applied 
about a month before the first ex­
pected frost, which would be about 
October 10 to 15. When summer 
grasses are pushed into lush 
growth by late fertilization, some 
grass may be damaged by a hard 
freeze. Also, applying the ferti­
lizer too late prevents the grass 
from getting the most out o f it 
before going dormant.

Apply a complete fertilizer with 
a 2-1-1 or 1-1-1 ratio at a> rate 
to supply pounds o f actual nitro­
gen per 1,000 square feet o f lawn, 
recommends the agent. This 
amount o f nitrogen would be 
found in 20 pounds o f 10-5-6 or 
10-10-10, or in 25 pounds o f 8-8-8.

A fter the fertilizer has been 
spread, Burkett advises watering 
it down. Soak the soil at least 
six inhes deep. Plenty o f moisture 
is necessary, for the plants can’t 
use the fertilizer until it is dis­
solved. I f  the soil is already wet, 
just wash the fertilizer o f f  the 
grass and onto the soil.
