to Get Acreage
Allotments Soon

Foard County growers will re-
ceive official notice of their 1959
farm acreage allotments for cot-
ton in the next few days. The no-
tices are now being mailed by
the County Agricultural Stabiliza-
tion and Conservation office,

Cotton acreage allotments for
Foard County farms have been
determined by the County ASC
Committee in accordance with the

law and the regulations issued by
the Secretary of Agriculture. In

cotton will be established for each
farm, and if marketing quotas are
in effect, each farm operator will
have an opportunity to choose the
one he wants to comply with and
to register his choice at the Coun-
ty ASC office. If he elects the
“regular”—Choice (A)—allotment
and complies with it, he will be
eligible for price support at the
full level available—not less than
R0 per cent of parity for 1959,

If he elects the Choice (B) al-
lotment (which is 40 per cent
larger than the Choice (A) allot-
ment) and complies with it, he
will be eligible for price support
at a lower level—15 per cent of
parity less than under Choice (A).
[" If marketing quotas are not in
effect, only *“regular’” allotments
{will be available and price support
will be at 50 per cent of parity, as
directed by law.

Any changes in the land to be
included in the farm for which
the allotment is made should be
reported to the county ASC com-
mittee. Farm operators likewise
are asked to check with the County
ASC office regarding any other
question about the farm on which
the allotment is established.
