Cotton Looks

(Good, But Weevils
Threatening

Localized buildups of boll weev-
ils, together with immediate need
of moisture, are threatening pres-
ent prospects for a good cotton
‘ecrop in Foard County, Joe Bur-
kett, county agent, said last week.

There are a lot of “ifs” facing
cotton farmers, he said, but con-
ditions at this time point to poten-
tial production equal at least to
the 1960 record when the county
produced an average of approxi-
mately one-half bale per acre.

However, under this average the
county’s total production would
be considerably higher this year
since Foard County's allotment
was raised for 1961, In 1960, cot-
ton acreage planted totaled 12,-
670. The allotment for 1961 is 14,-
092 acres.

Mrs. Jean L. Reeder, office man-
ager, Foard County ASC, said the
polling places will be open at B
a. m. and will close at 6 p. m.

Secretary of Agriculture Or-
ville Freeman announced the na-
tional wheat support rate at $2.00
a bushel, 21 cents above 1961,

If two-thirds of the farmers
voting favor quotas there will be
a complete stabilization program
including increased price support
and payments to producers for di-
verting wheat acreage and devot-
ing the diverted acreage to con-
servation use.

If wheat marketing quotas are
not approved by the two-thirds
majority, there will be no wheat
stabilization program for 1962, no
limit on marketings, and price
support will be at the rate of 50
per cent of parity to cooperators
that planted within the allotment
| established for the farm.
|  The 1962 allotments will be in
| effect regardless ot whether mar-
keting quotas carry or not, but
only for price support purposes.

All farmers who have produced

A fishing license is required for
