As I  had hoped, and half ex­
pected, that bird of passage, 
gentle philosopher, and amused 
and caustic observer of men and 
events, Bustamante McKlaven- 
hauger, Is still around. He drift­
ed in a night or so ago when I  
was trying to write a letter.

"Somebody ought to write a 
dissertation on the voting hab­
its of the American people,”  he 
observed as he made himself 
comfortable on the bench.

"You think It would sell?” I  
asked.

"No,” McKlavenhauger said 
cheerfully, “but It would con­
stitute an Interesting catalog of 
preverslty, stubbornness, chuck- 
le-headedness, and various and 
sundry other characteristics.”  
"Name us a few,” I  urged.

"As a general proposition, we 
don’t vote for anybody; we vote 
against someone; or against 
something associated with him. 
And It seldom has anything to 
do with the man’s fitness for the 
office. Maybe his maternal 
grandfather chewed fine-cut; 
maybe he dropped a touchdown 
pass In high school. This is true 
from top to bottom, but It Is 
more notable, naturally, in cam­
paigns for the presidency.

"Back In *28 we voted against 
the Catholic Church and made 
Herbert Hoover president. While 
Hoover was In the hot spot along 
came a depression. That depres­
sion started building up In the 
middle of the last century when 
the United States and Germany 
began to be Industrial nations. 
Hoover had nothing to do with 
I t  But more people than a few 
are still voting against Hoover.

"Occasionally we vote, by 
proxy you might say, for a man 
who isn’t even running for any­
thing. Fifteen years ago Lee 
O ’Daniel was elected to the Sen­
ate by a rather tight squeeze, 

e  Instant he took office as
nlted States Senator^- Coke 

Stevenson became governor o f 
Texas. Plenty o f people who put 
an X  after O’Danlel’s name on 
the ballot were not actually 
voting for him; they were vot­
ing Coke Stevenson Into the gov­
ernor’s office.

"Contrarily,” McKlavenhauger 
went on, "we frequently vote 
against men who are running for 
nothing and whose names do not 
appear on the ballot. Tomorrow 
more than several people will 
vote against Allan Shivers, 
Oeorge Parr, Bascom Olles, and 
whoever It was that threw the 
overalls In Mrs. Murphy’s chow­
der." N

"You don’t believe the Issues 
. . . ?" 1 began.

"What Issues?" he demanded.
’’Surely we have Issues. As a 

student of political science, you 
would be the first to grasp 
them."

“I  am not," McKlavenhauger 
said flatly, "a student of politi­
cal science. I  make claim to but 
one distinction; I am the only 
ambidextrous snuff dipper left 
In Texas. But you’re right about 
the Issues; we have ’em -- ser­
ious Issues. Trouble Is, the can­
didates themselves, and their 
publicity men and campaign 
managers have obscured them 
with catch-phrases and double- 
talk that nobody recognizes 
them."

"What do you think the re­
sult of tomorrow’s election will 
be?” I asked.

McKlavenhauger grinned. “ It 
will be a great victory for the 
common people on one hand, 
and dastardly triumph for the 
forces of corruption and evil on 
the other. All elections are.”

Armstrong was born in Lin­
coln Clunty. Mo., In 1852, and 
on coming to Texas, the family 
settled near Salado In Bell'coun- 
ty. He had made Coleman his 
home since 1876.

He served In the Ranger fore: 
against Indians and outlaws, a f­
ter which he entered the cattle 
business. /

He had served a term os presl- 
dent of the Ex-Rangers Associa­
tion, and some years ago was 
signally honored at the Laredo 
Founding Fiesta as the oldest 
living ex-Ranger. •

In 1878 he was married to B. 
Alice Fullerton of Dawson who, 
with three sons and a daugh 
ter, preceeded him In death.

In order to retain Its first 
class fire insurance rate, the 
City of Baird this week was con­
fronted with the necessity of ef­
fecting several Improvements In 
line with recommendations of 
the state fire Insurance com­
missioner.

The Austin recommendations 
were discussed at length at the 
Monday meeting of the city 
council.

One measure to be worked out 
Is strengthening the fire zone 
ordinance. This may require reg­
ulation of the construction as 
to type, material, location and 
several other aspects.

To enforce such an amended 
ordinance. It will probably be 
necessary to appoint a building 
Inspector and levy a charge for 
building permits. Such an ordi­
nance, It was pointed out. will 
serve not only as a fire preven­
tion measure, but will protect 
property values by preventing 
shoddy construction in the nei­
ghborhood of valuable property.

The state recommendations 
also asked for Increased water 
pressure. A new pump has been 
ordered and delivery Is expected 
dally. This pump will be In­
stalled at the lake and the two 
smaller pumps placed In opera­
tion at the filteratlon plant. As 
another step toward Increased 
pressure will be to fill the reser­
voir. This will leave the problem 
of changing water lines In the 
city.

Another recommendation from 
Austin was the replacement of 
the fire engine now In use.

The legal aspects of the mat­
ter, including drafting strength- 
ing amendments to the fire zone 
ordinance, were referred to the 
city’s legal advisor, Randall C. 
Jackson.

3,000 Hens Will 
Produce Living
How many hens are ljeeded to 

provide "a living Income for the 
producer? The answer to this 
frequently asked question In­
volves not only hen numbers but 
more Important, says Ben Wor- 
mell, extension poultry husband­
man, Is the number of eggs re­
quired each week to earn the ex­
pected living Income.

It Is generally considered, says 
the specialist, that about 50,000 
dozens of eggs are required to 
earn a living for a poultryman. 
Production on a weekly basis 
would need average about 1,000 
dozen.
"~If average earnings were five 
cents a dozen, this production 
would return to the producer 
$50 each week. As feed and flock 
depreciation represent about 90 
per cent of the cost of produc­
ing eggs, the successful producer 
should concentrate on these two 
Items of management. '

To produce 52,000 dozens of 
eggs in a year hens that aver­
age 17 dozens of eggs each, about 
56 percent production, the poul­
tryman would need a flock of 
slightly more than 3,000 laying 
hens In production the year- 
round. Since mortality and cull­
ing will take out about 20 per­
cent of the hens during the lay­
ing year, the poultryman will

have the equivalent of a 12 
months production from 90 per­
cent of the pullets housed, points 
out Wormeli:

By Increasing the rate of lay 
per hen, the total number re­
quired to produce the 1,000 doz­
ens of eggs each week can be 
cut. Too, says the specialist, It 
Is Just good business for the 
poultryman to carefully estimate 
his average costs and earnings 
and thus set a reasonable poten­
tial profit per dozen.
