More than 16,000 Texans regis­
tered for the draft at the state’s 
Id? local boards during the first 
quarter of 1056, Colonel Morris 
S. Schwartz, state Selective Ser­
vice director, said last Friday.

This brings the total number 
of men on draft board lists to 
more than 040,000. This is the 
number of men registering under 
the federal draft law since Aug- 
u.-t. 1048. The current law went 
into effect that year.

Nearly all Texans signing up 
in January, February and March 
were registered on their 18th 
birthdays. The law requires that 
all males register on their 18th 
birthday, or within five days 
thereafter.

All males born since August 
30, 1022, have had a legal obli­
gation to register since August, 
1043, except those not yet 18. 
Failure to be registered as re­
quired by law- can mean a fine of 
$10,000, five years in prison, or 
both.

Currently, no one is drafted in 
Texas under the age of 21. ex­
cept volunteers or draft delin­
quents. The law, however, makes 
registration compulsory at 18.

A youth, on his 18th birthday, 
or within the five-day legal limit 
following his birthday, must go 
to the nearest board and register, 
no matter where he may be.

By giving his home Hddress, a 
young man can have his registra­
tion card sent to his home board 
when he registers away from home 
if that is his desire.

( 'f  the 12,023 Texans entering 
the various services, 10,541 went 
:n by enlistment, appointment, or 
other voluntary means. The re- 

I maining 1.482 were drafted 
through the state’s 137 draft 
boards.

“Actually, many of the men 
who went in through the draft 
boards were volunteers,” Colonel 
Schwartz said. “But all are count­
ed a- draftees, as they volunteer 
for induction.”

Men between the ages of 17 
and 26 can volunteer for induc­
tion through draft boards. Sev- 
enteen-year-olds must have the 
consent of their parents or guard­
ians.

Texas draft boards sent 2.932 
nten for pre-induction examina­
tion- during the first quarter of 
11*56. Of this number, 1.891 were 
found acceptable, 1,041 unaccep’- 
alde, a rejection rate of about 35 
per cent.

Austin, Tex. — Harmony may 
yet come to the Democratic par­
ty in Texas.

But it will come only if Gov. 
Allan Shivers, Sen. Lyndon .John- 
on and Speaker Sam Rayburn 

get together — as they did when 
they named I t. Gov. Ben Ram- 
-ey national committeeman.

A hacker of Senator Johnson 
a- Texas' favorite-son candidate 
for President suggests that the 
Senator seek only the favorite- 
son role and not attempt also to 
be chairman of the delegation.

Both Shivers and Johnson have 
been recommended as chairman — 
each by a different faction — 
Shivers by the conservatives, 
Johnson by the liberals.

Mrs. II. H. Weinert of Seguin 
is the “dove of peace” in the 
present controversy. She is Tex­
as' Democratic National Commit- 
teewoman.

She predicts that the state con­
vention will end up with two del­
egations to the national conven­
tion unless Shivers, Rayburn and 
Johnson get together soon.

Meanwhile, a full-fledged cam­
paign is under way by Johnson 
boosters, for his nomination as 
Texas' favorite son candidate for 
President. Prominent Texans 
aligned with the movement in­
clude Speaker Rayburn, Former 
Vice President John Nance Gar­
ner, Former Gov. Miriam A. Fer­
guson, and Former Congressman 
Lloyd Bentsen Jr.

Shivers, who likes Johnson in 
the favorite son role, but not as 
head of the delegation, predicts 
that his conservative group will 
win out in the May 5 precinct, 
May 8 county, and May 22 state 
conventions. Liberals say that, 
should this happen, they will send 
a contesting delegation to Chi­
cago in August.

Newcomers Due in L egislature
New faces can be expected 

when the .r>5th Legislature con­
venes next January.

Some 66 races— 65 in the 
House and 11 in the Senate—  
already are underway over the 
state. More tilings are expected 
before the May 7 deadline.

Some political observers predict 
an unusually large turnover in 
both houses.

Of the 16 senators whose terms 
are expiring, two will not he can­
didates. They are Warren McDon­
ald of Tyler and Gus J .  Strauss 
of Hallettsville. Another vacancy 
was created by the death of Sen. 
Wayne Wagonsellcr of Bowie.

Of those running, only five do 
not have opponents. They are 
Sens. Neveille Colson of Nava- 
sota, Jarrard Secrest of Temple, 
George Moffett of Chillicothe. 
Frank Owen III of El Paso and 
William S. Fly of Victoria.

Hot contests for the remaining 
seats already have developed in 
some areas. Senators facing cam­
paigns are Doyle Willis of Fort 
Worth. Johnnie B. Rogers of Aus­
tin, William H. Shireman of Cor­
pus Christi, Abraham Kazcn Jr. 
of Laredo, O. E. Latimer of San 
Antonio, Rogers Kelley of Edin­
burg, Kilmer Corbin of Lubbock, 
and Grady Hazlewood of Amar­
illo.

