bag*, anil they will play th e tr  usual 
prom inent pa rt a t C hristm as tim e. The 
r ich  brocades and heavy w eaves in 
p lain ribbons a re  used for ope ra  bags 
and  for the  handsom e shopping bags 
w hich city  women And it convenien t 
to  c a rry  w ith them  w hen they have 
sm all pu rchases to m ake and  Intend 
carry ing  them  home. R ibbons in ligh t­
e r  w eight, such as the D resdens, in 
ta ffe ta, which a re  found in so many 
beau tifu l designs, a re  chosen for a ll 
those  bags th a t form accessories to 
th e  fu rn ish ings of the  home. Among 
these, those  w ith flowered p a tte rn s  on 
a  plain silk  ground  having wide b o r- : 
d e rs  of gauze a re  the  new est and m ost 
beau tifu l of th e  season 's offerings. 
Such a ribbon is shown he re  in the  
p re tty  c o rse t bag pictured.

A new design in a  shopping bag 
w hich may be made long enough to

have double the  pleasure  out of it The 
lit tle  ones will certa in ly  deligh t In 
str in g in g  the  popcorn w ith which to 
festoon  the  tre e  If the popcorn is 
s tru n g  on w ire it  can be arranged  
m ost effectively. If you w ish, you 
can dye some of the  corn red and 
s tr in g  it a lte rn a te ly , one red and one 
w hite  kernel. T he nim ble little  
fingers can  str in g  chains of c ra n b er­
r ies  o r cu t s ta rs  ou t of g ilt paper. 
P aper link chains can be m ade out of 
any color to  harm onize  w ith the  color 
schem e of th e  tree . P aste  narrow- 
str ip s  of paper to  form  rings and slip 
one link th rough  a n o th er and  paBte 
securely.

It is very  sim ple  to gild nu ts, and 
they  a re  qu ite  an add ition  to  a tree  
w hen suspended  w ith g ilt cord. Snow­
balls a re  m ade by packing  w hite  tis ­
sue paper tigh t in the  shape  of an  or­
ange. then  p asting  w hite co tton  on 
the  ball. T he co tton  is dusted  with 
diam ond dust and  gives a g litte rin g  
efTect. Icicles a re  m ade of w hite 
fringe  tis sue  paper th a t has been dip­
ped in to  a so lu tion  of alum. The 
g reen  of the  tre e  can a lso  be given a 
fro sted  efTect if It is touched  :th a 
solution of alum . T he C hristm as good­
ies can  be p u t in bags of ta rle tan . 
D on't fo rget th a t th e  large  presen ts  
and heavy deco rations of the  tree  
should be a t the  bottom .

A p re tty  tree  for the  tab le  is the  
pepper plant, w hich can be purchased  
a t any  florist's. T he lit tle  p lan t can 
be trim m ed as  a C hris tm as tree  for 
the  cen tra l decoration  of the  table. 
A round the  bottom  of the  tree  is heap­
ed a  mound of co tton  dusted w ith mica. 
A t each place is a  lit tle  red flower pot 
con tain ing  a  sm all souvenir w hich is 
h idden by a  sp ray  of m istletoe. T he 
souvenir can be som eth ing  suggestive  
of the  pe rsona lity  of th e  guest. O ver 
the  tab le  is suspended  by red  ribbons 
a  bunch of snow  balls of w hite  cotton 
sp rink led  w ith m ic a  T he candle 
shades a re  of o rnam en ta l sp ray s of 
holly, and a  lit tle  piece of holly is 
pasted  on th e  p lace card.

T his bell Is made on 
a w ire fram e 18 inches tall, covered 
w ith  crushed  tis sue  paper.

T he lit tle  baskets  for the  sa lted  al­
m onds a re  m ade of 12 po lnse ttla  
leave* pasted  neatly  around  a  sm all 
p a p er cup, .

For place card s use a w hite  card  
to which is a ttach ed  a  sm all bell about 
tw o inches high. T ie on the  top  w ith  
a sm all bow of red  baby ribbon.

In stead  of silver napkin  rings use  
rings m ade of pasteboard  covered  w ith  
red  crepe  paper to harm onize  w ith  the  
r e s t of the  decorations. A crepe  pa­
pe r napkin designed in po in se ttlas  
would be very appropria te.

