Texas was the second state in 

the Union to complete its loans 
during the fir.-t year o f the pro­
gram, and credit for this achieve­
ment was given . by Evans to the 
counyt committee o f dirt farmers 
who -elected the tenants to receive 
loan- und appraised the farms 
bought. Eighteen per cent more 
fatm- wire bought than had been 
expected, because o f the careful 
appraisals made by the local com­
mittees, Evans -aid.

1 >< | artment of Agriculture for ap­
proval. along with some o f the 23 
counties in which loans were made 
.,-t year which will receive u few 
additional loans this year. The 
ci inties will not be made public 
until confirmed by the Secretary. 
V the same time, county commit­
tee- will a l s o  be announced.

Evans said the movement to put 
!nt;d ii ¡o ownership o f the man who 
cultivate- it is gathering weight 
rapidly. He has received reports 

'from  a conference of 30 o f the 
nation's largest insurance com- 
panic.-, at which it was indicated 
the 506,000 farms could be o f­
fered for sale through FSA. with 
purchase payments extending ov­
er forty years time at 3 per cent 

1 interest, and no down payment 
required. The companies indicat­
ed that they would accept the FSA 
method o f appraisal, according to 
the value of the crops which the 
land ha- produced over a period 
o f years. This permits the pur­
chaser to pay out from the actual 
yield of the land, annual payments 
in manv ease - being less than the 
amount which ha- previously been 
paid as rent.

This Lone Star 
State

La.r.d Office Record, and 
and Land Policy

The general land office was es- 
tahlished December 22. 1836. and 
the office is as old as Texa.- itself. 
Its priceless records and opportu­
nity o f public service is simply 
staggering to the imagination. Th.- 
private citizen is unable to form 
any possible conception o f the 
va-tness and importance of the 
work p rformed and the vital m -- 
nificante o f the millions o f recoid- 
and papers composing the archives 
o f the office.

The title deeds, patents, trans­
fers and legal documents conn et- 
ed with e* cry foot o f Texa- lands, 
com piling ITO.926.OkO acre-, i- 
carefully guarded. In addition t 
the above, the land office is o f­
ficial guardian of the public school 
fund assets, involving land hav­
ing :in approximate value of $75,- 
Ono.doo.

Wni. H. XIcDonald, twentieth 
Texa- Land Commissioner, during 
his first yeai in office instituted a 
development program of the coas­
tal areas for oil and gas purposes 
which assisted in collection of 
two and a quart, r million dollar- 
in cash bonuses, a 100 per cent in- 
crense o f revenue derived from 
this source over the entire record 
o f the office.

According to oil engineers' esti­
mates. royalties and over-riding 
oil payments accruing to the State 
under these leases will approxi­
mate $125.000,000.00.

Sterling C. Robertson
The greatest o f all the Texas 

- mpresarios was born in Nashville. 
Tenn.. Oct. 2. 1785, while the old 
Volunteer State was a part of 
North Carolina. His father was 

I co-founder of the city of Nash-, 
ville and one o f the state’s early 
leaders. In Nashville Robertson 
was educated and grew to early 
manhood.

Robertson served in the volun­
te e r  army o f the United State- in 
campaigns against both Indians 
and British invaders, and in the j 
memorable Battle of New- Orleans 
was a major on the staff o f Gen­
eral Carroll, and enjoyed every 
confidence of the lion-hearted An­
drew Jackson.

A fter Mexico won its independ­
ence from Spain, or about 1824, 
Robertson made a personal tout- 
through the province o f Texas and 
was charmed with the idea o f 
colonization. For the remainder 
o f his life his every hope, fear 
and private possession was indis­
solubly linked with the birth and 
destiny of the Texas Republic.

Robertson, at his own expense 
brought 600 families into Texas. 
He was a signer of the Texas 
Declaration o f Independence, and 
it nephew, George C. Childress, was 
the author o f the immortal docu­
ment. Robertson was in the Bat­
tle of San Jacinto and among the 
30 Texans that witnessed the sur­
render o f Santa Anna.

A son, E. Sterling C. Robertson, 
served valiantly under the Stars 
and Bars of Dixieland. A  grand­
daughter was the first wife o f the 
late Cone Johnson and one o f the 
dozen most brilliant women that 
Texas has ever known. Another 
accomplished granddaughter was 
the beloved wife o f Z. T. Fulmore, 
eminent Texas historian.
