{“This corporation has approved pur-
chase of not exceeding three thou-
sand dollars nl'invill'.ll amount 6 per
tecent revenue bonds of the Crowell
Independent School  Distriet  of
Crowell, Texas, at a price of par
and acerued interest. The condi-
tions of wdich corporation’s purchase
is to be made are now being drafted
in final form and copy will be sent
you as soon as ready.”

No Tax Increase

A=z a result of this actien Crowell
will have one of the finest gyms
in this section without adding a cent
to the cost of operating the local
school svstem and without invelving
any future increase in taxation, since
the law making it possible for school
districts to secure loans for recrea-
tioral projects also definitely speci-
fies in Section 2 of H. B. No. 845
that “Projects financed in accord-
ance with this law are hereby de-
clared to be self-liquidating in char-
acter and supported by charges other
than taxation.”

The Crowell school board's appli-
cation for the loan specified that it
wonld be paid back over a period of
ten vears from receipts of the gym-
razium, H. B. No. 845 states that
such a building and its receipts are
to serve as security for the pur-
chaser of the bonds issued by the
school board. The law definitely
provides that the obligation shall
never be a debt to the school dis-
trict and that the nurchaser of the
bonds shall have a franchise to ope

ate the gymnasium in case of fore-
ciosure.
Bui't on Faith

Unusual faith and diligent effort
have been shown by N. J. Roberts
and L. A. Andrews, chairman and
secretary of the local R. F. C. com-
mittee, in their work on this project.
Ground was broken for the struc-
ture on Jan. 24 and at present the
construction of the gym is more than
half finished. The basement for the
80 by 82 foot building has been com-
pleted. It is seven feet deep and
heavy stone completely covers it«
walls and extend several feet above
the surface of the ground. Frame
work for the walls has been erected
and rafters now extend over all the
gym with the exception of the play-
ing court. The entire seating capaci-
ty has also been blocked.

| Due to lack of material, no work
has taken place on the project in
;several weeks, however, construc-
tion will be resumed in about one
month nad in all probability ihe
building will be completed by the
time school opens.
" Donations Help

Donations of material and services
from various sources, together with
the use of common labor paid for
lout of R. F. C. unemployment relief
fund, have made possible the con-
struction of the gym thus far.

In the later part of 1932, L. L
Saunders, local contractor, drew

plans for the gym and donated them
{to the local committee. Although
the project at that time seemed like
a wild dream, nevertheless, Roberts
and Andrews were not to be discour-
aged in spite of seemingly insur-
{mountable obstacles and proceeded
|with their plans after they had been
aporoved by the local school board.

thousand feet; securing of pillars in
the form of 4 inch oil well casing
through donation of Luther Webb
and W, H. Rogers, oil operators of
Vernon, and the hauling of them by
Clint White and the donation of va-
rious other smaller items. When pur-
chases were necessary, reductions in
prices were given in nearly all cases.

The building as it now stands has
cost in actual money $438.50, the
greater part of which has been paid
[ for cement, sand, lime, nails, ete. It
'is estimated that $2,500 will finish
the project completely. The estimat-
ed value when completed is $12,-
,000.00.

Finishing Material

The funds made possible through

the $3,000 R. F. C. loan will be used

principally in the purchase of the)

following: brick for veneering the
walls; channel iron roof, hardwood
floor, seating material and other
equipment,

When completed the building will
comfortably seat over 750 people;
will have two dressing rooms with
adjoining shower baths and various
other features. Such a building can
be used for a wide variety of commu-
nity affairs, in addition to athletic
events.

Mr. Saunders has supervised the
construction work thus far and will
continue in this capacity when work
starts again,

Legal Technicality

Before work started on this proj-
ect, the local school board made an
application to the R, F. C. for a loan
of $3,000 from the fund set aside
for self-liquidating projects, Wheth-
er this loan would be granted or not,
was unknown then, however, work
proceeded on faith that it would be
made.

Prospect of favorable action by
the R. F. C. on the loan came soon
afterward, but it was discovered that
a legal technality would prevent the
local school board from securing the
loan, even if it shquld be approved
by the R. F. C. This was on account
of the State law which prevented a
school board from binding successors
in office, thus making it impossible
for the board to secure a loan on
more than a one-year basis, and the
application for the R. F. C. loan had
been made on a 10-year self-liqui-
dating basis.

The removal of this obstacle may
be attributed to the snlendid work of
George Moffett of Chillicothe, rep-
resentative, and Ben G. Oneal of
Wichita Falls, state senator from
this district. Had it not been for
their untiring work on House Bill

. No. 845, introduoced and originated

by Mr. Moffett, it would be impos-
sible for school boards to secure
loans of this nature.

This bill, which makes it possible
for school districts to secure loans
for building recreational facilities on
a self-liquidating basis, passed the
House on April 17. Early in May
the Senate passed the bill and short-
ly afterward it became a law when
signed by Gov. Miriam A. Ferguson.
