to give some figures submitted to us
by M. J. Davis. Last year was a very
unfavorable year in which to raise

{ hogs, because feed was high and it all

had to be bought. But Mr. Davis
made money on four hogs which he
raised right here in town.

These four hogs cost him $164.30.
That included the cost of the hogs and
the feed it took to get them ready
for the slaughter pen. He did not
get the net weight, but had the gross
weight, which was 1320 pounds. Fig-
uring that they grossed a third, that
left him more than 800 pounds of
meat, which at 35 cents per pound
would be worth $280. He sold 174
pounds of lard at 30 cents, which to-
taled $53.20. This added to $280 will
give 3232, which left him a net profit
of $1683, or $42 on each hog.

He says he has nlenty of hams and
midlings to last him until hogs are
ripe next fall. If this meat were fig-
ured at present prices his profits
would be much greater.
