Tragic days here recalled i

(EDITOR'S NOTE —
This unusual story was
written and brought to The
Dispatch this week in the
hope that ‘‘these terrible
memories’’ may spur local
citizens to vaccinate their
pets and help rid the city
of strays and thus spare
the fate of the two
10-year-olds in this story
for one or more of Post’s
children today.)

The realization that rab-
ies is a danger again to
Post stirs memories of
terrifying days and nights
in the mind of at least one
of Post’s senior citizens,
Mrs. Letha Thompson, who
is 92.

It was in the early spring
of 1923 that this widow
found herself slaving to
_feed and clothe her four
children.

In the house across the
street, a 10 year old boy
had been chained to his
bed after being bitten by
the family dog which was
rabid. The boy screamed

and begged to be released,
. and foamed at the mouth.

Despite the care of his

family and neighbors, his
condition deteriorated rap-
idly. Soon he was to die of
rabies. All the while, the
rabid dog remained tied in
the yard.

Meanwhile evading her
widow mother’s watchful
eye, the 10-year-old daught-
er slipped across the street
with the intent of borrow-
ing some rouge to ‘‘dress
up.”” While bounding up the

neighbors’ porch steps, the
rabid dog appeared and
instantaneously bit her
knee.

Immediately, upon realiz-
ing what had taken place,
the mother grabbed her
daughter and rushed to the
family physician. The doc-
tor instantly asked the
local “Klu Klux Klan” to
kill the dog, pack it's head
in dry ice and send it to

Strays pickup
lagging badly

Post pet owners have
responded to the city's
‘‘emergency call’’ last
week by having about 70 of
their cats and dogs given
rabies shots.

But the surprising thing2
was only one aog bounty
hunter turned up.

The city was prepared to
pay a real dollar harvest
for stray dogs turned into
the pound over the last

week, but only one stray
was caught and ‘‘cashed.”

Veterinarian Larry Mills
reported pet owners kept
him busy vaccinating at
his clinic at 318 East Main.
The single shot per pet
costs $5.

Mills will also be avail-
able this coming Saturday
morning to give more
vaccinations with no ap-

Austin. He then ordered
the frightened mother to
pack clothes for herself
and her daughter and leave
for an Austin hospital on
the first train.

That night at 11 p.m.
with financial help from
relatives, mother and dau-
ghter were able to board
the train to Austin. After
securing a room in a
home across from the
hospital, the mother took
her daughter to the hospi-
tal to begin the 21 days of
grueling treatment. The
child was placed supine on
a table while a pint of
““Green Solution’ was slow-
ly massaged into her
abdomen. :

The treatment usually
took all morning and left
the child nauseated and
physically drained. She lost
weight and became very
nervous. She did survive
the nightmare of rabies
and was allowed to return
home. She only recently
died of cancer.

After employing 13 new
teachers, many of them
without prior classroom
experience, only two weeks
before the start of the fall
school term, school trus-
tees Tuesday night decided
to look into early formula-
tion of a teacher retention
policy for the 1980-81 school
year.

Supt. Bill Shiver told
trustees that the basis for
the retention of experienc-
ed teachers here generally
comes down to one word —
money.

After school principals
declined to give their ‘‘off
the top of their heads”’
views on teacher retention,
Shiver offered the opinion
that Post schools could
retain experienced teachers
if Post equals the Snyder
policy and paid teachers
annual salaries of about
$2,500 above state which
would enable them to
purchase local homes in
which to live.

The subject of teacher
retention was brought up
by Mike Flanigan who
asked principals if the
board couldn’t help them
retain experienced teach-
ers.

The board agreed to
consider formulation of
such a policy in November
so that word of Post’s
salary “scale could be given
universities and colleges
well before spring hiring
began.

Shiver said such a policy
would provide for the
retention of many more
teachers but it would

Oil output

turns down

Garza County’s oil pro-
duction, after a seven-year
climb, dropped slightly in
1978, according to figures
released this week by the
Texas Mid-Continent Oil &
Gas Association.

The county produced
6,800,000 barrels of oil last
year, a drop of approxi-
mately 200,000 barrels from
1977.

From 1970 through 1977,
Garza’'s oil production
climbed from 4,460,000 bar-
rels annually to 7,000,000
barrels, the production to-
tal for both 1976 and 1977.

Despite the slight down-
turn in production last
year, the oil dollar volume
to Garza's economy re-
mained very high—over 442

percent of that of 10 years
ago in 1969.

The 1978 value of Garza
oil production was $62,800,-
000 as compared to only
$14,200,000 in 1969.

Besides last year’s gas
production, 1,100,000 thou-
sand cubic feet of natural
gas, valued at $1,100,000
were produced in this
county.

Owners of royalties in
the county received $8,000,-
000 last year as their share
of the output, the associa-
tion said.

