Away back In 1501, Dr. Jojn W.
Thornton, of Toccopolo, Miss.,
took his son, Word, to
a Fourth-of-Jul- y picnic. If the Doc-
tor hod known what the conse-
quences of that day's celebration
svere to be, he would no doubt
have left his son at home. For on
that day his plans for the boy's
future were turned upside down.
He had expectedWord to go away
to school when ho was older and
eventually to become an M. D.
and return to Toccopola and suc-
ceed to his father's practice. Hut
at the picnic all this was changed.

Wandering about the grounds
the boy found something he had
never seen before n stand piled
high with Roman candles, sky-
rockets, and firecrackers, He saw
other boys buying and shooting,
and ho bought and shot until alt
his money was gone and he hunt-
ed up his father to beg for more.
What appealed to him most were
the giant crackers since outlaw,
cd that made a noise like n can-
non. When he got home he
couldn't get fireworks off his mind.
He didn't want to be a doctor. He
didn't know what he would do,
but he knew if he could find a
way to make a living shooting
off explosives, that was what he
would do.

He was 16 when he quit school
to Join a crew that was using dyn-
amite to blast tho stumps from
cut-ove- r tlmbcrland. Whether It
was to wean his son from this oc-

cupation or for some other rea-
son, Dr. Thornton moved to Knox
County In West Texas where there
were no stumps to clear. nuKJhc
wildcatters were already Invad-
ing the region, and one day Word
Thornton saw a man shoot an oil
well. He promptly announced he
was In the g business
himself, and ns the big pools came
Elcctra, Smnckovenand the rest
he soon had plenty of clients, lie
also acquired a new name. Word
didn't seem to go with well shoot-
ing anyway and he was pleased
when the workers began calling
him Tex.

As he went from field to field
he saw a number of fires. He saw
men sweating to put them out by
smothering them with steam or
mud or by laborious tunneling nnd
plugging. It occurred to him that
a burning oil well might be blown
out in the same way a burning

candlo could, provided you only
had breath enough. Nitroglyce-
rin, he figured, ought to provide
tho breath. Ills opportunity to put
his theory to the test camo in 1919
at Elcctra. When tho owners of
the burning well refused to deal
with him, he obtained permission
to make a try at his own expense.
He made a sort of Mother Hub-
bard garment out of asbestos to
protect him from tho heat , man-
aged to get the hot metal dragged
away, ran In nnd placed a charge.
Tho flame was snuffed out, and
Tex added g to his
shooting business.

He designeda complete outfit
of clothes pants, jacket, gloves,
helmet and shoes and had the
Johns-Manvllt- e Company make
them out or asbestos.He used to
keep as many as a hundred of
these suits on hnnd, for he might
use up several In putting out one
fire.

"Nobody knows exactly how many
burning oil and gas wells Tex
Thornton put out. He did not keep
records. A year before his death
in 19t9, ho estimated he had nvcr-age-d

one a month since 1920 and
that he had saved enough gas to
supply New York City for 500
years.

Thornton gnvc h 1 s scrapbook,
largely kept by his wife, and a
collection of photographs to the
University of Texus, where they
are now housed In the Archives
Collection,

Carroll, director of the health
Division of Vital Sta-

tistics, says several hundred par-
ents have already requested and
received certified copies of birth
records for their children.

But tens of thousandsof requests
from other parents will have to be
processed between now and the
beginning of the new school term.
If too many people delay until
August as they usually do Car-
roll and his limited staff will again
have to put In hours of night and
weekend work without overtime
pay.

"Tho overtime work isn't impor-
tant." Carroll said. "But it is Im-
portant when a youngster can't
enter school for lack of a birth rec
ord."

Birth records KM-ne- r shudder
when thev think of the rtimntii1
260.000 kids who wilt be elicible
to enter the first grade this fall.

"We're ready to give Immediate
service to applications coming in
between now and mid-July-

All parents have to do is furnish
the child's name and date and
place of birth, the mother's mai-
den name and the name of the
father. That Information, plus the
statutory fee of fifty cents, will
buy anyone a copy of their birth
certificate provided the original
certificate Is on file.

It's a good bet the original will
be on hand. Carroll's office keeps
track of some ten million birth
and death records, somo dating
back to 1903.

There's just one more thing: It
you don't care to write to the State
Department of Health In Austin,
check with your local registraror
county clerk. Chancesare he can
supply the record.

resulted in rapid increases in in-

festationsfollowing suchreductions
by the rains.

Many fields have thrip infesta-
tions which Indicates a need for
control, In such cases treatment
should be started at once. Tho-
rough coverage of the plant with
the Insecticide is very necessary
and treatment should be timed at
no more than seven-da-y Intervals,
Whero the Insects arc migrating
Into the fields, it may be necessary
to reduce the time betweenappli-
cations to five or six dnys. Three
Insecticide will likely
be needed. Such n scheduleshould
reach over into early fruiting of
cotton so It will control nny early

infestations. A careful
and frequentcheckshould be made
In order to secure good control
of both pests.

VA makes available an inspect-
ion service in most cases on pro-
posed new homes to determine
whether they meet acceptedstan-
dards of good construction nnd
whether they conform to plans
and speciiications on which VA's
npprnlsal is based.

The terms "VA or GI financ-

ing" nre allowed by VA, but the
ugency frowns on "GI or VA ap-

proved" since it gives veternns nn
erroneous impression.
