LINCOLN, Nll.—Free speech was
the issue here in a contempt of
court case in which nearly 600 per-
sons faced possible fines and jail
sentences.

The defendants, many of them
members of a reform group known
as the “Good Government Council
of Logan County," were cited for
contempt for petitioning Circuit
Judge Frank M. Bevan to replace
@ state's attorney in a case involv-
ing the prosecutor’s friend.

Judge Bevan said the petition
contained ‘‘odious, defamatory lan-
guage concerning an official of this
court,” State's Attorney Edwin C.
Mills.

Members of the Good Govern-
ment Council contended Judge
Bevan could not hold them in con-
tempt and said if the prosecutor
felt he was defamed by the peti-
tion he could sue them in a civil
court.

The case arose when, as a result
of action taken by the Good Gov-
ernment Council, Justice of the
Peace Vincent Jones was charged
with illegal diversion of funds col-
lected in overweight trucking fines
Mr. Jones was charged with per-
jury, embezzlement and malfeas-
ance.

The council followed up the case
with a petition asking that Mr
Jones, be replaced by a special or
sssistant prosecutor. e
