The adoption of this policy is

essitated by the fact that it is
y money losing proposition for the
O'Donnell  Distriet to operate buss-
es in those districts The Board

s that it is not a sound financial
policy to logse money on the operat-
ion of busses in those districts
when the money is needed so badly
for the improvement of conditions
in the home district. The per cap-
ita ecost of instruction on those
transferred and transported child-
ren i8 much less than the per cap-
ita cost of those in the home dis-
trict

This policy is in line with that of
neighboring towns, and is in no
way an indication that we don't
want the pupils; but rather, is an
ittempt to more or less equalize the
cost of schooling, and placing the
nereased cost back on the home
listriet of the child

Those schools who consolidate
will, of course, not be affected by
this policy. but those who are now
sending pupils here and are now
being transported by an (VDonnell
School bus will be affected. Due
notice  will be given all schools
and the County Superintendents of
their county

The importance of this poliey
should not be overlooked Under
present conditions, all children
who finish the grades taught in
their home district is privelegeds to
attend school at the nearest affil-
fated high school, but none of their
local tax money goes with them.
That throws the receiving school to
furnish buildings, equipment,
school supplies, janitor service,
transportation, and instruction

Now you
will see, as well as hear, what goes
on here, there and everywhere, just
as you did at the televised hearings
referred to earlier.

In order te do this job of sum-
marizing and interpreting, a
man must be as thoroughly fa-
miliar with the subject matter
as any reporter who writes an
important news story. He must
have sufficient background and
experience, enough general
knowledge and specific informa-
tion to select the proper record-
ed portions, to give them the
weight they deserve and pick
the salient points to be sum-
marized.

He will be a reporter or commen-
tator, writing his story with his lips,
picking out the ‘‘quotes’’ by pouring
the stored-up soundwaves from the
wax record or the wire recorder
out through the spout of the micro-
phone onto the air.

The profession is the same. Only
the technique changes.

French Premier Quits:
Marshall Hits Russians

DIVIDED:

All Gaul is divided into three parts
—Communist, Socialist and DeGaul-
list.

Unable to make an impression on
the turbulent French scene, Pre-
mier Paul Rama-
dier resigned his of-
fice in the face of
widespread Com-
munist - inspired
strikes and France's
elder statesman
Leon Blum was giv-
en a mandate to
form a new Social-
ist government,

The situation in
France had never
been worse. It was
touch and go, with the terrifying
possibility of a civil war looming as
a result of the present deep unrest.

Underlying cause of it all is
France's prostrate economic condi-
tion and the prospect of a cold, hun-
gry winter. Even if U. S. stopgap
aid is rushed through immediately
it will fall far short of being the oil
needed to pour on the troubled wa-
ters. Superimposed on that situation
were these political factors:

The Socialist government, try-
« ing to pursue a moderate
course, was being squeezed between
the stronger Communists to the left
and Gen. Charles De Gaulle's Rally
of the French People on the ex-
treme right.
The Communists, true to the
* teachings of Marx, were trying
to foment revolution by instigating
the paralyzing strikes after their
legal and political methods to over-
throw the government had failed.

General De Gaulle, seeking the

*+ governmental reins for himself,
has said he would deal with the Com-
munists with a strong, authoritarian
hand. De Gaulle is feared because
he stands for totalitarianism.

The real struggle for France is be-
ing waged between the Communists
and DeGaulle's followers. Moderate
Socialism is simply caught in the
middle.

FED UP:
With Russia

To his Chicago audience, it sound-
ed as though U. S. Secretary of State
George Marshall was full up to here
with Russia's obtuse and exasperat-
ing tactics in the field of interna-
tional relations

He made it clear that the state of
active resentment of the Soviet Un-
jon, to which Americaus have been
goaded by the obstructionist actions
of Russian leaders, can in no wise
be interpreted as warmongering.

