For the next ten year« the 
outside world will judge the 
population of O’Donnell and 
Lynn County by the official 
government census that hat 
b»en completed here. Various 
maps, statistics almanacs and 
other data published up to 1940 
will list the local population ac­
cording to the 1930 census.

The census has been com­
pleted in O’Donnell, but several 
have expressed the belief that 
quite a number were overlooked 
in the enumeration. The enum­
erators worked very carefully 
and hack-tracked to make sure 
they had not overlooked any­
body, but even then some f «w  
might have been omitted. If 
you think you were not enumer- 
erated or have reason to believe 
one of your neighbors was not 
listed, let the Index know at 
once. Every man. woman or

Nanking's order is ignored. You 
can’t change 1000-year old custom* 
o f 450 million people in a night. 
But this is not the only make-believe. 
Nanking makes-believe China is uni­
fied. It “ ain’t” . China is split into 
smithereens. Chang Fe-kwei in 
Kwangsi is fighting Nanking. Yen 
Hsi-shan has Shansi and Chihli and 
rules well. Chang Hsueh-liang 
lords it over Manchuria. Tang-chi 
keeps a hornet’s nest buzzing in 
Honan. Vong Yho-daziang sways 
Shensi. Szechuen goes its own way, 
and other rebels keep the Capitol on 
“ pins and needles.”  Yet Nanking has 
repeatedly reported each o f these 
discordant ones overcome or won 
over. But it is only make-believe to 
hood-wink the world. Chiang Kai- 
shek is the “ conqueror o f the North 
and the unifier o f China.”  But he 
seems to have done was done mostly 
with Russian brains and capital un­
til he took Nanking. A fte r  that the 
rest was won by squeezing money 
from people in the rear o f the “ fight­
ing lines’ ’ and buying enemy com­
manders in front. There was hardly 
one worth-the-name battle fought. It 
was mostly victory by purchase and 
buying o f victory takes the gloss off 
the glory. I f  Nanking had the money 
now she could purchase all her pres­
ent enemies. But what’s the use? 
Soon there would be swarms o f other 
enemies. It ’s profitable to be ao 
enemy o f Nanking! China had to 
humble herself before Russia for 
Russian officers could not be bought. 
But in China the “ itching palm”  is 
conspicuous. Remember this and 
vou can understand much about the 
wars in the “ squeezer-greaser”  land. 
China is getting worse and worse. 
Property-rights are gone. L ife  is un­
safe. Business is paralized. Free­
dom o f the press and speech has 
vanished. Loyalty and obedience are 
not. Liberty is dead. Bandits a- 
bound. But Nanking makes-believe 
all is “ as fine as pie”  and issues pious 
reports. Among officials there are 
doubtless aincere ones who would 
put things right but the make- 
believes predominate and block every 
move fo r  good. But, don’t judge 
harshly. Most officials are sons o f 
the laboring class and o f the newly- 
rich. They are young and inex- 
Deriervced. They pay great attention 
to trivial things and neglect great 
things. I f  in our Washington it’ s 
said, “ He that is without Gin among 
you let him first cast a stone.”  can 
we condemn heathen China? We 
hone that someday China striplings 
w ill tire o f “ playing house”  and will 
get down to horse sense.

But I ’m getting away from the 
New Year. Gambling is everywhere. 
Superstition is rife. Money is 
wasted that might relieve famine 
suffering. Every temple is crowded 
with people offering incense, candles, 
paper-money and prayers to all the 
gods. They pray most for wealth. 
That prayer is not make-believe. 
They want wealth, and they worship 
the god-of-wealth with all their 
hearts. Every home has one made o f 
wood, mud, or o f paper but he 
“ Dzai-2en”  all the same. When 
business gets poor in China they sav 
the god-of-wealth has gone to 
America. The paper “ Dzai-zen”  is 
interesting. The god’s throne is a 
big ingot o f gold set with jewels. 
Mountains o f gold are at the god’s 
le ft and silver Hill is at lis right. 
In front o f  him is a great bowl o f 
jewels. On silver Hill is the money 
tree a shake o f which will shower you 
untold wealth. Over “ Dzai-zen’s 
head is “ Fob” — blessedness. A ll
around are his servants ready to 
carry wealth to those whom the god 
favors. This god is verv amenable to 
flattery and he who flatters best gets 
most. But he too is make-believe.

It 
would be too much money for you to 
have at ne time— and it might go to 
your head. You would never forgive 
me after it had cost you the a fter­
ward regrets. A  good looking girl 
can get all the money in the world 
that she wants without working hard 
for it, etc."
