Who Files Returns ?

Nearly every citizen or resident 
of the V. S. A. who had an income 
during 1 955 should file a tax. ac­
cording to John It Robinson of 
the Internal Revenue Service office 
at Lubbock. Texas

He explained that if you are less 
than 65 years of age and had 
a gross incomp of $600 or more 
you must file a tax return. Those 
65 and over, however must fil a 
I * * 1*111 »'hen their gross Income is 
$1200 or more

' Self-employed individuals with 
net earnings of $ 4 flu or more must 
also fire an annual return .” Mr 
Robinson said.

"A person with income of less 
than $600- or $1 200 for those 
65 -or .o v e r  should file a return I 
to get a refund of the tax tliaTwas
