“Make sure that your employer
doesn’t stop taking out social sec-
urity taxes when you earn more
than $4200 in the coming year”,
Hutton cautioned ‘These were the
top earnings on which a worker
paid social security taxes in 1958
but the new limit is $4800", Sell-
