House to house peddlers and soli-
citors of orders for this and that
are becoming an ever greater nui-
sance to the American home, as any
housewife might truthfully testify.
Still, the housewife whose home is
constantly invaded by these itiner-
ant super-salesmen has the remedy
in her own hands.

A timely suggestion along this
line is made by Prof. Conard of the
New Jersey Teachers College, who
points out that the peddler who
boasts that his firm has no store is
trying to make a store out of your
home. You are expected to furnish
a place where he may do business
free from the expense which other
merchants must pay.

Besides, he insists on making
you shop at his convenience, no mat-
ter how much it may interfere with
your daily routine. He takes up
your time arguing you into buying
something that in most cases you
neither want nor need. Sometimes
you buy to get rid of him, when you
ought to :
»*This is a home, mot a place of
‘bu!inus. and I am not going to allow

making a thorough investigation.
They have always done it before.

! But there wouldn't be an all pow-
| erful lobby to fight. About the only
| possible lobby that we know of would
be the undertakers and they would
probably assume the attitude of “Go
| on, big boy, we'll get you in the long
run,” and let it go at that,

Old age now might be all right if |
it was regulated. No set rule is fol-
{lowed in getting old. Some people
‘get old at 30; some are just begin-|
ning to age at 130. There are too
many ways a man can get old.
