Almost 17,000 handicapped
youngsters—suffering with dis-
abling conditions ranging from

harelip to being born without arms
or legs—were on the State Health
Department’s “‘active’ register when
the fiscal year ended last June 30.
Of the names on the active reg-

ister, 5,986 received services in

the form of hospitalization, braces
and similar necessities during the
year, The others had been cared for

previously but still required fol-

low-up attention.

/The Department's division of erip-
Pled children's services pald for
50,658 days of hospitalization for
3,650 medically indigent children,
all under 21 years of age, whose
handicapping condition legally
qualified them for service. Cases
required an average of 14 days of
hospital confinement,

To be eligible for service, state
law requires that a patient be un-
der 21 years of age, have normal
mentality, and have an impairment
involving either muse'e, bone, or
Joint And, according to law, there
must be reasonable expectation that
the patient can be benefitted by
treatment.

Each year the active register
grows longer, with some 200 names
being added each month. After ac-
ceptance, a child is removed from
the active files only by moving out
of state, death, reaching 21 years
of age, being discharged by his

physician or a change in financial
