It isn’t that they are poor. This 
family owns a well-known pros­
perous cafeteria, and judging from 
appearances they frequently sam 
pie the fare. But the only time we 
nave seen the animals being fed 
was the day Angela tried to force 
Precious to eat a Baby Ruth candy 
bar. Otherwise the cats come beg- 
gmg to us early every morning 
and meet us at the door when \vc 
reach home.

The whole point of the story is 
r.ot that we are wonderful to feed 
hungry animals or that we resent 
doing*it. But perhaps there are 
people who shoudn’t have pets at 
all. Obviously our neighbors got 
them to please or entertain the 
children, who now have other in­
terests and have not beer, taught 
that responsibility goes along with 
possession.

While we would like to believe 
that it is possible to Vvr on love, 
we do know that a little food, a 
drink of clean water, and shelte- 
from the elements tend to prolong 
life.

Results of a three-week Mazda 
poll show the generations agree 
in .heir /i-.w of the teen-age driv­
er is  havini all the attributes of 
Hot Rod Harry ar.d maybe a few ; 
more.

The poll sponsored by Mazda 
Motors Df Texas, divided drivers 
into two groups Those 21 years or | 
older voted at one poll while those 
under 21 voted at another. Par- 1 
ticipants wore asked to decide 
which age group is most often 
guilty of certain driving faults.

On the question o f speeding, 
motorists showed signs of a gen- i 
eration gap, but the majority 
agreed that young drivers are 
more likely to break pasted s|ieed 
limits. Eighty percent of older 
drivers said the young drivers are 
speeders, and 69 percent of th e ,

young motorists agreed.
Biggest fault ot young drivers,

; ccording to 8(1 percent of the vot­
ers, is a tendency to drive ag­
gressively rather than defensively. 
Eighty-five percent of the adults! 
a lid 75 percent of the drivers un- ! 
te r  21 agreed that young drivers 
« re most likely to drive without 
It inking of the other motorists on 
the road.

Though the results of the poll 
characterize the young driver as 
impatient (64 percent)  and im­
petuous, youth picked up pluses 
in a number of categories. -

Sixty-five percent of the older 
drivers and 80 percent of the 
younger ones agreed that drivers 
under 20 are more cautious under 
hazardous road conditions. Young 
drivers with their quick reflexes 
and fondness for rock music, were
voted to be the most likeW to re­
spond to emergency vehicles, the 
most able to tolerate noire inside 
the car, and the most likely to 
be good at parallel parking.

Sevontv-nire percent cf l»oth old 
and your| drivers felt adults tend 
to •’tailgate’ ’ the ear in front of 
them most frequently.

Parking was another weak point 
for adult drivers with 60 percent 
of the youth and 51 percent of 
those over 21 deciding adults are 
most likely to take up two park­
ing spaces with one car.

Adults also took the blame for 
too often turning without giving 
the proper signal. Ninety-one per­
cent of the young voters thought 
so and 72 percent of the adults 
agreed.

Penalties for drunken driving 
revealed some difference cf opin­
ion but a surprising general 
agreement that the current tend­
ency toward leniency was accept­
able.

Under Texas law, first convic­
tion of drunken driving means sus­
pension of the driver’s license for

cne year, although thus penalty is 
not generally enforced. Only 56 
percent of the adult drivers 
thought the law should be strictly 
enforced, and only 38 percent of 
the younger drivers agreed.

Though both groups tried to be 
fi ir in riting the other generation, 
there was one area where neither 
v i nted to aoc< (it blame.

Fifty-five percent of the young 
drivers were convinced that adults 
are most likely to “ roll through”  
a Stop sign. Yet only 39 percent 
of ihe adults wanted to accept 
this fault as their own.

Use of seat belts proved anothe; 
source of disagreement Adults 
were almost never split on this 
issue with 49 percent saying the 
young are most likely to wear seat 
belts. Sixty percent of the youth 
felt their age oraeket is more 
likely to wear the safety straps
