Chest X-Ray Program 
Outlined for County; 
Unit Here Sept. 15

A mobile x-ray unit will begin 
operations in Wichita county on 
August 19 and continue through 
September 15, it was announced re­
cently by Miss Margaret Hall, ex­
ecutive secretary of the county TB 
association.

Chest x-rays will be given free 
tc all persons above 15 years of 
age.

X-rays will be taken at Burk- 
barnett on Sept. 4. Civilian employ­
ees and lamllies of military person­
nel at SAFB will get free chest 
x-rays Sept. 8 and 9 on the base.

The unit will be at Electra Sept. 
19-11 and will complete the cam­
paign at Iowa Bark on Sept. 15.

During the x-ray campaign last 
year this county had nearly 14,000 
people x-rayed. Of that number 95 
cases of TB were found and 75 of 
them were found early enough to 
be cured.

Each person is notified within 
two weeks after the picture is 
made. If tuberculosis is found or 
there are suspicions, the .person’s 
family physician will be notified.

Miss Hall said, “The more people 
we x-ray, the more chest conditions 
we are likely to find and tlie closer 
we can come to completely eradi­
cating TB.

"During the surveys we find can­
cer of the lung, heart conditions 
and other diseases and pnthologies 
of the chest.”

Miss Hall said that early lung 
cancer can be detected by x-rays 
before any symptoms occur. The 
answer to recovery from lung can­
cer as well as TB is dependent upon 
early discovery.

Ganio biologists are growing dis­

turbed over two national trends in 
the wildlife picture. First is the de­
clining area of game range. Second 
is the increasing number of sports­
men going into the field.

Somewhere the two trends will 
cross each other and the lesult is 
bound to be the disappearance of 
some of our game species.

Much of the lack of game habitat 
is due to the tendency toward 
“clean" farming practices. The 
farmer likes to look down his fence 
rows and see no brush and litter 
to mar the beauty of a straight 
fence. Neither does he like odd 
corners of brush. Clean farming de­
mands destruction of those areas, 
and consequently of the game 
therein.

At the annual North American 
Wildlife conference there was con­
siderable discussion of “clean’’ and 
“balanced” farming. The latter is 
a great stride toward conservation 
of soil, but clean farming is fre­
quently destructive of that re­
source.

Sometimes rigid, small creel and 
bag limits are imposed on game in 
the belief that it will restore fish 
and game numbers. Unfortunately 
it doesn’t seem to work that way. 
Intensive surveys by many states 
has proved that creel and bag lim­
its are an excellent means of di­
viding the available game among 
more sportsmen but it has little ef­
fect on the long range cycle of 
game production.

Even where seasons have been 
closed on a species their numbers 
have not materially increased. In­
crease in numbers is in direct re­
lation to available food and cover 
supplies.

One state has had a closed season 
on bub-white quail for many years. 
It has been intensely enforced, but 
quail numbers have decreased as 
the cover has been stripped from 
the land.

For the angler things look much 
better. As the soil resource is more 
intensely developed there is greater 
need for impounded water in farm 
ponds and small lakes, nearly all 
of which will produce anastounding 
amount of fish.

As better farming practices are 
applied there will be less erosion 
and ruuoff into the streams. As 
the streams clear, fish production 
will increase.

Note on Fishing
Fish strike lures and flies for 

two reasons. Either they think the 
lure is something edible, or it an­
gers them. Fish are curious crea­
tures ;uid frequently follow a lure 
for yards without striking.

Therein lies the secret to the suc­
cess of the most universal lure 
known, the spinner. A small spin­
ner behind which is attached a 
minnow or other bait has been de­
clared by some of the best anglers 
to be the finest lure of them all.

Upon nearing the spinner to see 
what the thing is about, the fish 
notes the bait. If it is edible and a 
part of his staple diet, he strikes 
and is hooked.

