247 BARRELS OF OIL DAILY

George Callihan, Abilene, has filed official potential 
for No. 1 I. H. Box. Anthony Bates Survey 9, Palo Pinto 
discovery well eight miles east of Abilene in Callahan 
County.

The project made 247 barrels of 42 gravity oil in 24 
hours, flowing through 12 64 chokes with packer on casing 
and 400 pounds on tubing from perforations at 3,295-3,304 
feet.

Casing was set at 3.306 feet, total depth. Gas-oil ratio 
was 600-1.

Buffel Gross Being 
Tested in Callahan

W h at W ilson County Farmers 
And Ranchers Say About

All of our plantings were in 
38“ rows-2 rows planted-2 rows 
skipped. All of this grass was 
spring planted on sandy, mes- 
qul*e land We feel th.r r i a 
mistake to skip rows in planting 
as we have done. Your grazing 
would be increased by planting 
every row and weeds and foreign 
grasses would stand less chance 

B than if it
were laid out in the middles 

We have grazed this grass con­
tinuously from July 10. 1952. to 

i mber 15. 1952. with an .i\ - 
erage of two animal units per 
acre and in some Instances more 
over this entire period. Our cat­
tle have gained weight and our 
calves are undoubtedly in better 
condition than ever before in the 
history of our ranch. This graz­
ing has been done without the 
aid of moisture during the en­
tire period and the grass con­
tinued to come back in spite of 
this heavy grazing 

The years to come will prove 
itr worth; but at present, we are 
more than content to credit this 
one grass with putting our reg­
istered herd through the most 
severe drouth in South Texas 
history.”

Jess Bruce states: “ My ex­
perience with Buffel Grass: In 
my experiences with different

types of grasses, of which I have 
tried numerous kinds, it is my 
-;stimation that Buffel Grass is 
the only grass that has been 
offered to stockmen and dairy­
men of Wilson County for its 
grazing and for producing hay I 
of high quality and quantity.

Three 
days after the rain I put 85 head 
of cattle on the same six acres 
with 5 acres added. These cattle 
stayed on ten days, then I re­
moved 15 of these to a Buffel 
Orass plot in Fairview The re­
maining 70 head is still on the 
grass and there is still plenty of 
grazing. If  a stockmens prayers 
were ever answered it was when

30 acres of grazing Buffel Grass, 
also six weeks ago I dry planted 
about 30 acres more. The seeds 
laid in the sun all this time with 
no dirt on thpm All this grass 
Is up to a stand since the rain. 
I can't praise Buffel Grass high 
enough. It seems as though the 
old family milch cow has come 
to my rescue and produced twin 
heifer calves to help take care 
of the surplus grass. I will sign 
off now before I start blowing ”

J. L. Dennis states: “ I planted 
Buffel Grass March 14th. on a 
10 acrr plot, planting two rows 
skipping two; also planted 5 
acres in a different plot. Due 
to cool nights it was slow to 
start, but with a small amount 
of rain, it made excellent growth 
From this 10 acres I picked 100 
pounds of seed per acre, mowing 
5 acres and bayling hay on June 
30th. This grass started comlffg 
back in spite of the dry weather. 
It had 2Vt Inch rain in July and 
in a very short time it would 
have had another seed crop, but 
I preferred to graze cattle on it. 
and carried from 30 to 40 cows 
and calves about 7 weeks on 10 
acres.

I am tnoroughly sold on Buffel 
Orass. Had it not been for my 
Buffel Grass during the severe 
drouth. I would h a w  had U  
Supplement feed my cattle.”

A D. Richardson states: “ I 
planted 16 acres of Buffel grass 
on April 15-16 Two pounds of

seed were planted per acre, how­
ever, I believe 1*4 pounds would 
have been sufficient, in 38 inch 
rows. This field is located in the 
Sunnysice community and is 
what I would call a poor sand 
In recent years the peanut yield 
was not as good as it should have 
been.

