Gary A. Batte, district coserva- 
tionist at Iowa Park, reports the 
event is being sponsored by the 
US Department of Agriculture and 
ihe national officers of garden 
clubs. Lawn and garden trade 
groups are also behind the effort.

This year’s theme “Country 
Green for City Living” stresses 
the special values of rural plants 
which enhance outdoor beauty and

improve the environment for rural 
and urban residents.

“Conservation farmers who 
plant grasses on depleted range- 
land or idle cropland in this area 
do a lot for outdoor beauty,” said 
Balte. “In fact, sound soil and 
water conservation on the land­
scape is the key to a beautiful 
countryside.
