Either business has been better
in Towa Park this year than last,
or moré people have been writing
out for help, says Postmaster E. E.

Millionth Car Victim
Expected This Year

Accident X will kill the millionth
American in traffic during 1951 or
early in 1852, the Association of
Casualty and Surety companies pre-
dict.

Nearly 964,000 men, women and
children have died in traffic acci-
dents since 1900, The 1930 toll of
more than 35000 deaths indicates
that the mfllionth motor fatality
will occur nextx December or early
In January 1952.

Accident X will not be reported
as such. Its victim, like the Uw-
known Soldier—just one of the sta-
tistics for that month — will be
“known but to God." The new un-
known American, completing a mil-
lion lives lost in traffic in 50 years,
may be a speeding or drinking driv-
€r, a woman shopper who Jaywalks,
or a child at play in the street,

Like the Unknown Soldier, Vie-
tim X will be a national symbol of
sacrifice, because nearly all persons
killed in traffic accident lose their
lives needlessly. If Victim X should
become g lasting symbol of the
need for greater highway safety
and thus spur the entire nation to
action that decreases traffic deaths
and injuries, this new unknown
American will save countless lives
by losing his own and also wil]l rest
“in honored glory.”

Whether the impending death of
Vietim X is postponed a month or
six months depends on how serious-
ly every American who drives and
walks accepts a personal responsi-
bility in 1951 and 1952 to reduce
highway accidents.

An all-out national highway safe-
ty crusade could save 10,000 lives
this year, postponing the death of
Victim X well Into 1952,
