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VOTE SATURDAY
Amendments, CED issues on ballots
Voters will decide Saturday the 

fate of two amendments to the state 
constitution and three County Educa­
tion District proposals.

Polls will open at 7 a.m. and close 
at 7 p.m. Absentee voting was ended 
Tuesday.

Local and area voting precincts and 
the location of polls include: 32, Wichita 
County Agriculture Building; 33, Faith 
Baptist Church; 34, West Wichita 
County Coop Building; 38, Elcctra 
C om m unity  C e n te r  **4. Lakeside  Vil­
lage Mobile Home Park; 53, Pleasant 
Valley Church; 59, Allendale Baptist 
Assembly; 60, Chaparral Baptist As­
sembly.

Iowa Park schools are coordinat­

ing the election along with Wichita 
County, to allow voting on the state and 
county issues at the same polls.

In many areas of the state, voters 
are having to cast ballots at one location 
for the amendments and another for the 
CED proposals, according to news re­
ports.

Both amendments relate to public 
education.

Amendment One states: "A con­
stitutional amendment to allow the 
voters of a county education district to 
adopt certain exemptions from the 
district's ad valorem taxation for resi­
dence homesteads and to provide for 
the taxation of certain tangible personal 
property."

Amendment Two slates: "The con­
stitutional amendment providing for the 
issuance of obligation bonds to provide 
educational loans to students."

County Education District propos­
als include:

Issue One: "The taxation of all 
tangible personal property, other than 
manufactured homes, in Wichita County 
that is not held or used for the produc­
tion of income."

Issue Two: "The exemption of 20 
percent of the market value of the resi­
dence homestead from ad valorem 
taxation in Wichita County."

Issue Three: "The exemption of

New students who will attend ei­
ther Kidwell or Bradford elementary 
schools should register at their respec­
tive campuses during the same hours as 
the junior high, 8-12 and 1-3:30, but on 
one day, Monday, Aug. 19.

Kidwell classes arc Kindergarten 
through Second grade, while Bradford's 
arc Third through Fifth grades.

Students who will attend high 
school and did not attend classes in 
Iowa Park last year are to report to the 
counselor’s office one day next week, 
Aug. 12-16. Hours are 8-12 and 1-4.

Those students should have with 
them their personal shot records and 
previous school s transcript, according 
to Richard Davis, principal.

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JACK SELLERS MARKS GRAVE OF CIVIL WAR VETERAN WITH CONFEDERATE FLAG 
. . .  Solomon M. Butcher, who died in 1914, is buried at Highland Cemetery.

10 Confederate vet graves marked
Jack Sellers took another big step 

toward marking the graves of every 
Confederate veteran in WichitaCounty, 
when he visited Highland Cemetery 
Tuesday afternoon.

Sellers, the gate keeper at Lake 
Diversion, is a member of the General 
W.R. Scurry Camp 606, Sons of Con­
federate Veterans.

A veteran of Viet Nam, he traces 
his military heritage through every war 
in which the United Stales has partici­
pated, including the war between the 
states.

Sellers has obtained a computer

printout from the courthouse records of 
every Confederate veteran buried in the 
county, and began his quest to plant 
miniature Confederate flags at each of 
their graves last week, beginning at 
Electra.

Armed with a list of 11 names of 
veterans who have reportedly been 
buried here, he was able to find only 10. 
The cemetery’s records did not contain 
the burial site of Wm. B. Ragan, which 
was on the list.

He was able, however, to mark the 
graves of W.H. Ballard, Solomon M. 
Butcher, A.J.N. Dunn, Benjamin N.

Ferguson, Albert Freeman, J.G. Goins, 
Wm. C. Huff. Orville Mills, Wm. O. 
Mobcrley and Asbery H. Moore.

Already standing along side the 
gravestone of Mr. Butcher was an 
American flag. None of the others, 
however, were similarly marked.

The gravestone of Mr. Moore was 
the only one, according to Sellers, which 
was specifically designed as a marker 
for Confederate veterans. It is in the 
southeast comer section of the cemetery.

In all. Sellers' list indicates 146 
veterans of the Confederate Army are 
buried in Wichita County.

