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BUDGET, TAX RATE ON TAP TONIGHT
T'rustees face lengthy agenda

They may have to make more than
one pot of coffee for tonight's meeting
of the school board. It could last until
the wee morning hours, according to the
agenda.

The key agenda topic for the
meeting, which is to begin at 8 p.m. in
the junior high school library, is adopt-
ing the official school budget and set-
ting of the 1991-92 tax rate.

Al the board's meeting two weeks
ago, a "preliminary” budget was ap-
proved that called for expenditures of
$6,897,614, with anticipated revenues
of $7,534,182.

Supt. Glen Mitchell's proposed
budget was based on a total tax rate of
$1 per $100 valuation. This included a
75-cent rate adopted by the County
Education District (CED) and 25-cents
local.

All projected revenues were based
on a collection rate of 97 percent.

The state legislature mandated that
all CEDs in Texas set aminimum rate of
72-cents, and allowed local districts to
establish rates above that to retire bonds

and for local enrichment.

lowa Park published a "Notice of
Comparable Tax Rates and Revenues”
which stated a local rate of 27-cents was
being considered, which would gener-
ate a total of $3,462 per pupil, as com-
pared with last year's $3,212 average.

Even if the additional two cents,
which would make a total rate of $1.02,
were adopted, Iowa Park's rate would

be the lowest of all districts in the CED,
which includes Wichita Falls, Eiectra,
Burkburnett and City View.

Each of the campus principals is 10
report on this year's start of classes, and
the superintendent is 1o give current
enrollment figures.

1. Force a state income tax;

2. Shift more taxes down to local
property owners and laxpayers.

It also is:

It is a state
property tax. What the state is not tell-
ing you is that local districts will get
some monies from the CED, but will
see their state allocations cut a com-
mensurate amount.

77.5-cents.

* The minimum CED rate will rise
from 72-cents to $1.00 in four years. At

If
this is a matter of control, then someone
has their priorities wrong.

There is a grassroots protest in
progress. Someone saw a bumper sticker
the other day. It read, "Don’t re-elect
anybody."

That bumper sticker was surely
referring 1o members of the legislature
and the courts. If the trend is not re-
versed, that is the ultimate answer.

The numerous volcanic eruptions
produced the largest gas cloud of the
century. Atpresent the gascloud, known
as an aerosol, circles the globe and has
covered all low-altitude regions.

The cloud has led to a decrease in
solar radiation reaching the ground be-
low the aerosol of over seven percent -
- what the meteorologist terms a "very
significant reduction.”

By October or November, the
United States will get very vivid sunsets
and sunrises announcing the arrival of
the aerosol to the mid-latitudes. Big
changes in our weather patterns will
follow, though they'll be too late to
affect this year's crop.

The best way to guess the effects of
the aerosol is to assume that the climate
has shifted south. Except that the nor-
mal climate 100 to 200 miles north of
you at any time will be the climate you
will experience during the coming year,
the meteorolofist explained.

Large volcanic aerosols usually
reduce crop production in most regions
of the world. Butthe first year following
past eruptions has usually benefited the
U.S.

The meteorologist's predictions
include:

* Over the next two years, there
will be a decrease in some key world
crops.

* The weather in general will be
more variable, with late spring frosts
and early fall frosts in the mid-latitudes.

* Winters will be colder and longer
and snow should lie on the ground
longer.

The forecaster anticipates that those
U.S. crops that had a good start prob-

HIGHLIGHTS

AUSTIN - Two signs of the
times at the Texas Legislature
recently:

s Gov. Ann Richards signed
the new $59 billion budget,
complaining there was no way to
figure out the “complicated mass
of bureaucratic mumbo jumbo.”

s Speaker Gib Lewis created
a 19-member select committee to
study the way the House operates.

Lewis' critics say the speaker is
fecling pressure to return to the

House rules used before he and his
successor, Billy Clayton, changed
them.

Lewis installed state Rep. Ron
Wilson as chairman of the commit-
tee. Wilson, D-Houston, a power-
ful voice in the House Black Cau-
cus, is also chairman of the Liquor
Regulation Committee.

Critics point out that Lewis
stacked the deck by leaving off
the House members such as Al
Price of Beaumont; Dan Kubiak
of Rockdale; Paul Moreno of
El Paso; and Billy Clemons
of Pollok, all of whom have
introduced reform bills.

