Every once in a while a book
comes along that is truly thought-
provoking. I have long admired the
thinking of Judge Robert Bork. One
of the grand tragedies of the past is
that Judge Bork was denied a seaton
the Supreme Court. His insight,
wisdom and original thought would
have shaped the future of this coun-
try.

Though Judge Bork is not on the
Court, he has written a book, entitled
"Slouching Toward Gommorah,"
which should be required reading for
anyone interested in the current po-
litical and moral climate in this
country. His insightintohow America
has come to this point in its history is
both enlightening and disturbing.

One of the main points Judge
Bork makes is that the current prob-
lems facing this nation -- teen preg-
nancy, juvenile violence, lack of
morals, loss of community, disregard
for religion, etc. -- are rooted in the
decade of the 1960s. The seeds that
were sown then are reaching matu-
rity now.

The cause was the size of the
Baby Boomer generation. Through-
out the history of the United States,
generations were approximately the
same size as those that preceeded
them. As a result, the previous gen-
eration was able to pass the traditions
and moral values to the next genera-
tion. That socialization is necessary,
according to Judge Bork, to keep
stability and civilization in society.

That all changed with the Baby
Boomer generation. Birth rates were
depressed by the Great Depression.
Then World War II caused many
couples to postpone marriage and
children. The result was a huge
number of children born between
1946 and 1964. In fact, that genera-
tion was twice the size of the group
who came before.

Itis Judge Bork's contention that
the Baby Boomer generation over-
whelmed mostestablished American
institutions. The public schools and
colleges were awash with new stu-
dents and could not effectively cope
with the growth.

Because institutions could not
effectively socialize the Baby Boomer
generation, Judge Bork maintains that
the Baby Boomers developed their
own culture. Since there were somany
members of that generation, it made
an attractive market for the enter-
tainment industry, clothing manu-
facturers, auto companies and others.

Beat Tax Rush For

Social Security Numbers
Taxpayers are urged to act now
to beat the rush for Social Security
numbers needed for tax retumns.
The Intermal Revenue Service
will not process returns with missing
orincorrect Social Security numbers.
To get a new or replacement
Social Security card, call toll-free, 1-
800-772-1213. The best times to call
to avoid a busy signal are later in the
week and the second half of the month.
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The following garden checklist
will help you keep up with garden
and landscape winter-protection and
holiday plant care for the month of
December.

Planting and Plant Care:

* Remember to water your trees,
shrubs and lawn even during the
winter if rainfall is not adequate. A
monthly deep-watering will help
protect plants and turfgrass and re-
duce potential freeze damage.

* Use several inches of mulch
around bedding plants, trees and
shrubs to modgrate soil temperatures
and conserve moisture. Quality
mulches are also an attractive ground
cover,

* Plant wlip and hyacinth bulbs
aftera42-dayrefrigeration treatment.
Soil temperatures are about 60 de-
grees in the area and bulb planting
can be completed during the month
of December.

* Install pansies, ornamental kale
and cabbage, and other cool-season
color plants to replace freeze-dam-
aged summer annuals.

* Plant container-grown trees,
shrubs and groundcovers as well as
recommended fruit and pecan trees.

* Select Poinsettias, Christmas
Cactusand other holiday house plants.
Place in a bright window away from
heater vents or areas with cool drafts
of air. Remove foil wraps on con-
tainers that inhibit proper drainage.
Have plants sleeved at the nursery or
florist prior to moving them home
and always ship them in a protected
area such as inside your vehicle, not
in the bed of a pickup.

* Select fresh-cut Christmas
trees. Place tree in a sturdy stand
capable of holding water. Always
make a fresh cut on the trunk prior to
placing in a tree stand. Keep water
level above the cut trunk area o re-
duce needle drying. Place trees away
from any heat sources such as fire
places, heating vents, etc., to reduce
fire hazards.

Living trees which are contain-
erized can also be enjoyed for the
holidays and then planted into your
home landscape for years of enjoy-
ment. Afghan Pine is a good choice
for a living tree.

Fertilization:

* Incorporate a quality slow-re-
lease nitrogen lawn food in beds prior
to planting pansies and other cool-
season annuals. Supplement with a
water-soluble plant food every six
weeks.

* Have garden soils tested for
fertilization needs during winter, so
thatinformation isavailable for Spring
gardening. Your county Extension
office has soil testing forms and di-
rections. There is a minimal cost for
testing procedures.
