Seeking to succeed Bill Robinson 
as this precinct's JP, since Robinson 
has announced he will not ask for 
another term, are Marc Newman and

Ray Smock.
Both filed for places on the 

Democratic Party's ballot, so the 
winner of the primary will be die roan 
who lakes Robinson's place.

Iowa Park native Terri Voyles 
Pcnaluna is being opposed by Lucille 
Hcring for the Democratic Party's 
nominee in the county clerk race. The 
winner will face Republican Lloyd

The new cable provider has 
tentatively requested a 15-ycar fran­
chise period, but council members 
indicated they would not favor such 
an extended period, for any com­
pany.

Aldermen agreed with the mayor 
that numerous guns held at the police 
station should be cither destroyed or 
sold.

Most of the guns will be offered 
for sale, through scaled bids, it was 
decided.

Education blessed their lives

Milton and Geneva McWhorter 
say they have been honored many 
ways in the near half century they 
have been educators.

McWhorter smiled and said," we 
have been blessed with a great life.” 
He added tilings have fallen into 
place for them throughout their life 
and career. Even their journey of life 
together, he believes, must have been 
just meant to be.

Mrs. McWhorter graduated Pio­
neer High School when she was six­
teen. He graduated Olney High 
School.

They attended Abilene Chris­
tian University, where they met and 
became friends. However, after they 
received their bachelor degrees in 
business administration they went 
their separate ways.

Geneva moved to Cross Plains to 
teach typing and Milton went to 
Winters as the D.E. coordinator.

Geneva was only twenty when 
she begin leaching high school and 
her students were almost the same 
age as she. Geneva said staying out 
late and not getting enough sleep is 
what made her mean enough to tacch.

She then went to Holliday and 
taught a year before she and her 
roommate decided to move to Dallas 
and work for Blue Cross as secretar­
ies. She laughed and said they thought 
they would make their fortune there.

Alter working for Blue Cross 
four years, she decided to return to

her first true love- teaching. She went 
back Abilene and worked at Abilene 
Christian University as the Assistant 
Registrar, and thcnioSnyder to teach.

She said that at dial lime Snyder 
was the highest paying school dis­
tract in Texas.

She said she had always wanted 
to leach, and had hoped to coach 
basketball butneverdid. Millonaddcd 
that she was a basketball star in high 
school, she went to All District.

In the meantime McWhorter had 
moved back to Olney and began 
teaching seventh and eighth grade 
science.

They each had decided they 
would spend their summers going 
back to Abilene Christian Univ. to 
get their masters degrees.

It was during this time that they 
got reacquainted, fell in love, and 
began their journey of life togedier in 
Olney.

He continued to teach seventh 
and eighth grade science and she 
taught typing, shorthand and book­
keeping. They also taught adult con­
tinuing education night classes.

The McWhorter's moved to 
Clyde from Olney where lie Ux)k the 
principal's position at Clyde High 
School. Mrs. McWhorter Uxik a job 
at the high school teaching b<K>k- 
keeping, typing, and English.

Geneva said Milton then became 
her boss at home and work. With a 
laugh, she added he w as a slave driver, 
and had she not been married to the

boss she would not have even gotten 
a bathroom break. They did not have 
a teachers lounge because he said his 
teachers did not have lime to lounge.

While at Clyde Milton was 
elected to represent the Oil Belt 
District 7 at the Texas State Teachers 
Assn, convention in San Antonio by 
Oil Bell District 7 members.

McWhorter had served as presi­
dent of the Callahan Unit of TSTA in 
1957 and 58, director general of the 
District 10-A Intcrscholastic League, 
and delegate to the Slate Teachers 
Convention.

Mrs. McWhorter was a director 
at large for the Abilene Christian 
College Alumni Assn.

In I960 the couple left Clyde and 
moved to Wichita Falls w here he took 
a teaching job at Fain Elementary.

He later became a counselor at 
Reagin Jr. High, Barwisc and then 
Wichita Falls High School.

Mrs. McWhorter became a pro­
fessor in the division of business and 
later became the office head of the 
office administration program at 
Midwestern State Univ. Thirty-three 
years later she still maintains an 
office at MSU and gives test, for 
credits by examination in keyboard­
ing and word processing.

In 1970 the McWhorters moved 
to Valley View. The Valley View 
school district had a house they were 
taking bids on and Milton said he 
made a bid on the house and was 
fortunate enough to get it.

They had wanted their sons, Tim 
and Mark, to attend Valley View 
School. Geneva added that at that 
lime Valley Vicw was the only school 
in this area that had air conditioning.

