He had conceived the idea thatin
addition to meet, eat, trade with each
otherand use firstnames, there should
be added to the luncheon club con-
cept the idea of "service to others."

Jones had watched Rotary from
1905 and Kiwanis from 1915 progress
into real luncheon clubs and grow,
despite war-times, to where they were
forces in the business and profes-
sional world.

After writing letters conferring
with some already established orga-
nizations heads he finally got them
all to meet.

The first meeting was held in
Dallas on Oct. 8, 1917, with 36 del-
egates and eight alternates.

The name "International Asso-
ciation of Lions Club" was adopted
24 10 6.

Currently the Towa Park Noon
Lions Club, with about 20 business-
men and women, is still keeping the
idea of a "service club” going.
