January poor 
for businesses

January was a disappointment 
for Iowa Park businesses, according 
to the monthly sales tax report from 
the state comptroller's office.

The city was issued a sales tax 
rebate for that month in the amount of 
$16,380.32. That is 18.47 percent 
less than the $20,091.87 rebated in 
March of 1997, according to the re­
port.

However, for the year, Iowa Park 
is2.65 pcrccntahcad.havingrcccivcd 
$72,164.28, as compared with the 
$70,295.18 reported the same month
a year ago.

The city of Elcctra is about in the 
same boat, with this month's check 
down 23.24 percent from last year, 
and a minus 1.05 for the year.

Burkbumctt and Wichita Falls 
both have big gains, primarily due to 
the increased sales taxes which were 
approved by their residents, with gains 
of 106.26 and 103.81 percent, re­
spectively, for the year.

School trustees considering 
after-school childcare plan

A survey will be sent home with 
Kidwcll and Bradford elementary 
students to determine if there is a 
need for an after school childcare 
program on those campuses.

Members of the school board 
gave their approval of llic survey af- 
tcrhcaringaproposalby Leroy Three t 
and JoLynn Cockrum, representing 
the Recreational Activities Center 
(RAC), during their regular meeting 
Thursday night.

Thrcct, president of the RAC 
board of directors, and Cockrum, 
executive director, told trustees that 
because of the number of activities 
going on at the RAC, it is limited on 
space. They suggested looking at the 
possibility of having an after school 
child care program at Bradford and 
Kidwcll, with no costs to the school 
district.

The staff and their salaries would 
be taken care of by the RAC. Cost of 
the service would be figured on a 
sliding scale, and be determined by 
the family's income.

Cockrum said they hope to have 
the program in place before next year, 
and asked permission to conduct a 
survey, which was granted by the 
board.

In other action, trustees approved 
the 1998-99 school calendar, cast 
ballots for the Region Nine Educa­
tion Service Center board of directors 
election, granted an casement for 
Lone Star Gas, and approved a re­
quest to use athletic facilities for a 
football camp and volleyball camp, 
both in June.

The 1998-99 schoolcalcndar was 
approved, with an application for a 
waiver to Texas Education Agency 
for three additional staff development 
days. It was felt that these added days 
arc necessary for training in new pro­

grams and complying with suite re­
quirements.

Lone Star Gas representative 
Russell Gilliam's request for an 
casement for a pipeline, relocated 
around the tennis courts at the junior 
high school, was granted. The case­
ment is for work done last year at the 
school.

Athletic Director Weldon Nelms 
was given permission to use the ath­
letic facilities fora football camp and 
a weight and strength camp, both to 
be held in June. Nelms would be in 
charge or the funball camp,and Blake 
Stevens will conduct the weight and 
strcngtli camp.

A request from Coach Brenda 
Hodges to use the high school gym 
and facilities for a volleyball camp 
this summer was approved. Diane 
Conrady, volleyball coach at 
Windlhorst, will run the camp which 
will be held June 8-11.

In his report, Supt. Mike 
Caplingcr discussed the new TAAS 
rules relating to special education 
students. The new rules require that, 
beginning next year, TAAS results 
for students receiving special educa­
tion services who meet the account­
ability subject criteria will be included 
in the evaluations to determine 1999 
ratings.

Caplingcr received the board's

approval for the installation of ceil­
ing fans in some of the classrooms at 
Kidwcll. The Ians were paid for with 
funds from Kidwcll PTA, but any 
structural changes on the campuses 
are required to be approved by the 
trustees.

The superintendent also ex­
plained ways that technology would 
be used as a curriculum delivery 
system; went over the first draft of 
District 5-AAA UIL rules and regu­
lations; prelim inary Cokc/Pcpsi bids; 
and the proposed staff development 
for 1998-99.

Robert Palmer and Randy 
Lovclady, high school and junior high 
school principals, respectively, told 
ol the state Advanced Placement re­
quirements. The new program will 
eventually replace the present honor 
classes, and teachers will have to have 
special training and be certified be­
fore teaching the classes. This year's 
freshman class will be the first to 
graduate under the new program.

