Council okays
cable franchise

The city council took actions
Monday night which will lead to the
transfer of cable television service in
Iowa Park from TCI Cablevision to
Friendship Cable of Texas.

Change over of the service was
initially to be May 1, however TCl is
expected to request a 60-day delay
before it becomes effective.

One major change in the fran-
chise agreement with Friendship that
has not been in effect is service
available toresidences within the city.

Also, the term of the franchise
agreement is seven years, rather than
the 15 years Friendship had requested.

That change requires service to
be extended in new housing addi-
tions, when a request is received and
there areat least five residences within
a quarter of a mile from the distribu-
tion cable. In the past, TCI made the
distinction when it would offer ser-
vice.

In other business, the council
heard a request for assistance in re-
pairing roadways at Highland Cem-
etery, set a date for auctioning sur-
plus property, set prices to accept
used tires at the convenience center,
and decided to meet in a called ses-
sion April 6 concerning hiring a po-
lice chief.

Leonard Davis, president of the

cemetery usocial.ion. asked the
council to allow city workers and

equipment make improvements on
roads in the cemetery.

He explained the organization
would purchase materials for the
work, but the manpower and equip-
ment were needed to improve the
roads, which he described as being in
"bad shape."

The council agreed to the re-
quest, but specified it would be done
at times when men and equipment
were available and would not interfer
with the normal summer street work
projects.

City residents wishing to dis-
pose of used vehicle tires at the con-
venience center will now be charged
$2 per passenger car tire (up to 16
inches) and $6 for truck tires.

The convenience center had
halted accepting any tires for a period
of time, but now a commercial firm
nas contracted to accept the loads for
disposal. That service is expected to
cost the city approximatcly $5,800
annually.

Next Tuesday is the decadline
publicized for the city to accept ap-
plications for chief of the police de-
partment.

Aldermen will hold a called
meeting the following Monday, to
narrow the ficld of applicants and set
a date for interviewing.

As of Monday, 18 applications
and resumes had been received.

Write-in candidate
files for city council

The City of Iowa Park will hold
an unusual election on May 2 -- un-
usual because only three names will
be on the ballot to fill three positions.

Millie (Mrs. Kenny) Jones filed
asawrite-incandidate for Place Four,
which is held by incumbent Joe
Singer.

So the voting ballot will carry
the three names of the incumbents
who filed for re-election before the
Mar. 18 deadline, and a blank line
will be below Singer's name on which
the write-in candidate's name can be
written by voters.

The state's election code allows

for write-in candidates to file after
Mar. 18.

In cases, such as the school
board's when none of the positions
arechallenged, noelectionis required
and those who filed automatically are
declared winners.

Incumbent Jeff Watts and new-
comer Randy Alsup are the only
candidates to have filed for the school
board election.

Also on the city's ballot along
with Singer will be incumbents Tim
Hunter, for Mayor, and Joe Ward,
Place Two Alderman.

Early voting in the city election
will be Apr. 15-28, at city hall.

"Welcome to the Republican

election.

Marshall is the Republican
chairman of Precinct 100, and like
other GOP stalwarts in these parts, he
remembers when [ was a yellow dog

Quoting

Democrat.

Actually, I think he may have
been wondering if I was going to
choke up some crow.

Having voted in several Repub-
lican primaries in recent years, I can't
claim to be a yellow dog anymore. |
don't want to claim either party, but I
have to vote somewhere.

I've been voting in Republican
primaries since former County
Commissioner Buddy Cole changed
parties for the 1992 clection. Buddy
waselected asa Democrat, and though
he had ignored my advice not to
change parties, I founditnecessary to
support him as a Republican, too.

Since then, Republicans have
monopolized county offices. So,
wanting my vote to count, I've swal-
lowed my pride and continued to
vote in Republican primaries when
county offices are on the ballot.

In 1992, over 600 voters in the
three Northeast Denton County vot-
ing boxes cast ballots in the Demo-
cratic primary for county commis-
sioner.

AUSTIN — Three consumer
groups charged last weeck that
insurance companies took in more
than $1.2 billion in excess profits
in 1997, and want the overcharges
passed on to policyholders through
lower premiums.

“This study shows the dramatic
nature of the overcharges and ought
to prod Commissioner Bomer to
take swift action and reduce rates,”
said Rob Schneider, senior staff
attorney for Consumers Union,
which did the study with Texas
Citizen Action and the Center for
Economic Justice.

Insurance Commissioner Elton
Bomer, who already has challenged
the 1998 auto rates of two insurers
as being too high, agrees that in-
surers have enjoyed healthy profits
since 1996. But he said two good
years do not alone prove that con-
sumers are being overcharged.

“Since these groups have not
provided me with a copy of their
report, it's difficult to respond,”
Bomer said. “But I assume the

report shows the same type of
information we have been aware

of for some time. I have been
saying for six months that auto rates

need to come down, and they are
dropping.”