Hazlewood, Kelley and Secrest 
have not announced definitely 
whether they will make the race.

In the House, 26 members have 
said they will not seek re-elec­
tion. Five of these arc running 
for the senate instead. They are 
Bill Wood of Tyler, Grady Hogue 
of Athens, Joe Pyle of Ft. Worth, 
Floyd Bradshaw of Weatherford 
and Carroll Cobb of Lubbock.

Twenty-eight other House 
members have one or more an­
nounced opponents. One new 
member will come in to replace 
George S. Berry of Lubbock, now 
deceased.

Vaccination 
Program for Poultry

Incomplete vaeciation programs 
have reportedly resulted in severe 
production drops in some laying 
flocks, says Joe Burkett, Foard 
County Agent.

Egg production has reportedly 
fallen off at the rate of 10 to 
25 per cent per day in some flocks. 
Had vaccination programs for 
newcastle, infectious bronchitis, 
and fowl pox been complete, the 
-everene.ss of this drop could have 
been prevented.

Newcastle, infectiou- bronchitis, 
and fowl pox are usually more of 
a problem on a farm where birds 
of different ages are maintained, 
says Burkett.

There are methods which can 
he followed to prevent disease, 
and assure complete vaccination. 
Vaccination for newcastle should 
be at four days and four weeks 
of age. The drinking water meth- 

.od using B-l type vaccine is a 
good one.

Vaccination for bronchitis 
should take place at six weeks 
of age using the same method. If 
an outbreak occurs naturally be­
fore that age, says Burkett, the 
result is the same as exposure to 
the vaccine and further vaccina­
tion is not needed.

At eight weeks of age, birds 
should he vaccinated for fowl pox 
using the wing-stab method. After

If the take is not close to 100 per 
cent, then it i- advisable to re­
vaccinate the entire flock.

As the bird are moved to the 
lay house. revaci ination for 
newcastle should occur using the 
B-l type vaccine.

Methods of vaccination uch as 
individual application to the eye 
or nose, and the use of dust or 
pi ay may he chosen. In using a 

vaccine, however, follow the rec­
ommendation of the manufacturer 
in detail. Burkett cautions.

Chickens even after having been 
vaccinated one or more times 
against newcastle may contract a 
re piratory form of the di ease 
which usually persi-t- only four 
to five days. Thj. however, may 
not seriously affect egg produc­
tion.

Leaflet 241, “A Suggested Vac­
cination Program for Chicks,” out­
line- a detailed procedure for the 
complete vaccination of egg re­
placement stock and broiler chicks. 
The leaflet can I" obtained from 
Burkett.

Tuberculosis Not in 
Top Ten Causes of 
Death Among Texans

Last year for the first time 
since the Texas State Department 
of Health began keeping records 
of the cause of death, tubercu­
losis did not appear in the list 
giving the ten leading causes of 
death. Dr. Henry A. Holle, Com-

missionei of Health, reports that 
tuberculosis dropped from tenth 
place to eleventh and diabetes, a 
newcomer in the first ten, was 
in ninth place.

Fifty years ago tuberculosis 
was first as a cause of death in 

! Texas. It was sometimes called 
j "Captain of the Men of Death" 
'and th;- “Great White Plague." 
A concerted program for the elim­
ination of this disease has been 
carried out over the years by of­
ficial and non-official agencies 
with the help of the medical pro­
fession. Since 1940, the drop ill 
deaths from this disease ha- been 
most rapid.

Dr. Holle warns the public not 
to become complacent about the 
situation, as 816 Texans died of 
this disease last year. The State 
Health Department carries on an 
extensive mass x-ray survey pro­
gram to detect the disease in its 

| early curable stage. These mass 
surveys not only discover tuber­
culosis but certain heart condi­
tions, cancer and other abnormal­
ities in the chest area. Advance­
ment in methods of treatment, 
surgery and antibiotics all have 
contributed to lowering the death 
rate and returning the victims of 
tuberculosis to useful occupation-.

Diabetes claimed 896 lives. This 
is a disease for which there is no 
known cure. When it is discovered 
early and kept under close medi­
cal supervision, diabetes need not

interfere with it- victim’s regu­
lar way of life. The disease can 
be kept under control by diet, in- 
-ulin injection, or a combination 
of these as decided by the doctor.

The ten trading causes of death 
account for 80 per cent of the 
deaths in Texas. In the order of 
their importance they are: heart 
disease, malignant neoplasms, 
apoplexy, accidents, certain dis­
ease of early infancy, pneumonia, 
congenital malformations, general 
arteriosclerosis, diabete- and gas- 
tro enteritis.