If one prefers  to  use a tab lec lo th  
of paper in stead  of dam ask , th e  sam e 
idea can be c arried  out by using  pa­
p e r in th e  sam e color schem e. Ruf­
fle the  paper a round  the  low er edge 
and  have tw o flounces, the  flrst of 
p lain w hite  and th e  second of th e  dec­
o ra ted  paper

Candle shades a re  m ade of card­
board  fram es C ut th e  pe ta ls  from  the  
c repe  paper the  sam e as for th e  o th e r 
flowers, and paste  a round  fram e, fin­
ish ing  it w ith  tw o la rge  green  leaves 
and a sm all bow of red  ribbon.

Many of the  d ishes served  can be 
ga rn ish ed  w ith  red  beets, rad ishes o r  
red  peppers

A po ln se ttla  sa lad  could be placed 
a t each place. Slice off th e  top of 
a la rge  red app le  and  sc rape  ou t a s  
m uch of the  Inside a s  possible, fill the 
app le  w ith equal po rtions of app le  cu t 
in sm all cubes, chopped celery  and 
nu ts M oisten th is  m ix tu re  w ith  cream  
sa lad  dressing .

Cut p tm entoes in pe ta l shaped  pieces 
and  a rran g e  them  in th e  form  of a  
po in se ttia  on the  pla te. Set th e  ap­
ple filled w ith  the  m ix tu re  on c en te r  of 
p la te  and  use  sm all p e ta ls  of the  
p lm entoes to  tr im  th e  top of the  ap­
ple

If tee c ream  is se rved  for d essert, 
p istach io  and c herry  m ake a  good 
com bination.

As C hris tm as is th e  season  of toys, 
tab le  deco rations w hich w ould seem  
a bsu rd  a t any o th e r  tim e a re  very  fit­
ting  on th is  occasion.

A tab le  w ith a snow  m an in th e  cen­
te r  m ade on a w ire fram e and covered 
w ith co tton  is very effective. H ava 
sm alle r  snow  men a t each  place Snow­
balls placed In groups a ll ove r th e  ta ­
ble may be surrounded  w ith spray*  of 
holly. The candle  shades can  b« 
m ade of w ire covered w ith  c o tton  to  
form  snow  m an 's face.

T he bonbon boxes can be sm all 
boxes covered  w ith  red crepe  paper 
to rep rese n t a  S a n ta  Claus cap. P ast*  
the  r a p e r  around  th e  edge of box, leav­
ing the  c repe  tw ice  the  h e igh t of tho 
box. F ringe  a sm all p iece of crepe  
paper to  rep rese n t the  tasse l. Around 
the  edge of the  cap cu t a  band of 
w hite c repe  one-half inch wide and  dot 
w ith  ink to  rep rese r *. erm ine. If the  
lc > cream  11 molded in th e  shape  of 
Santr. Clauc in ind iv idual form s, o r in  
th e  shape  of snow  balls, It w ill add 
to  th e  fun of the  d inne r table.

A nother tab le  may Uave a  C hrist- 
ma s ta r  fo r a  va ria tion  in  th e  w ay 
r t  tab le  o rnam en ta tion . A s ta r  m ay 
be  form ed of holly and  edged w ith  rib ­
bon. The guests ' places a re  be tw een  
th e  po in ts of the  s tar. In th e  c en te r 
of the  s ta r  a  cand lestick  w ith  shades 
o rnam en ted  w ith a u ra  cu t ou t of 
crepe  paper Is placed. S U rs  of papar 
a re  bung  c.11 a round  th e  table.

From  th e  chande lier  by m eans of 
w ire  suspend a  s tr in g  of s ta rs . Minia­
tu re  s ta rs  deco rate  th e  candy  boxes, 
and the  favors a re  contained  in s t i r -  
shaped  boxes. T he n u t cups a ra  
m ade of a six-inch s ta r  cu t from  card­
board covered w ith  w hite  c repe  paper 
edged in gold.

W hen It cornea to  se lec ting  th in g , 
fo r men tw o fac ts  should be borne in 
mind Men app recia te  w hateve r adds 
to  th e ir  pe rsonal com fort and they  are 
a ttra c te d  by th ings th a t a re  convent

e n t and  usefu l r a th e r  th a n  by m ere  
p re ttin ess .

H ere  a re  p ic tu red  a  few of th e  m any 
a ttra c tiv e  things, m ade of c re tonne, 
w hich will be a pp recia ted  by th e  men 
folks.