In addition to paying a
very high percentage of
local, county and state
property taxes, producers
in the county supported

Teacher retention needed

\ Post school trustees had probably three
. of the toughest school problems dumped
~into their collective laps Tuesday night —
“.ieacher retention, property reappraisal,
*.;and citizen iniative and referendum.
/ There is of course no easy solution to
~“any of them.
: For the first time in maybe a decade,
trustees decided to study the problem of
retaining experienced teachers. That boils
’down to the bottom line of how much the
“school district will pay above state
~“minimum salaries.
"< Right now it’s only $400 above state
" ‘minimum, which anymore isn't more than
. half a drop in a big bucket.
. The reader must understand that Post
~-as a small school district has no unique
" problem here. All smaller school districts
" unless they pay premium wages have to be
" content with too big a turnover and too
- many inexperienced teachers as teachers
" “keep trying to move up the pay scale.
The weekly newspapers which have
‘been arriving on The Dispatch’s exchange
. -desk are filled with stories of many
. -teacher hirings in neighborhood districts.
_' The point here in Post is that our
". trustees are aware of the problem and
want to try to solve it.
: How to work that out, how much to
. increase salaries, how it could be done on
““a merit plan, and many other factors must
"' be considered.
' We, for one taxpayer, are glad to see

the start because the basic quality of any
school system rests in its teachers.

If the state continues to raise the
teacher minimum salary, it may give the
teachers a better economic toehold, but it
will not solve the local problem.

Even a higher state salary level, the
teachers will still strive for a better
economic return and the more a teacher is
paid above state will remain the principal
drawing power to attract experienced
teachers.

This is a local problem which can only
be solved at the local level, and can’t be
helped at the state level.

The Dispatch thinks the current board
extremely capable. If it tackles this
problem headon, it may well as Supt.
Shiver told its members Tuesday night, be
taking one of the most important steps
possible for the future of our local school
system.

There will be lots of thought and
discussion involved. There probably will be
dissent. All this is good. ‘It reflects our
community attitudes.

As for the other two problems trustees
took a quick look at the other night —
property reappraisal and citizen referen-
dum and initiative — the board wasn’t
prepared to deal with them although it
well realizes property reappraisal is
coming. The reluctance here is that
reassessing property opens not a can of
worms but a whole case.

There are many rehabilitation
and reconstruction projects with which to
help.

Wildlife Department offic-
es and the licenses will
become valid on September
1, 1979.

All these 79-80 licenses
will be valid for one year
ending Auigust 31, 1980,
including the resident hunt-
ing license for $5.25; resi-
dent fishing license for
$4.50; or, the combination
hunting -'fishing license for
$8.75.

Non-resident-small game
license is $37.75 and is
required of out-of-state
hunters after small game
such as quail, prairie
chicken, pheasant, dove,
and similar species. These
out-of-state hunters after
bigger game such as deer,
antelope, aoudad, and tur-
key, will be required to
purchase the non-resident
general hunting license for
$100.75. This general lic-
ense ($100.75) will allow
these hunters to hunt all
legal Texas species during
the regular open seasons.

All licenses are printed
on waterproof, tear-resis-
tant paper and each hunt-
ing license contains tags
for buck and anterless deer
and turkey. If the license
holder is successful at
bagging one or more of
these species, the date and
month of the kill on the
correct tag must be mark-
ed out in ink or cut out
and the tags attached
securely to the carcass

There are spaces on the
back of the hunting license
for affixing a white-winged
dove, archery, or federal
migratory game bird -
conservation stamp. The
white-winged dove stamp
and archery stamp can be
purchased at license ven-
dors. The federal migra-
tory game bird stamp is
availlable at U. S. Post
offices for $7.50 each.

A resident hunting lic-
ense is required of every
Texas citizen hunting out-
side of the county of
residence between the ages
of 17 through 65 years old.
Persons hunting on land
where they reside or
persons hunting deer and
turkey in their county of
residence must have an
exempt hunting license av-
ailable for $1.25. Certain
disabled veterans may hunt
deer or turkey while in
possession of a valid ex-
empt hunting license.

A legal citizen of Texas
IS any person except an
alien who has been a bona
fide resident of Texas for
more than six (6) months
immediately preceding ap-
plication for a license.
Members of the Armed
Forces with proof of as-
signment on active duty at
any federal installation
within the state for a
period of more than 30
days may purchase a
resident hunting license.

A special archery stamp
for $3.25 will be required of
all persons who hunt wild
deer, turkey, and javelina
during any open archery
season in which only long
bows and arrows are used.
This archery stamp will be
required in addition to the
regular hunting license for
both non-resident and resi-
dent hunters.

In another major action
on a long agenda, Flani-
gan’s proposed board pol-
icy change that ‘“‘no build-
ing or remodeling project,
with an estimated cost in
excess of two percent of
the total budget, will be
started without a two-thirds
approval of the voters”
died for the lack of a
second.