But it is in the area of labor prob-
lems and labor legislation that the
writer 1s most confident of his
ground. In a single monolithic chap-
ter he dissects and analyzes the
varying status of the United States
labor movement from 1920 to 1947,
and nails down with a hammer of
undecepiive realism its inevitable
relation to the prosperity and sound-
ness of the entire economy.

Stassen offers his theories on la-
bor in the form of the testimony
which he presented before the sen-
ate labor committee in February of
this vear, during the period when
congress was preparing the legisla-
tion which ultimatly resulted in the
Taft-Hartley act.

That law, he believes, “will be the
foundation for a fair, just and well
balanced labor policy in America.”
In total, Stassen approves of the
act. Specifically, he is opposed to
three portions of the law as it
stands: (1) The provision making it
unlawful for a labor organization to
contribute to election funds; (2) the
non-Communist affidavit rule; (3)
the “‘ultimatum’ stipulating that ex-
isting union shop contracts cannot
be renewed unless and until an elec-
tion is held and a majority of all
employees votes in the affirmative.

For the rest of his platform, Stas-
sen turns to the issues of taxation
(with which he deals from the stand-
point of ‘“‘dynamic capital'’), hous-
ing, survival of small business and
the paucity of medical care and hos-
pital facilities, To each of these he
brings an application of the classic
Republican theory of laissez faire
and damns heartily ail efforts to

give the federal government greater
conirol in those fields.

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Jellies Make Charming Christmas Presents!

Fruit Favorites

Did you ever think of giving prize |

winning jellies or home preserved
things for presents” They are one of
the most pleasant gifts to receive as
well as to give, and with their vari-
ety of colors you can make a spar-
kling array of them very appropri-
ate for holiday giving.

It's true that the jelly season is
past and few fresh berries are avail-
able but then

| many home mak-
ers have put up
| juice to be made
into jelly. For
hose of you who
don’'t have those
! resources, try a
canned or bottled
| juice like grape, and make use of
| the citrus fruits.

If you want to do something par-
ticularly nice, make a few batches
of chutney and put them up in small
jars. They'll be a welcome addition
to anyone's meat course, now that
supplies of that food are low and we
are trying to use the economical
cuts for budget purposes.

Grape Jelly.
(From bottled juice)

3 cups sugar

2 cups bottled grape juice

14 8-ounce bottle liquid pectin

Measure sugar and juice into a
large saucepan and mix. If you use
an unsweetened juice, add '2 cup of
sugar. Bring to a boil over high heat
and add liquid pectin at once, stir-
ring constantly. Bring to a full roll-
ing boil and boil hard for 30 seconds.
Remove from heat and skim. Pour
into hot sterile jelly glasses and
cover with paraffin at once. Makes
about five 6-ounce glasses.

Grape and Mint Jelly.

15 cup cold water

3 cups bottled grape juice

14 cup lemon juice

1 3-ounce package of powdered
fruit pectin

4 cups granulated sugar

1% to 1'4 teaspoons peppermint
extract

Combine water, grape and lemon
juice in kettle. Stir in pectin. Heat
to a full rolling
boil, stirring con-
stantly. Stir in
sugar. Heat to a
full rolling boil
and boil 5 min-
utes, Remove
from héat; skim,
Add extract.
Then pour

hot paraffin at once. This makes
about seven 6-ounce glasses.
Thrifty Marmalade.
(Makes eight 6-ounce glasses)
3'5 cups prepared fruit
5 cups sugar ’
15 bottle fruit pectin

| To prepare fruit, use skins from 6
| medium oranges and 2 medium lem-
ons and cut in quarters. Lay quar-
ters flat; shave off and discard
about half of the white part. Put
yellow rinds through food chopper
twice, Add 22 cups water, juice of
2 lempons, % teaspoon soda and 1
cup sugar. (This 1 cup of sugar is in
addition to the 5 cups mentioned
above.) Bring to a boil and simmer,
covered, for 30 minutes, sitrring
opccasionally.