(Editor's Note: This sounds sim­
ple and sure-fire. Like the man said 
though. “Some days there jest ain’t 
no fish!")

Soil Conservation
The supervisors of the Wilbarger 

Wichita Soil Conservation District 
met at the Soils Laboratory of 
Midwestern University with Dr. 
Carl Gray as host to the meeting.

New cooperators received into 
the district at this meeting were, 
W. C. Witcher of Wichita Falls 
whose farm is operated by Donald 
Holtzen at Clara; Frank Brown 
and Donald Parker of Wichita 
Falls, Grady Bars of Goldsmith, 
Texas, who has purchased the Co­
er farm north of Iowa Park; Ch&s. 
P. Van Loh of Iowa Park and L. 
L. C. Hayes of Electra.

A new grass drill was purchased 
by the district for the Vernon area. 
Special conservation equipment is 
owned by the district and made av­
ailable to farmers on a cost basis. 
Equipment now owned includes ma­
nure spreaders, and fertilizer drills.

About one mile of terrace lines 
have been staked by SCS for El- 
wood Haynes of Electra. Other ter­
race lines recently staked are 77 
Ranch of Wichita Falls and Buf- 
ford Whiteside of Electra, and who 
farms north of Iowa Park.

Henry Wolf, two miles north of 
Iowa Park has hauled straw and 
manure to a spring seeded water­
way to provide a straw mulch. Mr. 
Wolf realizes that getting grass up 
to a stand in a waterway is only 
a step and that for best growth and 
cover, special treatment of the 
area is often required.

Bob Miller, farming 7 miles So, 
West of Wichita Falls is putting in 
the necessary checks and turnouts 
for 20 acres of recently leveled 
land.

NEWS FROM  
CONGRESS

15 y Frank Ikurd

Sometime ago I mentioned the 
fact that Congress was consider­
ing expanding the present up­
stream flood control program. 
Most people in our part of the 
country are familiar with this pro­
gram and know how important it 
is to proper soil and water conser­
vation as well as flood control. A 
bill dealing with this passed the 
House several weeks ago, and just 
recently has passed the Senate with 
what appears to be crippling 
Amendments.

The Department of Agriculture 
has been almost put out of the pic­
ture entirely. Another blow to the 
bill requires that any dam of over 
2,000 acre feet of water must be j 
approved by Congress. In addition, I 
any small watershed project w ill: 
have to be approved by the approp­
riate State agency.

A few states have such agen­
cies, but the great majority of 
them would have to create a new 
department to give this approval.

This, of course, would have to 
be done by the State Legislature.

Need of Additional 
Highway Patrolmen 
Cited by Safety Expert

The Highway Safety council said 
this week that "understaffing of 
the Texas highway patrol is the 
most serious handicap facing en­
forcement of safety measures on 
the highways of the state.

In a report to members, execu­
tive director G. C. Morris said that 
"Texas is one-half to two-thirds de­
ficient in providing patrolmen to 
protect the public safety on high­
ways beyond city limits.

"Texas has made progress in re­
ducing the highway death toll. In 
1953 our death rate was 6.4 for each 
100 million vehicle miles traveled, 
and this was the lowest in our 
history.

“We do not have sufficient pa­
trolmen to assure a continued de­
cline in the accident and death 
rate. Unless we do what needs to 
be done, increase in travel will re­
sult in an upward trend in the 
death rate. Our Highways will be­
come more dangerous instead of 
more safe.

“By minimum standards Texas 
should have between 1,173 and 1,603 
highway patrolmen. Texas actually 
has only 470. Virtually every state 
with a better safety record has far 
more highway patrolmen, although 
no state has a greater area to be 
patroled."

Morris concluded: “At a mini­
mum, we should add 200 patrolmen 
next year and continue to Increase 
the force annually. Each year traf­
fic accidents cost nearly $190,000,000 
in economic loss, which is more 
than 20 times what we spend on 
operation of the Department of 
Public Safety.”