On June 26th, 18 head of year­
ling steers and one milk cow 
were turned into this field of 
Buffel grass. After 10 days I 
could see that more cattle were 
needed and two more steers were 
Mimed in. making a total of 22 
head

In spite of very little rain the 
grass continued to grow, and the 
cattle did not begin to graze it 
down. After the recent rain the 
field changed color almost over 
night.

The 22 head are still on the 
grass, and are getting fatter by 
the day. I think enough of Buffe’ 
Grass that I plan to plant at 
least 100 acres next year.”

The first plank house was built in Buffalo Gap in 
1X79, the lumber hauled from Fort Worth and the freight 
tall alone was $3 90 per hundred pounds.

as a man behaved himself he was in no danger of official 
interference. For instance, if a man wanted to get drunk 
and whoop a few times and then go out in the rear of 
some saloon and take a few shots at the solar system there 
was no special objection to his doing so, and at one time 
there were more than a dozen saloons where he could get 
drunk, and fully as many places where he could stroll out 
the back way and fall over some beer kegs and shoot the 
solar system or some other inanimate object. If he wanted 
to play a few hundred at poker, faro, roulette, monte or 
craps all he had to do was to take his choice of several 
different wide open places and gratify his desires, but he 
was not supposed to try to beat four aces with one pair, 
one of them a deuce and the other a six-shooter, as an 
officer was liable to appear and arrest him for carrying 
concealed weapons. When a confirmed victim of the 
killing habit began to feel that he could live but a short 
while longer unless he killed some one it was bad politics 
for him to inaugurate a three or four days reign of terror, 
hypnotize the officers to skeedadle and scare the other bad 
men into prostration, for he would not be able to more 
than outline his policy and make a brief declaration of 
intentions until he would find it necessary to postpone 
operations until he could at least make bond In those 
days there were lots of men around Abilene who were not 
“ afraid of the devil." If they had been they would have 
probably reformed before it was too late. Once in awhile 
two or more of them would entertain conflicting views in 
regard to poker etiquette or some other commercial pro­
position. The exchange of opinions would be very brief 
and precise. Entirely too much so, in fact, to be appre­
ciated by the by-standers. When two meiA. are going to 
take a few shots at one another I like for them to talk 
the matter over long enough for me to go out and lean up 
against the opposite of some brick wall.

Abilene, like every Western Texas town, had its 
great boom, but unlike most western towns it is today a 
better town than it was during the town boom era, for 
the simple reason that the country has developed to an 
extent that it will support the town though it was built 
in advance of the sustaining capacity of the country of 
several years ago. While there was once a considerable 
conilict between the livestock and agricultural interests, 
it was of comparatively short duration, and since 1890 the 
history of Taylor county is the simple story of permanent, 
uninterrupted progress, and it is a considerable distance 
of time back to the days of romance and western rollick- 
someness in Abilene or Taylor county. Abilene and 
Merkel are today the most prosperous and progressive 
towns in Western Texas, and they arc sustained by a 
thickly settled country which less than twenty years ago 
was scarcely inhabited.

Twenty-five years ago Merkel was not a town in 
human contemplation, and if Abilene was any further ad­
vanced it was merely in the mind of Colonel Birry. the 
founder of the town. He might have been cogitat’ng and 
contemplating what he was going to undertake in the 
matttjr of starting Abilene, but if so he had confided his 
plans to no one. Buffalo Gap was then a thriving .town, 
“ the commercial metropolis of the w’est,” but it is today 
a sad ri minder of the cruel fate of commercialism, the 
inscrutablencss of destiny, a quiet country hamlet, nest­
ling in a picturesque locality, resigned to the misfortunes 
by fate decreed. But Buffalo Gap can now, and perhaps 
forever, beast a monopoly of the picnic business in Taylor 
county. Man may build towns and move county seats and 
construct railroads, but he can’t walk off with an ideal 
picnic ground.