POLICE REPORT

53  h o o d  o rn a m en ts re c o v e re d
Police are hopeful of putting an end 

to a recent rash of vehicle hood orna­
ment thefts.

Dozens of complaints were reported 
during the past week, and several the 
week before, of the decorative -- and 
expensive -- ornaments having been 
taken.

Tuesday morning, a janitor at 
Kidwell Elementary found a cache of 
ornaments, in a trash dumpster on the 
school campus.

There were 53 of them.
Lt. Ray Smock says he feels he has 

a strong lead to identifying one or more 
culprits, though he has not yet inter­
viewed any suspects.

Friday morning, a resident at the 
Colonial Apartments on Johnson Road 
reported an ornament theft, and added 
numerous other vehicles parked in the 
area also were minus the decorative 
pieces.

Investigation determined paint on 
several of the vehicles' hoods had been 
scratched during the commission of the 
thefts, which added to the expense of 
the crimes.

The next day, police were besieged 
with calls of vehicle owners on Re­
becca, Cornelia and East Washington, 
also reporting hood thefts.

That list was added to Sunday by 
residents living on Louisa.

Smock feels the thefts are "copy­
cat" actions, following news reports of 
similar thefts in Wichita Falls.

Chief Wayne Parsons credited Of­
ficer Michael Dozier with "good police 
work" which led to the arrest of two 
black males and the return of fishing 
equipment taken Sunday.

A Wichita Falls resident reported 
to police that evening of having seen, 
while he was fishing at Gordon Lake, 
two black males walking away from his 
parked pickup.

He said two tackle boxes and an ash 
tray full of coins were missing, and gave 
police a description of the vehicle the 
pair was seen leaving in.

Dozier heard the report on his pa­
trol car's radio, and saw a vehicle 
matching the description, but it was in 
the west side of the city.

The officer confiscated the fishing

tackle, which was identified by the 
owner.

Eric Burton, 18, was later arrested 
after he confessed to the theft, and a 16- 
year-old juvenile is to be turned over to 
juvenile authorities. Both are Wichita 
Falls residents.

Burton was taken to Wichita County 
jail en lieu of $500 bond placed on him 
by Justice of the Peace Bill Robinson.

An 18-year-old Wichita Falls 
woman was arrested Tuesday aflemoon. 
During a traffic check, it was deter­
mined Wichita County Sheriffs Office 
had a warrant against her.

Carla Cooks, who was released to a 
sheriffs deputy to be transported to jail, 
was wanted on an assault charge.

Five mail boxes, either damaged or 
knocked over along West Smith some­
time Saturday night, were found by 
owners Sunday morning and reported 
to police.

Another criminal mischief report 
received Sunday morning was from a 
resident in the 300 block of West Crys­
tal, who said a rock had been thrown 
through the home’s kitchen window.

Trustees begin budget study
School trustees got their first look 

at the proposed 1991-92 budget, during 
a called meeting Tuesday night, and 
willcontinue studying the proposal when 
they hold their regular monthly meeting 
next Monday.

Next week's meeting, to begin at 
7:30p.m., will be held in the junior high 
school library.

Besides looking at the proposed 
budgets of the individual campuses 
Tuesday, trustees accepted three resig­
nations, and approved the hiring of
seven.

Anticipated expenditures for next 
year, unless additional cuts are made by 
the board before formal adoption, are 
$6,687,616.

Local revenues were estimated at 
$3336,268, with $655,436 from spe­
cial programs, total $3,991,704, which 
would leave $2,695,912 required from 
the state to balance the proposed bud­
get, according to figures provided the 
board.

The process of developing a bud­
get was explained to board members by

Richard Davis, high school principal.
He said each teacher, regardless of 

the campus, is given the opportunity to 
list respective needs. The list, once 
turned in to the principal, is discussed 
bet ween teac her and adm in istrator, wi th 
cuts made as necessary.

The principal then sits jointly with 
the superintendent, and additional cuts 
are made, to provide "as lean as pos­
sible" a proposed budget to the board.

As trustees reviewed each campus' 
budget, questions were asked concern­
ing various line items. Trustees assured 
administrators and teachers in the au­
dience they were not questioning the 
needs, but attempting to understand the 
requests, especially when increases over 
the current budget were noted.