In the matter of the budget,
Richards urged that future budgets
be written so that citizens of
Texas other than CPAs with code-
breaking skills could read them.

In today’s Texas government, an
official’s ability to hide tax money,
or to find where it’s hidden, is
an asset. Especially if one can go
back and use it for one’s purposes.

Camouflaged Monecy
Much like parents who know
if their teenagers believe the

money’s not there, they won’t ask
for it, some high Texas officials
camouflage revenues from interest
proups and lawmakers below the

leadership level.

The practice is so well estab-
lished that whenever new money is
“discovered,” there’s always spec-
ulation as to whether it was “hid-
den.”

Examples which occurred last
week involved the treasurer, comp-
troller, the Senate and the state
wildlife agency.

After Comptroller John Sharp,
a Democrat, said no money
was available for state workers’
pay raises, Treasurer Kay Bailey
Hutchison, a Republican who had
projected all along a surplus of

about $750 million, said the state
had a cash balance of $1.005
billion.

Much of the $750 million
already had been appropriated by
lawmakers for the next two years.

Hutchison said an upturn in cer-
tain segments of the Texas' econ-
omy resulted in the additional sur-
plus, which Sharp said is enough
to fund most of the pay raise au-
thorized by the Legislature. Now
the average state worker will get
an extra $36 per month,

21% Spending Hike

But at the Capitol, where
lawmakers wio hiked spending 21
percent with new taxes have been
blaming it on new prisons and
school finance, the new budge:
shows increased spending of $39
million (31 percent) for their State
Capitol operations.

The House budget was cut
slightly, but the Senate’s jumped
$8.4 million, or 22 percent.

After Senate Secretary Betty
King explained that $2.5 million
was for two new units in the Leg-
islative Budget Board, a surprised
LBB head Jim Oliver told a re-
porter he knew nothing about that
particular funding.

And the Legislature is using
for its own purposes the money
paid by sportsmen dedicated for
fish and wildlife conservation,
said Alan Allen, director of
the Sportsmen Conservationists of
Texas.

Allen said $1.5 million from
state fees for licenses and stamps
were quietly diverted by state
lawmakers, thus jeopardizing $15
million in federal matching funds.

Hutchison Urges Action

As the voters have decreed, the
clique of inside money managers
at the Capitol is predominately
Democrats.

However, voters also put one
fly in their ointment: Treasurer
Hutchison, a Republican.

Hutchison keeps the books that
Richards used to keep, and she has
not only been urging the GOP line
of restraint on spending and taxes,
she’s been pointing out ways to
save.

Lasi week, she urged voters
to approve bond money for new
prisons, and criticized Democrats
for not playing harder to remove
a court-ordered 95 percent prison

occupancy cap.

She said Attorney General Dan
Morales should be ready to appeal
to the U.S. Circuit Court of
Appeals if the judge refuses relief.

Other Highlights

s Richards line-item vetoed
more than $800,000 from the
Public Utility Commission bud-
get, perhaps the only state agency
still dominated by Republicans.
“Either it’s a partisan political
hit by the governor, or we have
had a determination that they do
not want utilities regulated,” said
PUC Commissioner Marta Grey-
tok.

CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENTS
SPECIAL ELECTION
NOVEMBER 5, 1991

PROPOSITION NO. 1
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 114 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize home rule cities
having a population of 5,000 or
fewer inhabitants to amend their
city charters by a majority vote of
a city’s qualified voters at an elec-
tion held for that purpose. The
amendment makes clear that home
rule cities that have declined in
population below the population re-
quired to initially adopt a charter
may nevertheless continue to amend
their charters.

The proposed amendment will be

described on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment al-
lowing home-rule cities with a
population of 5,000 or less to
amend their charters by popular
vote.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 10 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would allow the legislature to
authorize the Texas Department of
Transportation to expend money,
from any source available, for the
costs of the turnpikes, toll roads, or
toll bridges of the Texas Turnpike
Authority, provided that any monies
expended from the state highway
fund shall be repaid to the fund
from tolls or other turnpike rev-
enue.