They were only there a short time 
before Valley View and Iowa Park 
schools consolidated.

They sold their home in Valley 
View as well as a home they still had 
in Wichita Falls and bought the Ap- 
paloosa Horse Farm on FM 367 where 
they still reside.

Milton said that Geneva had not 
wanted to give up her house in Wichita 
Falls, but later was glad she did.

The house in Wichita Falls was 
destroyed in the 1979 tornado. Milton 
said" again, we were very lucky."

McWhorter retired from the 
education field in 1981 and went to 
work in clothing retail sales.

As the couple reminisced about 
their early years as educators, they 
talked about the many changes, expe­
riences and rewards in the world of 
education. They both spoke of the 
people they've met and places they 
have gone that may not have been 
possible had they not been in the 
education field.

Mrs. Me Whortcrsaid she thought 
it was very interesting that in 1947 
she taught a Bible Class for which 
students received school credits, and 
now the Bible cannot be taught in 
public schools.

After Willa and Glen married, 
they continued to teach at Brownfield 
while working toward their masters 
degrees atTexas Tech. Willa received 
her masters degree in education, and 
Glen a masters degree in administra­
tion.

Glen served as principal or su­
perintendent, and Willa taught el­
ementary and junior high students in 
several school districts around the 
state, before they moved to Iowa Park 
in 1985.

Glen, who was named superin­
tendent of Iowa Park CIS D in 1985, is 
now retired. Willa taught at Elcctra 
the first two years they were here and, 
for the past 10 years, has been a third 
grade teacher at Bradford Elemen­
tary.

The Mitchell's have three chil­
dren, Regina, Kevin and Vicquc.

Regina and her husband, Gary, 
live in Sherman where she has a 
business and he runs an automobile 
dealership. They have three sons, 
Jeremy, 19, Ryan, 17, and Derrick, 
14.

He and his 
wife Alicia, who is a school teacher, 
have a four-year-old son, Christo­
pher, and Grace, their ninc-month- 
old daughter.

Schools receive 
computer grant

The Iowa Park School District 
was notified last week that it had 
received a grant from Southwestern 
Bell, through their Operation 
SchoolNcteducation program, to wire 
36 classrooms for internet access at 
Kidwcll and Bradford Elementary 
schools and the junior high school.

Value of the grant is estimated at 
$4,320.

The 12 connections at each of the 
three campuses extends the plan for 
wiring that was initiated when the 
district received the Texas Education 
Agency (TEA) Computer Connec­
tions Grant at the high school two 
years ago.

The TEA grant connected all 
classrooms at the high school to the 
internet. The wiring system provides 
a connection between each classroom 
and the central server in the library 
via computer cables and video co­
axial cables using a fiber optic back­
bone.

The Southwestern Bell grant will 
provide a beginning at the three 
campuses that will eventually con­
nect all classrooms and campuses in 
the district to each other and the 
internet.

The connections will be installed 
by the Southwestern Bell Pioneecrs, 
a voluntary group of Southwestern 
Bell employees, on Saturday, March 
7, and Saturday, March 14. Local 
volunteers are needed to help install 
the wiring. No computer system 
knowledge or experience is required 
to help, and those wanting to assist 
can volunteer by calling Becky 
Lovclady at the school administra­
tion building, 592-4193.

The application for the South­
western Bell grant was submitted 
during the 1996-97 school year by 
Lee Pclz and Robert Palmer.

If youarc searching for ancestors 
in Oklahoma, visit the Oklahoma 
Historical Library, Historical Build­
ing, Oklahoma City, OK. 73105. 
There are some US census records 
1790 to 1920 for Oklahoma and other 
states.

Also look for city, county and 
state histories. The struggles of your 
ancestors in the territory, the estab­
lishment of the five nations: Creek, 
Cherokee, Chickasaw, Choctaw and 
Seminole, all add to family history. 
During the Civil War the five Indian 
nations sided with the Confederates.

In 1889 the first of Oklahoma's 
unique land runs attracted about 
50,000 people. The second run was 
in 1893 and some 100,(XX) were at­
tracted to the territory. The first oil 
boom was in 1897.

A great deal of history was made 
in Oklahoma, when it became a state 
in 1906. If you arc looking for family, 
check land records, cemetery records 
and Oklahoma Civil War pension 
applications. With patience one can 
search through files of clippings, 
pamphlets and other miscellaneous 
information.

Oklahoma has most of the 
newspapers on microfilm, including 
those published before statehood. 
These are a good source for obituar­
ies, birth and marriage announce­
ments, and also as historical infor­
mation.