Jeff Watts, chairman of the 
school's lOOtli anniversary committee 
reported on their recent meeting. He 
said drat a motto had been selected 
which says, "A Century of Success -

A major pollster was complain­

ing that people now have caller 
identification telephones, and if they 
don't know the caller, they just don't 
answer when it rings.

Because major polling compa­
nies reportedly use computerized 
dialing, the gist of the article was that 
a major portion of the population is 
not responding when called, there­
fore throwing off their figures.

1 can understand the public's not 
wanting to answer these types of calls. 
They apparently are as sick and tired 
of telephone solicitations as I am.

I've even had callers to tell me 
right off that they’re not selling any­
thing, but only conducting a survey. 
And then the questions all center 
around a particular product, which I 
could order while the caller was on 
the line.

Worth Quoting
Dear Wichita Falls:
Nothing personal, you under­

stand, but there arc lots of reasons 
why the large majority of your events 
don't and won't get publicized in the 
Clay County Leader unless you pay 
for the space (buy an ad).

Now in case all this sounds a 
little self serving, just read on, and 
you'll sec that this is really not a plug 
for the newspaper but an explanation 
of the challenges faced by Henrietta 
and Clay County if it is ever to revi­
talize its retail trade business and 
boost its economy through events 
and tourism.

The problem can be summed up 
in two words: Wichita Falls.

Don't misunderstand, Wichita 
Falls is not the enemy. It is not nec­
essary to have an adversarial rela­
tionship with our much larger 
neighbors to the northwest.

” Wichita Falls is not a culprit 
because that's what it wants to be. It 
is a culprit because that is the nature 
of business and marketing in the late 
20lh Century.

And unless we want the 21st 
Century to be more of the same — lax 
and retail dollars drained out of Clay 
County and into Wichita — we must 
come to a fundamental understand­
ing of the problem and devise cre­
ative solutions to mitigate the cir­
cumstances.

At the Leader we are inundated 
with "news" releases about events in 
Wichita Falls. The large majority go 
straight into the ground-level file.

Very few ever see the pages of 
the Leader. There are several reasons 
for this.

First and foremost is a simple 
matter of time and space. We do not 
have the time to edit and typeset these 
releases, and if we did, we do not 
normally have the space to publish 
even a few of them.

The reasons we do not have the 
space include the fact that the name 
of this newspaper implies that we are 
the leading source for news about 
Clay County. And in a typical week, 
by the time we gctall the Clay County 
news into the paper, if s full, no space 
left for news from Wichita Falls, or 
any other surrounding area.

Then others will try to argue 
with us (always an effective tech­

nique). They will stress how many 
people in Clay County will be inter­
ested in their event (we won't argue 
that).

So we patiently explain again 
about our space restraints, and we 
bite our tongue rather than ask the 
question, ’’Which local news item is 
less important than your 'news’ re­
lease and should be yanked so yours 
can get in?”

What we don't explain to them is 
the fact that we do not wish to pro­
mote people leaving Clay County to 
spend their money. We are not under 
the illusion that if we don't promote 
events outside Clay County you won't 
go, but it's a symbolic gesture on our 
part in our campaign to support local 
businesses.

Now we all know there arc things 
you just can’t do (like to the movies) 
or buy (like men's suits) in Clay 
County. And wc don’t pretend that 
when you're up the road you don't 
buy other things that you could have 
bought here — due to factors such as 
price or convenience.

But as long as wc have a news­
paper to publish, it will be done under 
that philosophy.

It is the same philosophy which 
prevents us from actively selling ads 
to out-of-town merchants who arc in 
direct competition with local mer­
chants.

We believe that any short term 
gains to our bottom line will be more 
than offset by long term losses if we 
do not promote Clay County first.

We hope the day docs not arrive 
when our only choice to keep the 
doors open is to call on merchants up 
the road.