Bomer said the groups are
looking at only half ‘the picture:
auto liability. “The personal injury
protection and physical damage
coverages were very unprofitable in
1996 and that trend appears to have
continued into 1997. I have to take
the entire picture into consideration
in reviewing rates.

“These consumer groups are
saying tort reform has failed just
because insurers have made profits.
That is wrong and illogical. Tort
reform has worked. Savings of
$624.8 million over a three-year
period are being passed on to
drivers,” Bomer said.

Bomer is precluded by law from
ordering rebates for consumers
when insurers make higher than
anticipated profits in a single year.

Group Opposes Legal Fees

Private attorneys representing
the state in its lawsuit against the
tobacco industry don’t descrve $2.3
million, according to organizers of
a new group formed to oppose the
fees.

“No one in their right mind
could say $2.3 billion is reason-
able,” said John Butler, president
of Texans for Reasonable Legal
Fecs. Butler announced a media
campaign against the fees.

The group includes members
of Texans for Lawsuit Reform,
Texas Association of Business and
Chambers of Commerce and Texas
Citizens for a Sound Economy.

In approving a $15.3 billion
lawsuit settlement between the
state and tobacco companies, U.S.
District Judge David Folsom found
that the $2.3 billion (15 percent) in
attorneys’ fees was reasonable.

Gov. George W. Bush and seven
legislators are secking to intervene
in the case and separate the matter
of attormeys’ fees from the main
settlement.

u Texas Comptroller John Sharp
last week delivered a total of $163.3
million in monthly sales tax pay-
ments to 1,090 Texas cities and 118
counties, an 8 percent increase over
the distribution in March 1997.
“Texas continues — for the fifth
consecutive year — to experience
strong economic growth, while
consumer confidence remains the
highest in the nation,” Sharp said.

Ireland than other parts of what use 1o
be called the Briush Isles. This is
because of a major disaster affecting
many records needed by the gene-
alogist.

In 1922 the Public Records Of-
fice in the Four Courts Building,
Dublin, was taken over by one side
during the Civil War. Previously, the
British Goverment, then in control of
Ireland, had ordered all the Church of
Ireland parish registers to be lodged
in the building for "safety" during the
troubles. ( The order did not apply to
the Catholic or the Presbyterian
Church or to other Protestant Sects.)

Some of the Church of Ireland
registers were not sent to Dublin and
some of those that were had been
copied first.

The registers were placed in the
Four Courts Building, which already
housed all the wills and census re-
turns, and a few months later it came
under fire. The records of Ireland
were used to barricade the windows,
the place caught fire, and everything
went up in flames.

Since then, the Public Record
Offices of both Eire and Northern
Ireland have managed to collect a
great deal of what is called "substi-
tute" or "secondary" material. All
lawyers were asked to search their
files and dusty deed boxes for wills,
which were photocopied. Other vital
documents surfaced in estate and
family collections.

So searching is not impossible
but requires patience and time. Be-
fore writing or visiting Ireland be sure
to do your homework.

Gather all the information
available from relatives to be armed
with places and dates as much as
possible.

Some Parishes kept their records
100 years and then they were stored
in the county scat, sometimes spoiled
by dampness but many stored safely
and more or less legible.

With time and careful searching
family genealogists are rewarded.
Don't give up, more and more data is
being found and processed.

The following questions were
received at the Wichita County Ex-
tension office over the past week.

Q.I live in Wichita Falls. I re-
cently ordered some Lombardy
Poplars from amail order house. They
arrived in bare-root form with pack-
aging around the root system. They
are supposed to be a fast growing
tree. My question is when should 1
plant these trees?

A.You need to go ahead and get
the trees planted as soon as possible.

Bare-root plant material should be
installed soon after received o keep
the roots from being damaged by
drying out. You may want to cut the
top growth back by about one-third
to compensate for root loss when the
trees were dug.

Lombardy Poplar is a fast
growing tree, however, there are some
problems with this tree that you should
be aware of.

The primary problem is borers.
These wood infesting insects tunnel
through the conductive tissue of
Poplar trees causing many trees to
die at an early age. Be prepared to
apply a borer preventative such as
Dursban to the trunk of the trees on a
monthly basis during the growing
season as a preventative.

Another problem, always asso-
ciated with the fast growing trees, is
limb and branch breakage in high
winds etc. Fast growing trees are
generally weak wooded.

Q. I have seen these ads for a
lawn grass called Zoysia in inserts in
my paper. The ads say that you only
have to mow the turf occasionally
once established. It sounds great to

me. Whatdo you think about Zoysia?

A.Zoysiais a warm-season turf-
grass that has excellent cold toler-
ance and is just about as shade toler-
ant as St. Augustine. The one thing
these ads fail to tell you is how slow

the Zoysia is to establish.

Most of the older varieties must
be solid bedded to properly be es-
tablished. The very small plugs that
the ads sell will be difficult to use to
establish a decent lawn.

Researchers have recently de-
veloped some newer varieties that
are more aggressive growers and may
be able to be partially sodded in and
still get good establishment rates.