T he c loset bag  show n in th e  p ic tu re  
is  m ade of c re tonne  hav ing  a  w hite 
g round w ith red  ro ses  and  green  fol­
iage. W hite  tape  se rves to  b ind the  
edges and fasten  th e  com partm en ts  to  
the  back. A yard  of c re tonne  is re­
qu ired  fo r it. I t is fou rteen  inches 
wide and th e  rem a in d e r of th e  yard  
will m ake th e  com partm en ts  w ith 
enough  le ft over to  cover a pin cush­

ion o r m ake one of th e  o th e r  sm all 
pieces.

T he w aste  p a p er b a sk et is m ade by 
p a s tin g  c re tonne  to  a heavy  paste  
board  foundation and  th e  lin ing  may 
be of cam bric  o r  paper. P ou r sides 
a re  cu t ou t and covered w ith  cre tonne  
T he lining is pasted  over in one piece 
hold ing  th e  sides toge ther. O r the 
p ieces may be covered se p a ra te ly  and

ribbon.
T he sm all box for h andkerch ie fs  or 

tie s  is m ade by pasting  cre tonne  over 
a  s trong  pasteboard  box. T he top  is 
padded w ith  a sheet of co tton  w ad­
ding A se t of th ree  boxes fo r ties, 
gloves, handkerch iefs, w ith  a la rge r 
one for shoes, m akes an e legan t p res­
en t w here  one w ishes to give so much. 
But one single box will be app re ­
c iated.

T he trave ling  case  is cu t from  rub­
ber c loth first and com partm en ts  a re

sew ed to  it  for th e  w ash-rag  and  soap 
too th  and nail b rush. W hite  tape  is 
used  to  bind the  severa l p ieces The 
case  is  then  covered  w ith  cre tonne 
bound to  th e  rubber clo th  w ith  tape 
m achine-stitched  over th e  edges. Thie 
convenien t case fasten s w ith a  snap 
fasten e r such as  is used  on gloves.

of th e  w orld. T he holiday season  be­
g in s n ine  days before C hris tm as and  
w inds up w ith  "T w elfth  nigh t."

All solem n fea s ts  In th e  Rom an 
Catholic  chu rc tf  a re  p receded by 
"novenas"  o r  specia l church  services. 
T he  C hrlstm oji celeb ra tion  is semi- 
relig ious, beg inn ing  on th e  s ix teen th
of D ecem ber, o r n ine  n ig h ts  before
C h r is tm a s ,/a n d  Is repeated  every  
n igh t untjd C h ris tm as  eve. T h is  is 
called  ‘ 1 xs posadas" and  commeno- 
r a te s  th«/ e ig h t successive, bu t unsuc­
cessfu l days o f search  for an  “Inn” 
o r  p la ce  of r e s t in B ethlehem , by th e  
.H w  fa m ily  w hen they  had  gono up 
to  N az are th  to  pay th e ir  taxes In the  
city  w here  they  belonged a s  lineal 
d e scendan ts  of David.

Day a fte r  day S a in t Joseph  and  th e  
H oly M other a sked  In vain for adm it­
ta n c e  to  som e "m eson” o r place of 
re ti re m en t , only to  be refu sed  adm is­
sio n  everyw here.

In  vain  did she  plead  h e r  g rea t 
ne ce ssity , th e  Inns w ere a lready  
crow ded and  th e re  w as no room  for 
th e  p ilg rim s, so they  w ere  repeated ly  
tu rn ed  aw ay.

On C hris tm as eve th e  sam e  pro­
g ram  Is followed except th a t  an  im age 
of th e  Hold Child, lying naked  in  a 
sm all m anger filled w ith  straw , Is 
c a rried  betw een th e  god fa the r and 
godm other, who have been appoin ted  
by th e  h oste ss  to  th is  g rea t honor, and  
s ing ing  the  litany  and  o th e r  hym ns 
th e y  proceed as  on prev ious evenings 
u n til a t  7:30 they  begin s inging the  
song  of th e  "noche-buena” o r  C h ris t­
m as n ight. T hen  follow Ave M arias, 
g lo rias, litany  to  th e  “N ino D ios” o r 
G odchild , w hen the  im age Is placed In 
th e  g ro tto  p repared  for the  recep tion , 

'W here it  rem ains till th e  end of th e  
{holiday season.

G roups of friends and re la tives  com- 
Ibine fo r these  posadas, a  d ifferent

fam ily  ta k in g  It each n igh t un til th e  
rounds a re  m ade by C hris tm as eve.