Other trustees voiced
objections particularly to
the two-thirds majority
proposed as the state law
requires only a bare ma-
jority approval for major
bond proposals.

Flanigan said such a
policy would ‘‘get the
community more involved”
and that the board would
have “to sell the commun-
ity’’ on major remodelings
or improvements.

tive and referendum pro-
posals.

Flanigan did succeed in
having adopted another
policy change that would
require that ‘‘no school
property will be disposed
of without the prior ap-
proval of the board.”

He said this would keep
trustees knowledgeable on
disposition of any .school
property so they could
reply to public questions,
such as why an old band
uniform is found at the city
dump.

The school = District’s
board of equalization, com-
posed of Lee Norman,
Johnny Kemp, and B. L.
Thomas, appeared before
trustees to propose a
reappraisal of all property
within the school district
for tax purposes.

They pointed out that it
was impossible toadhere to
the guidelines that property
be assessed at its market
value when ‘the value of
residential property has
risen to about 300 percent
of its original value due to
inflation’’ since the last
property appraisal in the
district many years ago.

It was pointed out the
new state law requiring
single appraisal offices for
all local taxing units in
each county with one set of
appraisals probably will
‘“take care of the situa-
tion.”

The new state law will
go into effect in 1980.

The new band and choir
directors, Mr. and Mrs.
Steven Clary appeared be-
fore the board to present
their plans for these two
organizations.

Mr. Clary reported band
practices already have be-

gun with 34 students origin-
ally turning out.

He says he has only one
senior in the band, a
transfer student, with six
juniors, 39 sophomores, and
19 freshmen.

His goals, he said, were
to instill pride in the band,
to get the whole commun-
ity involved, and to im-
prove on the band’s contest
ratings which were only
III, V, and V last year.

There was considerable
discussion of Mrs. Hays’
proposals that trustees ap-
prove bills before check
payments are mailed, that
bills paid by statement and
that the check register be
itemized.

She said she had no
compalint as to any dis-
crepencies, but she didn’t
want to sign checks with-
out knowing what she was
paying for.

Finally adopted the 1979-
80 school calendar which
provides for a two weeks
Christmas vacation and a
week’s spring break at
Easter with school ending
on May 29.

Adopted new lunchroom
guidelines required by fed-
eral authorities which hik-
ed family income stand-
ards for those eligible for
free or reduced eligibility
for free meals and milk.

Approved a letter from
Mrs. Margaret Barley
school bookkeeper, explain-
ing why Tiana Shiver was
employed in the superin-
tendent’s office beginning
July 31 for a total of about
32 hours during a personnel
emergency in which an-
other office employe was
out of the office for
surgery. When someone
asked who had complained,
Supt. Shiver told the board
he was the one who wanted
the matter presented to the
board.

Agreed without a vote to

state government through
production tax payments
estimated at $2,900,000 last
year.

Based on Texas Emplo-
ment Commission figures,
some 256 oil and gas
industry employes in the
county received wages of
about $3,300,000 in 1978, the
highest Garza oil and gas
payroll on record.

In the search for new
petroleum reserves in the
county, oil and gas opera-
tors spent a reported
$11,600,000 in the drilling of
61 wells last year, includ-
ing 20 wildcats or explora-
tory tests. This resulted in
the completion of 36 new
producers although some
$4,900,000 was lost in the
drilling of 25 dry holes.

The Dispatch conducted

gas production for the last
10 years with some inter-
esting results.

In the last nine years,
for example, 560 oil wells
have been drilled in the
county with 399 of them
completed as producers at
a total cost of $63,950,000,
with approximately $20,-
000,000 of this cost going
into the drilling of 161 dry
holes.

The cost of drilling has
climbed tremendously over
the last nine years. In 1970
it cost $67,977 to drill the
average new producer in
this county and $77,555 for
the average dry hole.

Last year that cost has
climbed to $186,111 for the
average new producer and
$196,000 for the average
“duster.”’

Another interesting side-
line is that total payments
to Garza royalty owners in
the last 10 years have
exceeded $45,300,000, in-
dicating it pays to have
one or two on one’s land.

The biggest jump for
1977 to 1978 in the oil and
gas business in Garza were
the big salary boosts paid
to oil and gas workers.
According to association
figures, oil and gas work-
ers in the county climbed
from only 201 to 256 during
the last year but the
payroll jumped $1,200,000
from $1,900,000 to $3,300,-
000. Garza’s oilfield payroll
has climbed almost 300
percent in the last 10 years
from $831,000 in 1969 to last
year’s $3,300,000.

Last year’'s 36 new
producers was the lowest
total of new wells put on
the pump in five years.
The high was 73 in 1976,
with 68 in 1975, 65 in 1974
and 50 in 1977.

Ninety-three of the 406
Garza tests drilled in the
last five years have been
wildcats. The association
does not provide figures