Among the department budgets to 
be discussed next week are the trans­
portation and food service areas.

The three resignations accepted 
included: Pat Coker, gifted and talented; 
Julie Pc tree, elementary library aide, 
and Joni Woods, speech and drama.

Personnel hired were: Laura Dicaro,

elementary gifted and talented, seven 
years experience; Patrick Jackson, 
spccch/drama, 23 years drama teacher 
at Wichita Falls High; Vicki Dillard, 
high school English, four years experi­
ence, and Darlene Barrington, Bradford 
resource.

Also, Kristine Cary, junior high 
(half day), Patricia Raby, elementary 
library aide, six years experience as 
ChaptcrOne and special education aide, 
and Linda Springer, junior high Chap­
ter One aide, no experience.

Because the legislature added five 
more classroom days to the 1991-92 
year, the school's policy concerning the 
number of unexcused absences needed 
to be amended, Dennis Brooks, assis­
tant high school principal, told the board.

Without a change, students could 
miss 20 days and still receive credit to 
pass, he explained.

Only five days absence per semes­
ter will be permitted, the board policy 
read after amending.

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My understanding, as of this writ­
ing, is that the district judge has ruled 
the "Robin Hood” legislation which 
created the County Education Districts 
(CED) to be "constitutional.”

The legislation was being chal­
lenged by some affl uent sc hool districts 
on the basis of a 1931 state supreme 
court’s ruling that sending money from 
one district to another was unconstitu­
tional.

Be that as it may, the legislature has 
created a whole new level of bureau­
cracy with the CEDs.

And, as usual, that new level is not 
funded by the state. The costs, and there 
will be plenty, are left up to the districts 
making up the CEDs.

In case you haven't kept up with 
what the CEDs arc all about, their pur­
pose is to develop an equalized tax rate 
among the member districts, and dis­
tribute monies from one to another if the 
district has inadequate tax base.

That is supposed to give education 
"equality," which is demanded by the 
liberals on our current state supreme 
court.

But, local districts can add to their 
local taxes what is desired to fund any 
and all otherprograms they wish. Thai's 
called "local enrichment."

And. the legislation calls for an­
nual increases in the base tax rates.

Left out of the legislation was who 
would pay for the cost of administration 
of the CED. That, apparently, is to be 
borne by the member districts.

What kind of costs, you might well 
ask, if each district is to continue to 
collect its own taxes?

Well, those taxes collected must be 
immediately sent to the CED, which is 
to distribute it back to the members.

That means that the CED must have 
a depository bank to handle the money, 
which will, in Wichita County, all be 
handled by electronics.

But there is a catch. That deposi­
tory bank, because of the smallness of

the CED s regular balance, will want to 
be paid for its services.

There's no telling what such a ser­
vice fee will be. Especially when you 
consider the size of the bank will by 
necessity have to be.

You see, the Texas Education 
Agency requires a depository to have 
enough securities on hand to cover any 
size deposit on any given day.

So, even if the money is held, even 
electronically, by the depository over a 
night, that depository must have ad­
equate securities to cover it.

When you consider how much 
money Iowa Park, Burkbumett, Electra, 
City View and big ole' Wichita Falls 
could pul in the bank on any given day, 
you're talking about a bunch of monies.

And unless the bank can be earning 
money on those securities by using the 
school money deposited, the bank is 
going to have to charge a fee for having 
those securities available.

The newsletter also informed as­
sociation members that its finances 
arc currently at an all time low, 
putting a strain on the operating bud­
get. Since the cemetery is not within 
the city limits, the city cannot be de­
pended on to provide further assis­
tance.

At the present time the only 
sources of income for the operating 
budget are individual donations, lot 
sales and donations received on water 
bills. These are helpful but not suffi­
cient to keep an attractive cemetery, 
the newsletter pointed out.

sonal property.

counties. These districts have the lim­
ited purpose of levying the required 
first-tier tax to raise the equivalent of 72 
cents pier $ 100 of assessed market value 
and redistributing the proceeds among 
local school districts within the county 
education district.