The proposed amendment will be

described on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
mandating the repayment to the
Department of Transportation of
monies expended to assist the
Texas Turnpike Authority in the
construction, maintenance, and op-
eration of turnpikes, toll roads
and toll bridges.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 26 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the Veterans’
Land Board to invest, as authorized
by law, moneys of the Veterans’
Land Fund which are not immedi-
ately committed to the payment of
principal and interest on bonds
issued by the Veterans' Land Board,
the purchase of lands, or the pay-
ment of expenses. Investment of
such moneys would no longer be re-
stricted to investments in bonds or
obligations of the United States. The
proposed amendment would also
authorize the Veterans’ Land Board
to invest, as authorized by law.
moneys of the Veterans’ Housing
Assistance Fund which are not im-
mediately committed to the payment
of principal and interest on general
obligation bonds issued by the Vet-
erans’ Land Board for the benefit
of the Veterans’ Housing Assistance
Fund, the making of home mor-
tgage loans, or the paymeut of ex-
penses. Investment of such moneys
would no longer be restricted to in-
vestments in bonds or obligations of
the United States. The proposed
amendment gives the legislature
power to implement the amendment
and to delegate such duties and au-
thority to the Veterans’ Land Board
as it deems necessary.

The proposed amendment will be

described on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment to
authorize the legislature to further
implement and enhance the ad-
ministration of the veterans'
housing assistance and land pro-
grams and to expand the invest-
ment authority of the Veterans’
Land Board.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 4 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would allow the legislature to au-
thorize the issuance of a maximum
of $1.1 billion in general obligation
bonds. The proceeds of the bonds are
to be used to acquire, construct, or
equip new prisons and substance
abuse felony punishment facilities,
mental health and mental retarda-

tion institutions, and youth correc-
tions institutions, to repair and reno-
vate existing facilities of those
institutions and to acquire, repair,
or renovate other facilities for use
as state prisons or substance abuse
felony punishment facilities. The
$1.1 billion is in addition to the $900
million currently authorized by the
constitution to be expended on bond
issues for facilities of correctional
and mental health and mental re-
tardation institutions. The bonds
would constitute a general obligation
of the state. The bonds and interest
on the bonds would be paid from the
first money coming into the state
treasury that is not otherwise ap-
propriated by the constitution, less
any amount in a sinking fund at the
end of the preceding fiscal year that
is pledged to payment of the bonds
or interest.

The proposed amendment will be

described on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the issuance of up to
$1.1 billion in general obligation
bonds for acquiring, constructing,
or equipping new prisons or other
punishment facilities to confine
criminals, mental health and men-
tal retardation institutions, and
youth corrections institutions, for
major repair or renovation of
existing facilities of those institu-
tions, and for the acquisition of,
major repair to, or renovation of
other facilities for use as state
prisons or other punishment fa-
cilities.”

PROPOSITICN NO. 5
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 39 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would allow a county, junior
college district, or municipality to
exempt tangible personal property
from ad valorem taxation if: (1)
the property is acquired or brought
into the state in an enterprise zone
to be forwarded outside the state,
(2) the property is assembled,
stored, repaired, maintained, manu-
factured, processed, or fabricated
in the enterprise zone, (3) the prop-
erty is transported outside the state
not later than 1756 days after being
acquired or brought into an enter-
prize zone, and (4) the person who
acquired or brought the property
into an enterprise zone is a qualified
business. A county, junior college
district, or municipality may exempt
such property by entering into a
written agreement with a qualified
business that states the duration of
the exemption and the terms on
which the exemption is granted. Any
action to exempt property must be
taken before April 1 of the first
year in which the property would
otherwise be taxed. The term “enter-
prize zone” means an area that (1)
has been designated as such by a
state agency responsible for econom-
ic development, and (2) has per-
vasive poverty, unemployment, and
economic distress. The term “quali-
fied business” means a business that
meets the qualification established
by general law. and requires that
the qualified business is actively en-
gaeed in a new business in the enter-
prize zone or is expanding a business
that is already active in the enter-
prise zone. An enterprise zone is
created to foster economic develop-
ment in an area of pervasive pov-
erty and unemployment.