So you sec W.F., it's not that we 
don't like you as a neighbor, wc just 
don't want to see your house getting 
bigger and your cars getting nicer at 
our expense. Wc want to hang on to 
what we've got and maybe see it get 
a little better instead.

We're not jealous or envious of 
you. We just want to sec the hard 
working merchants and citizens of 
Clay County prosper so that we can 
continue to offer the great quality of 
life that makes this such a wonderful 
place to live, work, worship and raise 
a family.

Gardbmk Hints
By MARK TERNING, COUNTY AGENT - HORTICULTURE
The following questions were 

received at the Wichita County Ex­
tension office over the past week. 
Your landscaping and gardening 
questions arc welcome and may ap­
pear in future editions of Garden 
Hints.

Q. Wc have a number of Elcagus 
shrubs in our landscape in Wichita 
Falls. The trunk and branches seem 
to have been damaged by something. 
The bark is stripped off all up and 
down the trunks. What could cause 
this type of damage?

A. The dmage appears to be the 
result of some type of rodent. You 
can actually sec the markings and 
damage on the shrubs from the front 
teeth of rodents used for cutting called 
incisors. The vertical scrapes arc the 
giveaway.

Perhaps a rat or rats or a similar 
rodent may be doing the damage. Try 
live trapping the culprit to determine 
what you are dealing with. Trapping 
will probably also be your best bet for 
control.

Q. What happened to the peach 
crop after Wednesday night's freez­
ing temperatures?

A. That was a very popular 
question on Thursday. Peach crops in 
large commercial orchards fared well 
after Wednesday night and early 
Thursday morning temperatures 
dipped into the low twenties to upper 
teens.

The majority of peach trees were 
in the pink bud stage of development. 
This enabled the trees to withstand 
the cold temperatures without a ma­
jor loss of fruit producing buds. Trees 
such as apricot and some plums that 
were in full bloom were damaged 
more severely.

Everyone is looking forward to a 
good crop of Charlie and Thombcrry 
peaches this year. I just hope wc can 
make it through the remainder of 
winter without any major freeze 
damage.

Q. We have numerous Hack- 
berry trees in Wichita Falls land­
scape. The trees are full of mistletoe. 
It seems like mistletoe is getting worse 
every year in town. My question is 
how to eliminate the mistletoe from 
my trees?

A. Mistletoe is a parasite that 
lives on the host plant which happens 
to be your trees. Mistletoe has be­
come more of a problem in Wichita 
Falls over the past few years.

Elimination is probably not very 
realistic, but you can suppress the 
parasite. Cut out clumps of mistletoe 
by cutting back six to eight inches 
behind where the parasite is attached 
to a limb. This will help remove the 
root-like system that grows into the 
tree from the mistletoe.

Trees which arc heavily infested 
with the mistletoe may require ex­
tensive pruning. Hackbcrry is often 
attacked by mistletoe in landscapes 
and other areas.

Q. My old fashioned Photinias 
in Burkbumctt really look bad after 
the last freeze wc experienced. Do 
you think that the plants are perma­
nently damaged?

A. The Photinias you arc refer­
ring to arc actually Chinese Photinia. 
Yes, they do look rough after the last 
freeze. Mainly the newest growth 
was damaged the worst by the cold 
temperatures.

Tender new growth is always 
the most susceptible plant tissue to 
freezing conditions. This will not 
cause any permanent damage to the 
Photinias beyond setting back the 
growth a bit. The Chinese Photinias 
are tough plants which can be found 
in many older neighborhoods and 
landscapes.

They were here during the ex­
tremely cold weather of 1982 and 
1983 and have still managed to exist 
even under poor management con­
ditions in some instances.

Joyce Rcntschlcr presented a 
report on the Independence Hall 
Preservation Fund, which GFWC 
supports.