Zoysia is slower growing, but
lawns still need to be mowed weekly
tokeepanattractive appearance. Look
for newer varieties in the future like
Palisades, and Cavalier, and Jammer
at your local nursery.

Q. We have a newer home in
Burkburnett with a bare lot. Right
now there are only weeds in the lot.
When can I start a new lawn? What
type of grass seed should we use?

A. Warm-season turf areas
should not be seeded until the end of
April to the first part of May most
years. Soil temperatures are simply
too cold until that time.

Assuming youare dealing witha
full-sun location, your bestbet would
be to sow common bermuda seed.
Common bermuda is economical to
establish and makes a good looking
lawn if managed properly. Bermuda
is also very heat and cold tolerant
once established. It is tough to beat
for general lawn purposes.

The 97-98 deer season here innorth Texas turned out 1o be a great success
thanks to the spring reains last year. 16 deer were scored locally for the Texas
Big Game Awards Program which recognizes trophy deer taken all across the
state, and most of these deer were taken right here in north Texas.

The TBGA Program recognizes hunters and landowners, along with the
whitetail deer, mule deer, and pronghorn antelope taken in Texas. Game
animals must meet a certain score for the particular region in which they were
taken. in north Texas a typical whitetail deer must net 130 Boone & Crockett
green score and a nontypical whitetail must net 145 B&C green score. Mule
deer taken in the panhandle region must net 145 typical or 160 nontypical.
Pronghorn antelope mustnet 70. TBGA also recognizes hunters of all ages for
their first big game harvest of a deer or antelope.

Of the 16 deer making the TBGA, 6 were from Wichita County alone and
scores ranged from a 130 2/8 net typical 8 point to an impressive 145 & 2/8
net typical 10 point. 4 deer were farom neighboring Wilbarger County with
scores ranging from 132 4/8 net to 148 0/8 net. Nearby Flack County yielded
ahuge typical 8 point that netted 143 3/8. The largest deer was a 14 point from
Foard County which netted 150 4/8 typical B & C. _

In the past decade the whitetail deer population has increased dramati-
cally here in North Central Texas. In Wichita County alone, a tremendous
increase in the whitetail population has been noticed.

With this increase in the local population, landowners interested in
leasing out land for hunting should be made awre of the factors involved in
managing for whitetail deer. If the population is controlled and maintained
properly, quality trophy deer could become an important part of the North
Texas economy.

In order to maintain a decr herd where large antler and body size are
desired, three major factors must be taken into consideration - nutrition,
heredity and population.

Whitetail deer primarily feed on browse and forbs. Browse consists of
leaves, twigs, fruitand young shoots of woody or pecrmanent plants and vines,
and constitutes over 1/2 of the total dict.

Forbs which are weeds or broad-leaved herbacious plants make up over
30% of the diet.

A common misconception of the whi9utail dict is its consumption of
grass. Most people generally believe that grass is a major part of the diet, but
grass only makes upabout 10% of the total dict. Also, the grass must be young,
tender and succulent, because mature grass is very high in silica, which acts
as an abrasive and can wear down teeth very quickly. The teeth of whitetail

Protein requircments are a very important part of the Whll.clull s diet.
Forbs contain the highestamount of crude protein with over 20% followed by
browse containihg from 10-20% and then grass which conwj ns 5-10% crude
protein. Protein is the most important factor in deer bod)f size. A

In order to increase the availability of browse and forbs 10 maintain a
higher percentage of crude protein in the diet, scvcrla'l sieps can be taken
depending upon the geography and vegetational condition of lhc land. Also,
if cattle are being grazed, special graxing systems can be applied.

In areas of thick brush prescribed burning can be used to increase both
browse and forbs. Burning enhances new growth thercfore increasing
availability of browse and forbes and stimulates new growth of grass, which,
when young is high in protein.

In places where forbs or grasses are lacking, cultivation can be used by
planting particular types of grass or by planting grains such as sheat or oats
and especially alfalfa which is a type of clover or forb that is high in protein.

Genetics is also involved in producing trophy deer. At one time spike
bucks were thought to be superior deer in the idea that after their first set of
horns their next set would be tremendously bigger. However, the opposite has
been proven. Results from pen breeding show heredity to be a key factor in
the occurance of spike antlers in yearling deer. Spike bucks continually
remain inferior to the forked bucks year after year. Therefore, if spike bucks
can be removed from the population, far more superior deer could be
produced.

Finally, control of the deer population can bring about an increase in food
supply if the deer are maintained at a level below the carrying capacity of the
land. Inarcas where over-population occurs browse lines can be seen on trees
and shrubs. Also, competition with exotic game animals can cause a decrease
in available food in some arcas of Texas where they have been introduced.
Today, there are 51 species of exotics in the state, the most common being
Axis, Sika, and Fallow dcer.

In order to reduce the population down to the lands carrying capacity an
annual harvest of both bucks and does must be made. The buck to doe ratio

in most of Texas is about one buck per 3 to 5 does. Yet, if aratioof 1to2 can
be achieved thus reducing the population and increasing the availability of
food, trophy deer could be common throughout the state.