T he  C hris tm as t r e e  Is unknow n to  
th e  M exican child, bu t th e  relig ious 
cerem ony Is a lw ays follow ed by th e  
b reak ing  of th e  “p lnyata."  If the  
C h ris tm as tre e  Is Joy Itse lf to  the  
A m erican  child, the “p inya ta"  m eans 
even m ore  to  the  hum ble M exican 
child .

E xquisite  ribbon roses, corsage  
bouquetB pf ribbon v iolets and nose­
gays of sm all ribbon or silk  buds—all 
scen ted—a re  am ong the  ChriBtmas 
offerings fo r th is  year th a t hardly- 
cost m ore than  th e  tim e It ta k es to  
m ake them . T h is Item  of co st Is an 
im portan t one to  m ost of us. T here  
a re  so m any th a t w e w ish to  rem em ­
ber, a t th e  holiday season, th a t even 
m odest g ifts  m ount up Into a  to ta l 
w hich It Is u n fa ir  to  ourselves fo r us 
to  spend. T he one way out 1b to  
m ake up th ings In which th e  Ideas 
and  w ork m ake value.

To m ake th e  lit tle  bu ttonhole  bou­
que ts  show n here , requ ires  a  bolt of 
ligh t purple o r da rk  lavender velvet 
ribbon, a spool of g reen  covered  wire 
called  "tie-w ire," add one  sm all

L ittle  bow s of four loops, each  th ree- 
q u a rte rs  of an  inch deep, a re  wound 
a t  th e  m iddle w ith  th e  tie-w ire 
w hich holds the  loops to  place and  
form s th e  stem . A fter the  roses and  
vio le ts have  been m ade, group them  
to g e th e r  in  a  lit tle  bouquet and  tie  
th e  s tem s w ith  a  b it of tie-wire. 
P lace  a  sp ray  of the  m aiden-hair fern  
w ith them , w rap  w ith  tin-foil, w hich 
m ay be had  a t th e  florists, and  tie  
w ith a  pla in  bow of th e  baby ribbon. 
P u rp le  tln-foll should be used. To 
m ake a  la rge  bunch  of vlolette a  w ider 
ribbon  (about a  ha lf  Inch wide) should 
be used. T he  v io le ts  a re  m ade In 
th e  m anner f irst described. A single 
d a rk  red  rosebud  of ribbon  o r  silk  
Is m ounted w ith  them  and  a few m illi­
ne ry  leaves of ro se  foliage.

IANRETING AND HELPING THE 
TENANT FARMER THE PARA­

MOUNT ISSUES.

Fort Worth. Texas.—Replying to 
manv requests to run for Governor. 

I Peter Radford pave out the follow- 
| inp statement:
i “My duties with the National and 
■State Farmers’ Union, I consider, 
present a wider field for rendering 
public service than that afforded by 
the Governorship of Texas. Many 
things are possible through mutual 
:o-operation that ran not be accom­
plished through- legislation and I 
ronsider it my duty to work in this 
broader field.

“Our government has been run by 
tity men and agriculturists whose 
knowledge of farming has been ac­
quired bv looking through the win- 
lows of Pullman cars and while the 
farmer bears the brunt of taxation, 
rwns the larger per cent of property 
tad seventy-six per eent of our pop- 
lation lives in rural territory, he has 
little voice and receives comparative­
ly small beeiafits from government. 
The fanner asks no favors, hut he 
ia entitled to the same consideration 
from government that is accorded 
other lines of business.

**I follow the plow for a living and 
ly views are gathered from actual 

contact with the soil and are ac­
quired from association with the 
great body of organized farmers of 
this State, and I think fairly rep­
resent the consensus of opinion of 
the farmera of Texas as a whole and 
embody the element? of constructive 
legislation needed in Texas today. 
Agricultural Legislation Needed.

‘The laws of Texas relating to 
business are wholly unsuited to the 
transactions of the farmer. While 
primarlv based and admirably 
adapted to the needs of commerce 
and industry, they work a hardship 
upon agriculture. We must give the 
same care and consideration to a sys­
tem of co-operative laws extending 
to the farmer the facilities adapted 
to his business that is now afforded 
corporations. We need to enter vig­
orously this unoccupied and fruitful 
field of legislative activity and in­
stall the legal machinery adapted to 
permitting and encouraging co-op­
erative business concerns and facili­
tating co-operation between different 
lines of industry.