This proposed amendment would 
authorize the new districts to hold 
elections to allow voters within the 
districts to decide whether to grant an 
exemption on a percentage of the as­
sessed value of residence homesteads; 
whether to grant an additional exemp­
tion on the homesteads of elderly and 
disabled persons; and whether to im­
pose taxes on certain types of personal 
property. In thcenabling legislation that 
was passed during the regular session of 
the legislature, the amount of the 
homestead exemption was specified as 
20 percent, and the exemption for eld­
erly and disabled persons was set at 
$10,000 exemption on homesteads of 
elderly and disabled persons and the 
freeze on property taxes for elderly and 
disabled persons.

The enabling legislation also di­
rected the county education districts to 
present the propositions to their voters 
in an election to be held on Aug. 10, 
1991. The wording of the proposals on 

local ballots will be identical across the 
state, but the order may vary. Dec isions 
made by voters in a district would apply 
in that district only, contingent upon the 
decision of voters statewide on the 
proposed constitutional amendment 
which authorizes these elections.

Thus, voters who go to the polls on 
Aug. 10 will be asked to vote simulta­
neously on a constitutional amendment 
and to vote on the local tax options 
authorized by the proposed amendment. 
If voters approve the proposed amend­
ment statewide, the locally adopted 
options would go into effect without 
delay. This is being done in order to 
enable the new taxing districts to 
implement voter decisions in the prop­
erty tax bills scheduled to go out in 
October.

1. Trustees of the new county edu­

cation districts are appointed by local 
school boards rather than being elected 
by voters, and thus do not have the 
discretionary authority to decide 
whether or not to grant these exemp­
tions or impose these taxes on personal 
property. Therefore, the power to make 
these decisions must rest with voters in 
the county education districts.

AGAINST

1. Passage of this proposed amend­
ment would shift the tax burden from 
residential property to businesses. It 
would affect county education districts 
across the state very differently. Those 
that are dependent primarily upion resi­
dential property would be forced to raise 
residential property taxes more than 
those that rely on commercial property.

2. Tax exemptions for some prop­
erty owners would result in higher taxes 
for others. Only 259 of the more than 
1,050 school districts in Texas currently 
grant the homestead exemption. This 
amendment could result in a large in­
crease in propicrty tax exemptions 
statewide, narrowing the property base 
that must provide the local share of 
public school funding, which contrib­
utes approximately half of all school 
funding. This would mean higher taxes 
for the remaining taxpayers in order to 
maintain the required local funding.

PROPOSITION NO. 2 (SJR 5) 
WORDING ON BALLOT: The con­
stitutional amendment providing for  
the issuance o f general obligation 
bonds to provide educational loans to 
students

EXPLANATION
This propiosed amendment would 

authorize the legislature to allow the 
Higher Education Coordinating Board 
to issue up to $300 million in general 
obligation bonds to finance educational 
loans to Texas students attending Texas 
colleges and universities. The maxi­
mum interest rate would be set by law. 
An interest and sinking fund would be 
established to pay the principal of and 
interest on the bonds as they mature. 
The legislature could provide for the 
investment of bond proceeds and es­
tablish the interest and sinking fund. 
The suite cannot issue bonds to finance 
student loans without this constitutional 
amendment because the Texas Consti­
tution prohibits the legislature from 
lending the credit of the state without 
spiecific authorization in the constitu­
tion and prohibits use of public funds 
for grants and loans to individuals. 
Previous amendments authorized issu­
ance of $85 million for student loans in 
1965, $200 million in 1969, and $75 
million in 1989.

FOR
1. These loans are urgently needed 

to meet the fall 1991 demand or loans to 
financially-needy students. If this 
amendment is not approved, approxi­
mately 15,000 Texas students (the

number who received loans last year) 
may be unable to attend Texas colleges 
and universities this year. These loans 
go only to financially needy students 
who otherwise could not afford to at­
tend college.

2. The student loan program usu­
ally generates as a revolving, self-sup­
porting fund. Because changes in fed­
eral loan programs have created large 
increases in demands for state loans, 
and because most of the many loans 
made in recent years are not yet due, the 
bonds to be issued are necessary to fund 
the program until payment on recent 
loans begin to come in. The bonds will 
be paid back, plus interest, by borrow­
ers, not taxpayers.