The proposed amendment will be

described on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the exemption for ad
valorem taxes of certain property
in an enterprise zone.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 8 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would establish a Texas Ethics
Commission with the powers and
duties provided by law, The com-
mission would consist of eight ap-
pointed members selected as fol-
lows: two members of different
political parties appointed by the
governor from a list of at least ten
names submitted by the members of
the house of representatives from
each major political party; two

members of different political par-
ties appointed by the governor from
a list of at least ten names sub-
mitted by the members of the senate
from each major political party;
two members of different political
parties appointed by the speaker of
the house of representatives from a
list of at least ten names submitted
by the members of the house from
each major political party; and two
members of different political par-
ties appointed by the lieutenant
governor from a list of at least ten
names submitted by the members of
the senate from each major political
party. A major political party is a
political party required by law to
hold a primary. With the exception
of the initial appointees, commission
members would serve for four-year
terms. A member who has served for
one term and any part of a second
term would not be eligible for reap-
pointment, The commission would
be authorized to recommend the
salary of the members of the legis-
lature and may recommend that the
salary of the speaker of the house
of representatives and the lieutenant
governor be set at an amount higher
than that of other members. If the
commission recommends a change in
salary, the voters would be autho-
rized to accept or reject the salary
change at the next general election
for state and county officers. If the
voters approve the recommended
salary, that salary would take effect
January 1 of the next odd-numbered
year; if the voters reject the recom-
mended salary, no change in salary
would occur. The commission would
set the per diem of the members of
the legislature and of the lieutenant
governor. The per diem could be
raised or lowered biennially as
necessary to pay members’ costs,
but could not exceed the amount al-
lowed as of January 1 that year as
a federal income tax deduction for
living expenses incurred in a legis-
lative day in connection with a mem-
ber’s business as a legislator, disre-
garding any federal income tax ex-
ception for legislators residing near
the Capitol. The commission would
have other powers and duties pro-
vided by the commission’s enabling.
act (Senate Bill 1, 72nd Legislature,
Regular Session)., The amendment
would also provide that an increase
in the emoluments of the office of
Lieutenant Governor would not make
a legislator ineligible to serve in the
office of Lieutenant Governor.

The proposed amendment will be
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
creating the Texas Ethics Com-
mission and authorizing the com-
mission to recommend the salary
for members of the legislature
and the lieutenant governor, sub-
ject to voter approval, and to set
the per diem for those officials,
subject to a limit.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 6 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would allow the board of trustees of
each statewide public retirement
system to invest the funds of the
system in such manner as the board
considers prudent. The board would
no longer be limited to investing the
funds of the system in securities.

: The proposed amendment will be
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
to allow the board of trustees of
a statewide public retirement sys-
tem to invest the funds of the
system in a manner that the board
considers prudent.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 21 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would permit the legislature to
create debt by or on behalf of the
state if the legislature submitted
the debt question to the voters of
the state in the form of a proposi-
tion and a majority of those voting
approved the proposition. The legis-
lature may call the election, by joint
resolution approved by at least two-
thirds of the members of each house,
during any regular session or dur-
ing any special session if the subject
of the proposition is included in the
Governor’s proclamation for that
special session. A proposition must
clearly describe the amount and pur-
pose for which debt is to be created
and must describe the source of pay-
ment for the debt. The amount of
debt stated in the proposition may

not be exceeded and may not be re-
newed unless the right to exceed or
renew is stated in the proposition.
The legislature may enact laws
necessary to implement the authority
granted by a proposition. A law en-
acted in anticipation of the election
on a proposition is valid if, by its
terms, it is enacted subject to ap-
proval of the related proposition.
State debt that is created following
voter approval of a proposition and
that is approved by the Attorney
General is incontestable for any
reason.