Independence Hall is almost 300 
years old, and has witnessed many 
historical events in our nations's his­
tory, including the signing of the 
Declaration of Independence. It has 
been recognized by the United Na­
tions as a World Heritage Site, yet 
twice this building, which is only one 
part of Independence National His­
torical Park, has found itself on 
America’s Most Endangered Historic 
Places list. This is due primarily to a 
lack of funds to properly repair and 
maintain itsopcrulion. It is now mainly 
tended by the U.S. National Park 
Service which receives funding from 
Congress, but the actual needs far 
exceed annual appropriations. For this 
reason, the Independence Hall Pres­
ervation Fund was established to raise 
money from private citizens under 
the leadership of GFWC. The sales of 
a specially designed memorial pin by 
the GFWC will generate funds to be 
applied to the preservation of Inde­
pendence Hall.

Frances Park told of two other 
symbolsofour nations’s heritage, Ellis 
Island and the Statue of Liberty.

Ellis Island was the primary im­
migration station for immigrantsen­
tering the United Stales from 1982 
until 1954, when it was closed. It is 
estimated that 90 per cent of the im­
migrants entering the United States 
came through Ellis Island, which 
processed more than twenty million 
immigrants in its 62 years of opera­
tion. It was declared part of Statue 
National Monument in 1965.

Statue of Liberty, whose official title 
is "Liberty Enlightening the World." 
A gift from France to the United Slates, 
the 152-foot statue was designed and 
built by the French sculptor Auguste 
Bartholdi, and completed in France 
in 1884.

It was shipped to the United S tates 
and erected on Bcdloc Island in New 
York Harbor, where it was officially 
dedicated in October, 1886. The base 
on which it rests was designed by the 
architect Eifcl, who designed the Eifcl 
Tower in France.

The major American publisher, 
Pulitzer, was responsible for the fund 
drive in America which made it pos­
sible to furnish and install the base for 
the statue, by arousing public opinion 
and soliciting donations from all 
walks of life for the project.

Park completed the report by 
reading the inscription at the base of 
the statue, written by Emma Lazaarus.

Jean Johnson gave a summary of 
an article from a 1995 issue of 
Southern Journal writen by Liz Car­
penter, the Texas woman who was 
secretary to Lady Bird Johnson, 
covering 200 years of history.

President Wanda Singer con­
ducted the business meeting in which 
members voted to contribute to the 
planting of Red Oaks in the Lehman 
Area of Highland Cemetery as their 
Arbor Day project.

Members were urged to invite 
the public to a concert by the North 
Texas Men's Chorus, to be held 
Thursday evening, March 19, at First 
Presbyterian Church.

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Rotary Club places flags 
at homes and businesses

Because of the efforts of the Iowa 
Park Rotary Club on national holi­
days and the annual Whoop-T-Do. 
some 400 American Flags are seen 
displayed in front of many homes and 
businesses in Iowa Park.

For an annual $25 fee, Rotarians 
will put a flag in front of your home or 
business on Memorial Day, Flag Day, 
Fourth of July, Veteran’s Day, Labor 
Day, and the Saturday of Whoop- T- 
Do. Club members pul the flags out in 
the morning and take them down the 
same evening.

Rotarians are also placing flags 
on graves at Highland Cemetery. 
Those interested may call and pur­
chase a flag in memory of a loved one, 
which will be placed on the gravesite 
six times a year. The Rotary Club will 
send a card to the fam ily of the person 
memorialized.

A "flag drive” is currenly un­
derway to increase the number of 
flags the club puls out in Iowa Park. 
Anyone interested in having a flag 
put out at their home or business, or 
Highland Cemetery can do so by con­
tacting Rotary Club President, John 
Rcntchlcr, 592-4351 or other mem­
bers of the Rotary.

Donald Hill initiated the Flag 
Project with the Iowa Park Rotary 
Club in 1985.

Recently, Hill was recognized 
by the Rotary District for his efforts 
to bring the display of the American 
Flag Project to the Rotary Clubs of 
Wichita County.

In 1989 he made a presentation 
on the "how to" and benefits of the 
program to the Wichita Falls Rotary 
North. Since that time the program 
has been adopted by three other Ro­
tary Clubs in Wichita County, as well 
as other places. At this time approxi­
mately $65 ,000per year is being raised 
for community service in Wichita 
County by these five Rotary Clubs 
with additional growth anticipated.