“In glancing over our statutes I 
find that most of our laws are aimed 
nt the punishment of individual and 
corporate criminal# and while ap­
proving the wisdom and applauding 
the efficiency of these laws. I do not 

government can hope to fully 
n its duty toward all the peo­

ple by addressing itself to the sup­
pression of crime alone. I want to 
plead for the able and law-abiding 
citizen that consideration from gov­
ernment that is now accorded the 
incompetent and criminal classes. 
We must not relax for a moment 
tmr efforts to restrain the avaricious 
and protect the weak, but let us ex­
tend the functions of government 
into developing new regions of agri­
cultural. industrial and commercial 
activities for the honest, energetic 
and law-abiding citizens. There 
should lie breathed into onr statutes 
the spirit of the builder and hope 
and encouragement for the conscien­
tious and ambitious should abound 
in our laws. New areas of oppor­
tunity should be opened np for the 
home-owner, the laborer and the in­
vestor. Legislation should be based 
upon the needs of that large body 
of intelligent and progressive farm­
ers that constitute the great hulk

The bureau should 
He properly equipped for providing 
information and studying and as­
sisting in the solution" of the many 
intricate problems connected with 
the business of farming.
Anti-Trust Law Needs Strength­

ening.
‘T he farmers have felt the iron 

heel of the trusts and illegal com­
bines and the vigilance of our state 
officials in policing industry is to be 
fommended, but the benefit of these 
laws has so far been confined prin- 
rtpally to lawyers, competitive eon- 
-erns and politicians with inordi­
nate ambitions. While we should 
hold all we have I favor extending 
the benefits of these laws to the pro­
ducer and consumer and increasing 
their efficiency to a point where the 
trusts can not collect their fines from 

;the farmers through increasing the 
| price of their products.

“The combination of capital is uni- 
! versallv recognized as necessary to 
develop the commerce and industry 
of the country and when properly 
managed, large business concerns 
are conducive to efficiency and econ­
omy and all conscientious and law- 
abiding capital should he encour­
aged to do business in Texas.

“The trust evil can he reduced by 
legislation, but it must be finally 
overcome by organization and co- 

| operation of the farmers. These 
! powerful corporate organizations 
dealing with the individual producer 
and consumer, place the farmer at 

! their mercy ami to satisfactorily 
j onpe with present conditions the 
1 farmers must acquire power through 
organization.

Railroads.
“Our railroad facilities .should be 

improved and our mileage increased 
I and I favor such amendments to our 
i laws as in the wisdom of the rail- 
: road commission may hasten these 
j results. I believe that all power 
(conveyed to the railroad commission 
! should be exercised exclusively by 
them and that neither tlw legisla­
ture nor the Attorney General 
should take the initiative in any mat­
ters within the control of the Rail­
road Commission. I consider dual 

j jurisdictions confusing and unbusi- 
ness-like.

“The Railroad Commission, the 
railroads and the farmers should co­
operate in moving farm products 
and especially waste products. Cer- 
fainlv our mutual interest and com­
bined intelligence can evolve a plan 
for moving the tonst of fruit, vege­
tables and semi-staple crops that rot 
on the ground each year. The loss 
of a crop is, I think, a tragedy of 
sufficient importance to justify the 
consideration of State government 
and the common carrier.

“The service of the common car­
rier fulfills every need of the mer­
chant and manufacturer and our 
transportation svstem is built 
around them. They are shrewd 
traders with facilities for locating 
the best market, controlling its sup­
ply and presenting convincing argu­
ments for rates that will move the 
traffic, but the requirements of the 
producer are vastly different from 

| those of the trader and the business 
I of farming will never adapt itself 
I satisfactorily to their necessities. 
The farmer must have a co-opera- 

; tive system of business that extends 
the usefulness and utilizes latent 

i powers of the carrier in assisting in 
the marketing of products.

“The problem is a monumental 
one, but pro> vbly no greater than 
the manv difficulties that have been 
surmounted in handling the busi­
ness of the merchants and manufac­
turers and I ask for the producer 
the same thoughtful consideration 
to his requirements that has been 
given other lines of business. 
Opposed to Woman’s Suffrage.