AGAINST
1. The state does not need to incur 

any more debt. The bonded indebted­
ness of the state now totals $7.5 billion. 
General obligation bonds, which ac­
counted for $2.3 billion in debt at the 
end of fiscal 1989, reached $2.8 billion 
at the end of 1990.

2. This proposed $300 million debt 
will not star'd alone. The legislature 
should undertake a comprehensive 
evaluation of overall state debt before 
voters are asked to add to i t

PROS AND CONS 
OF

COUNTY EDUCATION 
DISTRICT PROPOSITIONS

The propositions below will be pre­
sented to voters at the same time as the 
proposed constitutional amendment 
above. Although the language of the 
propositions will be identical statewide, 
the order in which they appear on the 
ballot may vary.

W ORDING ON BALLOT: The 
taxation o f all tangible personal prop­
erty, other than manufactured homes, 
in (name of the county education dis­
trict) that is not held for use for the 
production o f income.

FOR
This would spread the tax burden 

over a wider base by generating rev­
enue from non-income producing per­
sonal propicrty such as boats, cars and 
motorcycles.

AGAINST
Appraisals, verification of prop­

erty, and collection of the tax creates 
costs to taxpayers that may offer the 
income generated. Many local govern­
ing bodies do not collect this tax be­
cause it has a high dcliqucncy rate and 
is difficult to enforce equitably.

FOR
If locally-granted homestead ex­

emptions are completely eliminated, 
homeowners in the local school dis­
tricts that have been granting home­
stead exemptions are likely to face large 
property tax increases. This proposed 
exemption could cushion the impact of 
expected increases.

AGAINST
In districts with substantial com­

mercial property, this proposal would 
shift the tax burden from residential 
property to business. Districts that are 
largely residential would suffer losses 
of tax revenue and would have to raise 
tax rates to generate the required amount 
of local funding.

WORDING ON BALLOT: The ex­
emption o f$10,000o f the market value 
o f the residence homestead o f an in­
dividual who is disabled and o f $10,000 
o f the market value o f the residence 
homestead o f an individual who is 65 
or older from ad valorem taxation in 
(name o f county education district).

FOR
The proposal would alleviate the 

impact of higher school taxes on those 
most likely to be adversely affected by 
them.

AGAINST
Property taxes are already frozen 

for individuals 65 or older and for dis­
abled persons; this proposal would cre­
ate an even larger exemption. This 
proposal is not need-based and would 
exempt many individuals who can af­
ford to pay the higher taxes, increasing 
the burden on other taxpayers.

Mitchell provided copies of corre­
spondence from the Texas Education 
Agency concerning state financing. In 
part, it stated:

"The frustration level of school 
administrators is understandably run­
ning very high during these unusual 
times. Districts arc facing deadlines in 
preparing budgets and adopting tax 
ratcs....Sincc the district must adopt a 
budget by August 31, 1991, districts 
may choose to adopt a preliminary 
budget by that lime with the under­
standing that it may need to be amended 
at a later date. It is recommended that 
the lax rate not be set until the legisla­
tive process has ended and you have 
reviewed the certifications from this 
agency as noted below.

"School Finance Update No. 7dated 
July 11, 1991 stated that the Commis­
sioner of Education would be providing 
by July 31,1991 (1) the total amount of 
taxes each County Education District 
(CED) was required to collect along 
with the total amount it was todistributc 
to each component district and (2) the 
certification to each component district 
of any revenue loss due to changes in 
funding formulas and/or proration 
amounts for use in the calculation of the 
rollback tax rate. The information 
scheduled to be released by July 31, 
1991 will be delayed."

Besides continued study of the 
proposed budget at next week's meet­
ing, trustees are to canvass Saturday’s 
election results, accept the certified 
appraised valucsof the tax roll, and take 
action on the June and July lax reports.

Action is expected on a lax abate­
ment agreement with Cryovac, and also 
on Carl Perkins Federal Vocational

funding.
Action also is expected on bids for 

cafeteria supplies, as well as the pro­
posed cafeteria price list.

Also expected is board action on a 
list of students requesting transfer to 
school here from outside the district.

There will be 92 days on the first 
semester’s calendar and 88 on the sec­
ond semester.

Attendance committee hearings 
will be held in the two-week period 
after the end of each semester.