The proposed amendment will be
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the voters of this state
to consider state debt questions in
the form of ballot propositions
that must clearly describe the
amounts, purposes, and sources of
payment of the debt only after
approval of the propositions by a
two-thirde vote of each house of
the legislature.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 11 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would authorize the commis-
sioner of the General Land Office
to issue patents for certain public
free school fund land for which
there is not a valid transfer of title
from either the State or the Republic
of Texas to a private party. A patent
is a document of title issued by the
state, On appleation to the School
Land Board, a person is entitled to
receive a patent if: (1) the land is
surveyed public free school fund
land, (2) the land was not patentable
under the law before the adoption of
this proposed amendment, (3) the
person acquired the land without
knowledge of the title defect out of
the State of Texas or the Republic
of Texas and held the land under
color of title, the chain of which
dates from at least January 1, 1941,
(4) the person has a recorded deed
on file in the county courthouse
and, in conjunction with his prede-
cessor in interest, has claimed the
land for at least fifty years as of
January 1, 1991, and (5) the per-
son, in conjunction with his prede-
cessor in interest, for at least 50
years has paid taxes on the land
together with all interest and pen-
alties associated with any delin-
quency. If the applicant is denied a
patent, the apolicant may file suit
against the School Land Board in a
district court in the county where
the land is located within 60 days
from the date of denial. The pro-
pesed amendment does not apply to
beach land, submerged land. or
islands, and may not be used to
resolve a boundary dispute. The pro-
posed amendment also does not apply
to land found by a court to be state-
owned or to land on which the state
has given a mineral lease that is in
effect when a patent is sought. A
patent under this proprsed amend-
ment for land within five miles of
mineral production shall reserve
minerals to the state in the manner
provided by law for reservations of
minerals in sales to claimants of un-
surveved school land within five
miles of production. An application
for a patent under this proposed
amendment must be filed with the
Schonl Land Board before January
1, 1993,

This  proposed constitutional
amendment is similar to the version
of article VII. section 4A, that was
in effect between 1981 and 1990.
The main difference is that under
the earlier version the applicant for
a patent to land had to have a chain
of title that dated back to at least
as early as January 1, 1932,

The proposed amendment will be
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the commissioner of
the General Land Office to issue
patents for certain public free
school fund land held in good faith
under color of title for at least 50
years.”

PROPOSITION NO. 10
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 15 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would allow the legislature to
pass general laws to exempt proper-
ty owned by a nonprofit corporation
organized to supply water or pro-
vide wastewater service from ad
valorem taxation. A nonprofit cor-
poration would be eligible for the
exemption if its bylaws provide that

on dissolution, the assets remaining
after the discharge of the corpora-
tion’s indebtedness will be trans-
ferred to an entity providing water
supply or wastewater service, or
both, which is exempt from ad
valorem taxation. The transferred
assets must be property that is rea-
sonably necessary for and used for
water supply and wastewater ser-
vices.

The proposed amendment will be

described on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to ex-
empt from ad valorem taxes cer-
tain property of a nonprofit
corporation that supplies water or
provides wastewater service.”

PROPOSITION NO. 11
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 8 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would allow the legislature to pass
laws to authorize the State of Texas
to operate lotteries and to enter into
a contract with one or more legal
entities that will operate lotteries on
behalf of the State of Texas.

The proposed amendment will be
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
authorizing a state lottery.”

PROPOSITION NO. 12
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 34 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that would increase the total amount
of bonds that may be issued by the
Texas Water Development Board to
provide wholesale and retail water
and wastewater facilities to eco-
nomically distressed areas of the
state. The proposed amendment in-
creases the maximum principal
amount of the bonds from 20 per-
cent to 50 percent of the $500 million
amount authorized by article III,
section 49-d-7, of the Texas Constitu-
tion. The proposed amendment would
increase the maximum aggregate
dollar amount of bonds that the
Texas Water Development Board
could issue from $100 million to
$250 million.

The proposed amendment will be
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment to
increase from 20 percent to 50
percent the percentage of Texas
water development bonds previ-
ously authorized by Texas voters
that may be issued for economical-
ly distressed areas.”

PROPOSITION NO. 13
ON THE BALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 2 proposes
a constitutional amendment that
would allow the legislature to pass
general laws authorizing Texas
Higher Education Coordinating
Board or its successor to issue and
sell up to $300 million of general
obligation bonds to finance educa-
tion loans to students. The maximum
net effective interest rate to be
borne by the bonds would be set by
law. The amendment would also
authorize the legislature to provide
for the investment of bond proceeds
and to establish an interest and
sinking fund to pay the bonds and
provide for the investment of such
fund. Bonds authorized under this
amendment would be paid from the
first money coming into the treasury
in each fiscal year that is not other-
wise appropriated by the constitu-
tion, less any amount in an interest
and sinking fund established at the
end of the preceding year that is
pledged to the payment of the bonds
or interests.

The proposed amendment will be
described on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment
providing for the issuance of gen-
eral obligation bonds not to exceed
$300,000,000 to continue existing
programs to provide educational
loans to students, with repayments
of student loans applied toward
retirement of the bonds.”