Funds raised from the flag project 
'» used by the \owa Park Rotary Club 
to contribute to our community.

With our youth in mind, they select 
two Iowa Park High School seniors to 
receive a scholarship each year.

A senior is also chosen each 
month by the high school counselor 
as "Student of the Month." The Ro­
tary Club invites these students to the 
club luncheon and presents them with 
a certificate for their achievements 
and for being outstanding students.

The club also has a program for 
the third grade which involves giving 
the third grade students a color book­
let based on the Rotary 4 -way test. 
The test is 1. Is it the truth? 2. Is it fair 
to all concerned? 3. Will it build 
goodwill and better friendships? 4.

Will it be beneficial to all concerned?
The Rotary has also made dona­

tions the last two years to the Walking 
Path Fund at Lake Gorden, and they 
pick up trash along Iowa Park Road 
from City Hall to the edge of town 
during clean up week.

The Iowa Park Rotary Club is the 
youngest service club in Iowa Park. 
Harrel Sullivan, A.L. Reed and 
Charlie Lee organized the club and it 
waschartcrcdMay25,1975. Sullivan 
is the only charter member remaining 
in the club.

The first Rotary Club meeting 
was February 23, 1905 in Chicago. 
Paul Harris organized the first meet­
ing. The object of Rotary is "to en­
courage and foster the ideal of service 
as a basis of worthy enterprise."

There arc now 28,000 Rotary 
clubs throughout the world in 160 
countries with 1.2 million members.

Rotary International supports 
many programs worldwide, that the 
local club contributes to.

Rotary Youth Leadership 
Awards is among those.

Each summer thousandsof young 
people arc selected to attend Rotary- 
sponsored leadership camps or semi­
nars in the United States, and numer­
ous other countries. In an informal 
out of doors atmosphere, 50 to 75 
outstanding young men and or women 
spend a week in a challenging pro­
gram of discussions, inspirational ad­
dresses, leadership training and so­
cial activities designed to enhance 
personal development, leadership 
skills and good citizenship. The pro­
gram began in Australia in 1959.

Rotary Youth Exchange is an­
other of Rotary's most popular pro­
grams. It began in 1927 in Nice, 
France. In recent years more than 
7,000 young people have participated 
annually in Rotary sponsored ex­
change programs.

The fight againest Polio has been 
a great project for Rotary. In 1978, 
Rotary International launched its most 
comprehensive humanitarian service 
activity with the Health, Hunger and 
Humanity Program. The 3-H program 
is designed to undertake large scale 
service projects beyond the capacity 
of individual Rotary clubs or groups 
of clubs.

As a result of Rotary interest in 
3-H projects, attempts were made to 
improve the life of Polio victims. The 
first 3-H project was the immuniza­

tion of 6 million children in the Phil­
ippines against polio.

After Polio vaccination became 
available in 1985 it was a dream of 
Carlos Consaco, former international 
president, to raise money to abolish 
Polio worldwide. Working with world 
health organizations, a program was 
adopted to mass immunize children 
in all countries until all were immu­
nized. As a result of this program 
there have been no cases of polio in 
the western hemisphere in 4 years.

The Iowa Park Rotary Club has a 
weekly luncheon meeting, Wednes­
days at the R AC. They have a program 
each week covering various interests.

Rotary strives for one hundred 
altcndcnts. If a member misses a 
meeting they may visit another club 
to makeup the missed meeting.

There are 16 members of the 
Iowa Park Rotary.

Using Wildlife and Livestock 
To Benefit Range Land

I'm not sure if there is a more 
beautiful sight than lookingout across 
a landscape and watching wildlife 
co-exist with livestock.

I remember we ran some cows in 
Meeker, Colo, (which is in the 
northwest part of the state) when I 
was in high school. We often had to 
cut the deer from the cows when we 
worked calves.