“It is the hand that shuffles the 
cards rather than the one that rocks 
the cradle that wants to east the 
ballot. The home is the great con­
tribution of women to the world and 
the hearthstone is her throne. Our 
social structure is built around her 
and social righteousness is in her

L

share*. Her beautiful life lights 
th* skies of hop* and bar refhwnwnt 
is th* charm of twentieth century 
civilization. Her grace* and bar 
power are the cumulative products 
of generation* of quaenly conquest 
and her crown of exalted woman­
hood is jeweled with th* wisdom ef 
saintly mothers. She has baen a 
great factor in th# glory of our 
country and her noble achievement# 
should not be marred or her hallow­
ed influence blighted by th* coaraer 
duties of citisenship. Southern 
chivalry should never permit her to 
bear the burdens of defending and 
maintaining government, but should 
preserve her unsullied from the al­
lied influence# of politics, and pro­
tect her from the weighty responsi­
bilities of the sordid affairs of life 
that will crush her ideals and lower 
her standards. The motherhood of 
the farm is our inspiration, she is 
the guardian of our domestic wel­
fare and a guide to a higher life, 
but directing the affairs of govern­
ment is not within woman’s sphere 
and political gossip would cause har 
to neglect the home, forget to mend 
our clothes and burn the biscuits. 
No Liquor Legislation Needed.

“I am a state-wide prohibitionist, 
have always voted against th* sa­
loon and do not use liquor in any 
form and I will always remain a, 
life-long enemy to the liqnor busi­
ness. The home of the farmer is 
the hearthstone of morality and the 
fountain-head of all that is pure 
and noble in life and the fanner 
should ever stand for civic right­
eousness and the reduction of all, 
forms of vice to the minimum. Not 
more than twenty-five per cent of 
our population ever tastes liquor 
and less than one per cent drink to 
excess. The delinquent* we will al­
ways have with us. but the liquor 
habit affects so small a per cent of 
our population that I do not think 
it should he considered to the ex­
clusion of important problems that 
affect the welfare of id' the people. 
Where liquor sends one man stag­
gering home to his family, our sys­
tem of marketing and of rural 
credits sends thousands of families 
reeling down the thoroughfares of 
poverty.

“Each year 2.400 farmers become 
victims of an inadequate and brutal 
system of credits, cover their hearth­
stone with the ashes of failure and 
as many mothers, drenching the fam­
ily altar with the tears of despair, 
erv aloud for help as they close for­
ever the door of the home. Ix>t us 
turn our attention temporarily from 
the delinquents and incorrigible* to 
the worthy and ambitious citizen 
struggling to feed and clothe his 
family, educate his children and own 
his home. I^et government assist 
those who plead for opportunity 
rather than consume all our energies 
upon those who scorn the privileges 
of manhood. Experience has proved 
that when legislatures become in­
volved in prohibition discussions 
much important legislation is aban­
doned and the business affairs of 
government neglected.

“ I favor the rigid enforcement of 
all liquor laws now on the statute 
books, but am opposed to anv state­
wide legislation of any character on 
this subject by the next legislature. 

Education.
T  favor compulsory education ex­

tending over the entire school term. 
Our rural school system is inade­
quate to meet the requirements of 
our children. The difficu’ 'p rop­
erly educating the children „f ten­
ant farmers who move from farm 
to farm is readily apparent. No 
matter which way we tun. in deal­
ing with the problems in our rural 
districts, we are confronted with th# 
condition that one-half the popula­
tion of the country is a floating 
one. The home and the school are 
closely allied and their success in­
terdependent.

“Our system of education from ru­
ral school to university should re­
ceive the careful consideration of 
the legislature and efficiency and 
economy instituted wherever possi­
ble.

Labor.
“Labor is honorable whether per­

formed by male or female. Skill 
and ingenuity should be rewarded, 
but no class of labor that uses en­
ergy, practices economy and lives a 
moral, upright life, should receive 
a lesser wa?e for their services than 
would enable them to lay up for a 
rainy day, for old age, to educate 
their children and place them in so­
ciety to the best advantage to ad­
vance the citizenship and improve 
the same in the community in which 
they live. The fanner’s family, as 
a rule, is the poorest paid of any 
laborer in proportion to the service 
they render for the general welfare.

“ I favor conducting government on 
a strictly business basis and the 
proper care for our wards, humane 
treatment and character building of 
our convicts, encouraging road- 
building and the full performance 
of all the functions of govern­
ment.”

An 
edging of Val lace  is w hipped to  th e  
hem and  finishes th e  neck  and sleeves. 
Bows of na rrow  ribbon d eco ra te  th e  
sleeves and  a re  placed over th e  bu tton  
fasten ing  a t  th e  neck  and w aist.