The board rejected one bid, for 
vehicle fuels, but accepted another, for 
carpet cleaning.

Only one bid was received for fuel, 
so alter rejecting that bid the call for 
bids will be re-advertised, it was ex­
plained.

Less government needed
Dear Bob:

1 really appreciated Mr. Glen 
Mitchell's letter last week about the 
legal and legislative problems that face 
our schools. Mr. Mitchell is an out­
standing individual and an excellent 
example for our students. I have great 
empathy for him. It must be difficult to 
plan when you don't know how many 
days of school to schedule for or how 
much money there will be to fund the 
school district.

Yet, I couldn't disagree more with 
his solution to the problem. Texas DOES 
NOT need a STATE INCOME TAX. 
The people are already paying sales tax, 
property tax, gasoline tax, excise tax, 
"sin" tax, and numerous "user fee," 
"inspection" and "license" taxes. More 
forms of taxation will not settle the 
issue of equitable education among the 
numerous school districts. I have sev­
eral ideas that I believe cut to the heart 
of the problem.

First, the people need to eliminate 
the politician's retirement benefits and 
return to statesmen. Why should poli­
ticians have a separate retirement rather 
than the Social Security System that is 
provided for the people? Why should 
they be vested in their retirement sys­
tem after only 20 quarters while the 
people must have 40 quarters? Why 
should they make approximately four 
limes the average annual income of 
other citizens?

Second, we need to amend the 
United States Constitution to make 
Federal Judges subject to the will of the 
people. Since Monroe v. Madison we

have seen a continuous growth in the 
power of Federal J udges and a complete 
loss of any balance of power between 
the judicial, legislative and executive 
branches of government and between 
the slate and federal governments. What 
happened to government of the people, 
for the people and by the people?

Third, we needall levels of govern­
ment to exercise greater fiscal restraint. 
Jessie Latham, my elementary school 
principal, was responsible for approxi­
mately 800 students plus staff and did a 
superlative job without an Assistant 
Principal. Two of our schools have 
considerably less students and an As­
sistant Principal. In addition we have an 
Assistant Superintendent in a system 
with only four schools. I'm certainly not 
talking personalities. These arc all fine 
individuals. It’s simply a matter of pe­
cuniary limits. The people already spend 
five months of the working year paying 
for government.

I join The Leader in urging people 
to vote NO to more forms of taxation 
and levels of government on Saturday,

B udgel, bids, property sale and cost 
cutting actions will be on the city 
council's mcetingagenda Monday night, 
when aldermen meet at 7 in council 
chambers.

Administrator Gary Jones is to have 
his "bottom line” figures that came out 
of a two-night budget workshop by the 
council last week.

If no additional cuts arc necessary 
to hold the city's tax rate at 80 cents per 
$ 1 00 valuation, action is expected to set 
a public hearing on the proposed new 
budget within IS days.

Should the council decide an in­
crease is necessary to fund next year's 
budget, however, a 30-day notice will 
be required before the hearing is held 
and adoption action can be taken.

Council members cut approxi­
mately $1-million from the proposed 
budget during the work sessions, leav­
ing a budget approximately $2.8-mil­
lion.

A major problem which confronted 
the budget-making process was the loss 
of over $2-milIion in taxable values.

Among the cost-cutting actions 
taken by the council also is on the agenda. 
That is, if approved, to formally contact 
the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers that 
the city docs not have the funds to 
participate in a feasibility study con­
cerning the established flood zone.

The city’s share was said to be 
approximately $1-million, and alder­
men said they did not feel the taxpayers 
would want to put up that much money 
fora study.

Formal action on non-participation 
could not take place during the budget 
work session, however, so it will be 
addressed Monday.

The administrator will ask for 
council approval to approve the sale of 
property at 610 East Bank, to the high­
est bidder. The auction would satisfy a 
tax and labor lien held by the city against 
the property.

Jones also will ask permission to 
enter into a contract to purchase mate­
rials for the Recreational Activities 
Center parking lot. At a cost of $7.65 
per ton, final cost is estimated at $7,650.

Permission also will be sought to 
advertise for uniform service for per­
sonnel in public works and public utili­
ties departments.

Five ordinances will be considered 
by council members for adoption. They