Most of the time they cut them­
selves out before they were in the 
pens, but 1 remember one time when 
we (by acc idem) separated a doc from 
her fawn.

One word. Rodeo.
With the cyclic cattle market, 

low wheat prices, and die unpredict­
able North Texas weather, we need to 
start better utilizing our natural re­
sources. It has been proven in die past 
that you can manage wildlife and 
livestock together, profitably.

And, the workshop on Wednes­
day, Mar. 25, will give you ideas and 
management tools that you can use 
on your ranch to better utilize your 
land.

The workshop will be at Arthur 
Lillckcn's ranch south of Windthorst. 
As you travel 2.5 miles south of 
Windthorst from Wichita Fallson the 
Jacksboro Highway, you will see 
Schriebcr Road. Turn left (east) on 
Schricber Road foranother2.5 miles. 
The road turns to the right (south) and 
you will see Mr. Littckcn's white 
entrance gates about 3/4 mile from 
the turn in the road (we will have 
signs posted).

The workshop will start with 
registration at 8:30 a.m. At 8:45 we 
will have introductions and will start 
at 9:00 with Dr. Dale Rollins speak­

ing about how to set up hunting leases.
Dr. Rollins is the professor and 

Extension wildlife specialist in the 
San Angelo office. You have prob­
ably read his articles in the livestock 
weekly. He is also considered by 
many to be the most well known and 
best wildlife biologist in the state of 
Texas, and very well known across 
the country.

At 10 a.m. Dr. Allen McGinty 
will speak about brush sculpturing. 
Dr. McGinty is the professor and 
Extension range specialist out of the 
San Angelo office.

Dr. McGinty has spearheaded 
the brush buster program for the last 
three to four years and is considered 
one of the authorities on brush con­
trol in Texas.

The brush sculpturing programs 
parallel the brush busier program, 
but concentrates more on leaving the 
natural trails and paths for wildlife to 
enter your property.

At 11 a.m. J.F. Cadcnhead will 
talk about the native plants of north 
Texas. This will be a refresher course 
for those that attend that meeting.

Mr. Cadcnhead is the range and 
brush control specialist in the Vernon 
office. He has worked extensively in 
this area and is very familiar with this 
area.

At noon we will have a catered 
meal and afterwards we will go to the 
field and make some management 
decisions on the Littckcn's ranch. The 
program should be over around 3 
p.m.

We will be offering two CEUs 
for those that need to keep their pri­
vate applicators license current.

I also want everyone to know

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Hummingbirds topic 
Garden Club program

Tcrry McKee, of the North Texas 
Bird and Wildlife Club, presented a 
program on hummingbirds for a 
meeting, last week, of the Iowa Park 
Garden Club.

She said there are 10 common 
species seen in Texas, and seven less 
common. "Attracting the tiny birds to 
our landscape is an interesting hobby," 
she said, and gave some helpful tips.

"Plants with red and orange bell- 
shaped flow ers, which bloom 
throughout our growing season,along 
with feeders with nectar will bring 
these interesting birds to our gardens," 
Me Kcc said. " Rowers of the trumpet 
and honeysuckle vines, as well as 
snapdragons, petunias, penstemon arc 
but a few blooms, easily grown, that 
are enticing to 'hummers'," she con­
tinued.

McKee warned against using 
pesticides where the hummingbirds 
feed. She said a nectar made of one 
part sugar with four parts water, boiled 
two minutes and cooled, has been 
found to be nourishing to these heavy 
feeders. She recommended cleaning 
feeding containers once a week with 
hot water to remove mold or algae.

She said hummingbirds make

tiny nests of spider webs and lichen 
which are hard to spot. They like 
hawthornc and barberry bushes. 
Usually two or three liny eggs hatch 
and as the birds grow, the nest ex­
pands.

Thought for the day was given 
by Bonnie Illingworth: "Thcsccrctof 
getting ahead is getting started."

It was reported that several 
mcmbcrsaticndcd the District II Texas 
Garden Club Inc convention in Dal­
las, March 12, and were awarded door 
prizes.