Tw o yards 
of yard-w ide goods is an  am p le  allow ­
ance  for i t

T he w om an w ho can  sew  neatly  
finds i t  possible to  ta k e  the  s im plest 
m a te r ia ls—sh o rt leng th s a nd  rem nan ts  
o f goods th a t  cost nex t to  no th ing— 
and  convert them  in to  ju s t such p re tty  
k im onos and  dressing  sacks as a re  
show n here . I t requ ires  very  little  ex- 
pend ltu re  of m oney, bu t som e tim e and 
ab ility  to  m ake them  up —bu t they  a re  
w orth  i t

Som eth ing  p re tty  and  u sefu l as well 
m akes th e  b est of a ll C hris tm as g ifts 
to  w om en friends. H ere  is a  group of 
da in ty  fem in ine  belongings a ll easy to 
m ake  and  costing  anyw here  from  60 
c en ts  to  |2  o r  93, depending  upon the  
so r t  o f lace  used in them .

T h e  bonnet-shaped cap  is  m ade of

a  hair-yard of a ll-over lace  and  tnree- 
q u a rte rs  of a  yard of lace  p la iting  
w hich Is bought ready  m ade. A c irc le  
hav ing  a  d ia m ete r of 18 inches m akes 
th e  crow n. T h is is ga thered  in to  th e  
bound edge of th e  ready-m ade pla iting. 
Two ya rds of ribbon  an inch  and  a  half 
w ide form s a  band ab o u t th e  face and 
neck  finished w ith  a  lit tle  bow a t each 
side. T h e  p la iting  is tu rned  back 
abou t th e  face and tacked  to  place.

T he  crow n of the  o th e r  cap is m ade 
of tw o s tr ip s  o f ribbon and  th ree  of

lace, each  six  inches wide. T hey  a re  
s titched  toge ther. A  ya rd  of p la ited  
n e t m akes the  ruffle. T he crow n is 
sewed to  th e  p la iting  and  an e lastic  
27 inches long is sew ed a t the  joining. 
S atin  ribbon one inch w ide is ga thered  
to  form  lit tle  flowers of four pe tals  
each. Four of these  a re  s e t across th e  
fro n t of the  cap  w ith  a hanging loop 
and end m aking a  finish a t  each side.

T he corse t cover m ade of s tr ip s  of 
po in t d 'e sp rit ta k es  som e tim e  to  
m ake, but very lit tle  e xpense  to  buy 
th e  m a teria ls. T he po in t d ’e sp rlt s tr ip s  
(or narrow  edging of th is  p a tte rn  1 a re  
joined by an  inexpensive  cluhy  p a tte rn  
of Insertion . A beading of Sw iss em ­
bro idery  about th e  top and  th e  w aist 
c a rrie s  a sa tin  ribbon  le ss than  an 
inch wide. A very  na rrow  Val edge 
finishes th e  top  and th e  shoulder 
s tra p s  a re  m ade of th e se  na rrow  in se r­
tions stitched  together.

T hese  a iry  b its  of finery a re  m eant 
to  w ear under th in  d resses, fo r spe­
cial occasions. They a re  so p re tty  the  
rec ip ien t is su re  to  tr e a su re  them  and

Owing to the awfully bad con­

dition of the track, night trains 
on the Orient have been discon­
tinued for awhile. This was a 
wise step on the part of the 
Orient management. Never be- 
for in the history of the state 
have railroads suffered from 
floods as they have during the 
past two months. Every road 
in the state has suffered, and 
the “Orient” appears to have 
received just a little more than 
its part of the trouble. The 
heavy rains have washed out 
track, trestles and bridges and 
made the roadbed so soft that 
travel was dangerous. Never

before have we seen a road 
work as hard as the Orient bps 
to take care of the public’s busi­
ness, and never before have wTe 
seen a road come as near doing 
such a thing as it has consider­
ing the difficulties under which 
it has labored. On some of the 
old roads where the roadbed is 
firm and ballasted, trains have 
been five days days late, and 
many annulled completely, but 
the “Orient” has managed to 
get trains through every day or 
so even when conditions were at 
their worst.

Pecos—Several commercial or­
ganizations and irrigation dis­
tricts in this section of the state 
are leading a fight to secure 
recogni.ion in the new cnrrency 
measure for Texas irrigation 
bonds aa securities in which 
National banks may invest and 
issue currency on.
