Compilation of Foreign Protests to
Dingley Rates.

INTERNATIONAL WAIL OF WOE,

General European Complaint that

the United States Tariff Bill was

Not KFramed in the Interests of

Foreign Producers and Manufac-

turers--Their Claim Is that the

Bill will Retard Commerce.

Washington, Aug. 1.—In a late number of
the Congressional - Record conlainin‘»ﬁ.r
speeches on the tariff conference report, is
& speech by M. N. Johnson, of North Da-
kota, in which he makes compilation of the
protests, received by the state artment
from the repr tatives from foreign coun-
tries against duties imposed in the Dingley
tariff bill, while that measure was pending.
Some of these protests have been made pub-
lic, others have been referred to th
mittees of congress having the tariff
charge and little or no attention has been
paid to them.

In Interest of Commerce.

. Nearly all the communi ions revert to
the commerce between the several countries
and the United States. They insist ‘that the
new tariff biil retards commerce and some
of them intimate that it will result in de-
creasing demand for American goods. They
make the reports for the benefit of the com-
merce between the countries.

Some suggestions are made that the in-
jury to be done the United States on ac-
count of the imposition of the proposed du-
ties will be considerable.

Baron Fava's Protest.

There were three communications from
Baron Fava, the Ttalian ambassador. The
first protests egainst the duty on Iwalian
oranges and lemons, which, he says, would
prove very disastrous to the Italian trade
in these fruits. A second communication
from Baron Fava is against the proposed
duty on candied fruits which the manu-
factarers of Leghorn say would destroy their
market in the United Ste ,

In a third communication Baron Fava
speaks of a letter of the secretary of agri-
culture in which he refers to a ministerial
decree of Italy relating to meats from the
United States. This decree required a con-
sular v for certificates of origin issued
by American authorities and accompanying
ghipments of meat. Baron Fava informs the
state department that the question has been
submitted for examination to the zootechnic
and epizooiic board.

The ambassador adds:

Friendly Forewarning.

“His majesty, however, desires ‘to perform
a friendly act toward the United States by
frankiy forewarning it that it could in no
case be induced to modify the provisions
contained in the aforesaid decree in connec-
tion with the desire expressed by the de
partment: of agricul f the United
Siates should persist in retaining in the new
customs tariff the exorbitant duties to
which I have the honor to call your excel-
lency’s attention in my preceding written
and verbal communications.”

Turkey and Switzerland.

The Turkish government protests against
the duty of $1 per pound on crude opium,
and says that the tariff cannot be for the
purpose of protecting a home industry. He
thinks the revenue of the gevernment would
suffer, but says that in case it did not, the
cost of the drug used for medicinal purposes
svould be greatly increased to the con-
sumers.

J. B. Ploda, minister of Swiizerland, says
that the new tariff will be disastrous to
three principal industries of Switzerland,
Swigs embroidery goods, silks, watches and
clocks. He says his government appeals to
the sentiments of friendship and equity of
§:s sister repubiic. He submitted whit the
Swiss government desired as follows:

“That the bolting cloth remain on the free
list and that there be no increase in the
rates on silk goods, silk ribbons, embroid-
eries, Swiss watches and watch move-
ments.”

England’s Troubles.

Sir Julian Pauncefote sent two very brief
communications, one in December, 1896, in-
forming Mr, Olney that the fishery hoard
of Scotland protested against the high rate
on cured herrings, and that at the request of
the Marquig of Salisbury he represents to
the United States government that the high
rates that the Dingley bill imposes on salt
mackerel and other cured fish would cause
grave injury to the fishermen on the west
coast of Ireland. This note is dated June
18, 1897.

The protests of the German ambassador
and the Austrian minister againet the coun-
tervailing duty on bounty export sugar have
aiready been published.

The consul general of Greece protests
against the rate imposed upon Zante cur-
rants and raisins

A Harvdship to Ireland.

Fifty-three Irish members of the British
parliament join in a letter to President Mec-
Kinley saying that the duty of cured mack-
erel and herring, caught on the west coast
of Ireland, will work a great hardship to
the Irish fishermen and praying the presi-
dent to secure a modification of the rates
in the Dingley bill.

The protest of Argentine against the duty
on hides and wool, and of Japan against a
number of duties h already been pub-
lished.

San Francisco, Aug. 1.—Merchants of this
city who have profited by the Klondyke ex-
citement are considering seriously the ad-
vieability of communicating with the treas-
ury department in Washington and asking
retaliatory measures against the new Ca-
nadtan :ariff. It hasbeen estimated by many
of them nearly $1,000,000 have been expend-
ed within the last few weeks in this city
in the purchase of eupplies and outfits for
the Alaskan mines. Since the news was
published that the Canadian government
had imposed a ‘high protective duty on all
things coming across the border, and would
send a force of mounted police to collect
the duty there has been a marked falling
off in purchases.

MONDZIY HINTS FOR THE HOUSE-

Nasturtinm Salad.

There is an extremely pretty as well
as uncommon salad, and: in many places,
where 'the gardens are full of the flow-
ers, an occasional use 'of them for this
purpose will not be objected to. Take
equal quantities of cold boiled potatoes
and ripe uncooked tomatoes. Slice them,
Id a good handful of washed nas-
tuntium leaves torn in pleces. Place in
the middle of a low cut-glass dish.
Sprinkle on them a little very finely chop-
ped shalot and about two teaspoonfuls
of the seeds of the nasturtium, also chop-
ped. Pour over a nice mayonnaise dres-
s.ng. Next, round the dish, with ithe
stalks well in the dressing, put a ring of
the smallest Jeaves you can find, 'then a
Y the flowers themselves. Be sure
and wash leaves and flowers lightly, and
see there are no insects at_the itop of
the flowers. If possible, place the salad
on fice for am hour or two or in a cool
place. Hard-bolled eggs are excellent ad-
ded to whis.—(Pniladelphia Ledger.

Plain Macaroons.

Take one pound of almond paste, eight
to ten whites of eggs, and one and one-
quarter pounds of powdered sugar. Work
ithie paste and whites into a smooth dough,
thien work the sugar {n thoroughly. Lay
the dough out, the size of a quarter of a
dollar, on paper, and bake for 15 minutes
{n' a moderate oven to a golden brown. Be
careful that the dough is nedlther too siLff
nor too soft, which can: easily be regulat-
ed (after a trial or two) by adding e.ther
a little more white of an egg or almond
paste, as the case may require. Be sure
that the dough is mot lumpy. A slight
dusting of powdered sugar before ‘bakung
will improve the looks of the macaroons.
Perhaps it may be well to add that molst-
ening the paper at the back of each mac-
aroon, after baked, will make the removal

of same a very easy task.—(Good House-
keeping.
Bleaching Hat Recipe.
Get five cents' worth of oxalic lacid

«from your druggist, dissolve it in a pint
of cold water and apply: with an old tcloth
brush or sponge. Avoid getting the acid
on the hands. After scrubbing the hat
thoroughly on a flat surface, rinse wuith
cold water, using the tooth brush to do
so, and lay the hat on a flat surface, in
the sun to dry. Care must be taken
about the rinsing, as the oxalic acid will
rot ithe straw if not washed off.—(Phila-
delphia Press,

Dew=-berry or Blackberry Cordial.
Put an ordinary wooden padlful of ber-
ries in a large porcelain or granite cook-
ing vessel, and crush them. (6 a pulp wilth
ithe bottom of a glass or goblet. Add a
quant of cold water, and a 'half dozen
sticks of cinnamon (the sticks six inches
long) broken in bits; also two tablespoon-
fuls of whole allspice and some quantity
of cloves. Do noit use ground spice. Now
put the vessel on 'the stove and let it
come to a boil and continue bouling, stix-
ring occa nally, for about ten minutes,
then remove from the fire and set in the
paniry until cool enough 'to handle. Make
‘a bag of thick coarse linen, or something
similar, and when the berries are cool,
put ‘them in ithe bag and squeeze ail the
julkce out. Now is the time to put in ‘the
sugar. To e¢ach pint of the strained juice
pukt about six teaspoonfuls of white sugar,
stir unitil well dissolved, then to two pints
of the sweetened juice add one of whis-
key. Taste the mixture, and if not quite
sweet enough add sugar to suit taste. Boit-
tle the cordial, and set away in a ccol
place., It will keep for years. To be
sure ‘that no insects get in 'the bobtle,
while pouring in the cordial put a piece
of cheese-cloth over the funnel, and pour
the corddal through directly into the bot-
tle. Also be sure fto wash the cheese-
cloth, and straining bag thoroughly in
clear hot water, several tymes, to remove
starch, or anything that may hunt the
tial

ste of the Uordiu]r.—(\\"h‘a:t ito Eat.

Bacon With Spinach.

Remove the rind and hardened surface
from quarter of a pound of bacon. Put it
on ‘to boil and after 10 minutes pour off the
water and add fresh boiling water. ILet it
cock half an hour, skim off the liquid fat
and add half a peck of spinach carefully
picked over and washed. When tender re-
move the bacon, drain the spinach, chop it
fine and pils it on a platter. Garnish with
the sliced bacon and with hard-boiled eggs.
—(American Kitchen Magazine,

Scalloped Veal.

Use cold cooked veal for this purpose.
Chop it well, clearing it of bones and gristy
bits, season to taste and lay a stratum in the
bottom of a buttered bake-dish. Cover with
cracker crumbs, salied, peppered, with bits
of butter dropped over them; moisten with
stock, or with milk, or, if convenient, with
oyster juice, and put in more veal, Use up
your ingredients in 'this order, having a
thick layer of cracker crumbs on top, well
buttered and molstened; set in the oven,
bake, covered, for half an hour, then brown
quickly.

Chicken ds very nice scalloped according
to this receipt.—(The National Cook Book.

Chipped Beef,

Half a pound of chipped beef, trimmed
neatly and cut in emall pleces. Pour over
it boiling water; let stand one minute; then
drain. In another saucepan heat one cup of
milk to boiling and stir into it two tea-
spoons of butter, blended with two of
flour. When this comes to a boil move to
the back of ‘the stove; beat three eggs
lightly with a fork; turn the eggs into the
meat; heat quick stirring co Iy till
the eggs are ‘‘set.’” .Serve at once.—(Chi-
cago Record.

Frozen Fruits,

Scoop a hollow in the middle of a mould
of ice cream, and fill with fresh fruit. Cov-
er with ice cream, put the lid on the mould
and pack in salt ard ice.

Take a teacupful of freshened codfich,
picked up fine.

Cook @il nearly an hour, seasoning with
a little pepper. Serve on slices of dipped
toast, 'hot.—(Brooklyn: Standard-Unfon.

Banana Custard,

Scald one punt of milk in a double boil-
or; beatthree eggs unltil wedl mixed, add
t»h}-oe-qua.m.e-rs bf a cupful of sugar and
béat*agaln. Pour the scalded milk over

this and return to 'the double boiler, stir-
ming until it thickens, Take from the fire
and strain over one cupful of banana pulp
(the bananas may be rubbed ithriough d-
@ sleve or put 'through a potato ‘mlasher) ;
flavor with one-half of a teaspoonful ,Of
vanilla or one teaspoonful of lemon juice
and serve icy cold. w

This simple recipe may be varied by re-
gerving the white of one of the eggs unitil
just bfore serving, whipping it with two
tablespoonfuls of powdered sugar :mr} a
few drops of lemomn juice, and dropping
it by spoonfuls over the top of 'the cus-
tard. Or imstead of being pulped, the ba-
nanas may be sliced, sprinkled with lemon
juice amd 'the cold custard poured over
them.—(Table Talk.

SPIRIT OF THE TIMES.

England’'s Army Weak,
Mail and, Express.

The English journals have not cuite fin-
ished their chorus of intense admiration of
the British navy, and perhaps there is ev-
ery excuse for the national exultation.
But, despite the glittering and picturesque
review of 30,000 men the other day at Al-
dershot and the compliments showered up-
on the troops—of course fully quoted in
the newspapers—f{rom the lips of General
Miles and the military representatives of
all the other great powers, there is no
earthly reason for England to be ather-
wise than apprehensive at the weak con-
dition of her army. The serious compli-
cations in eastern Europe, the threatened
revolt in Ingd the disturbances always
imminent in South Africa make it abso-
lutely necessary that Eng.and should have
a fighting force at her disposal capable of
occupying hostile territory as well as de-
fending her own coasts from the invader,
The Engligh could not rely for a success-
ful war entirely upon their navy, even
though it really is three times the strength
so proudly displayed at Spithead. In 'the
Napoleonic wars and in the Crimean wars
the navy had next to nothing to do, while
the army covered itself with glory. Yet
recently Lord Salisbury had to make the
humiliating confession ‘that one reason
why England could not intervene in the
eastern question was because she had no
army to undertake a military occupation.
General Sir Henry Havelock and Captain
Gambier, of the navy, have both written
articles in this month’'s Fortnightly Re-
view, showing how inadequate England's
present military strength is for any emer-
gency. It seems. that the entire effective
force that England could at this moment
put in the field is about 65000 men. To
subdue the Boers, should they resolve to
break the convention and throw off Brit-
ish suzerainty, it is asserted that 40,000
good British troops would be required,
and to hold Egypt in the event of a Euro-
pean war 70,000 British troops would be
necessary. The army estimates make pro-
vision for 206,000 men, and the question is,
why is that force so largely represented
on paper? Military authorities agree that
there is not at this moment one single
battalion in England '‘that is in a condi-
tion to take ithe field, and that this state
of affairs has been brought about, wot
from lack of resources, but from a defec~
tive system. It is urged ‘that with the
immediate outlay of a million of money,
the effective fighting foree could be dou-

led. In other words, that 130,000 men
could be made ready for the field in two
months' time if the authorities would only
about it in earnest, 7

Ten years ago the same state of affairs
existed with the navy. Once it was real-
ized, a veritable cry of alarm burst from
the nation, and the result is the wonderful
display at Spithead. But ships are not on-
ly very stly but they take months to
build. For less than the cost of a single
iron marine monster the strength of the
British army could be made equal almost
to that of IFrance, It is a mat r .that

The general and hearty approbation of
Commissioner Grant's manly protest
against the practice of directing the po-
lice to practise infamy in order to detect
it seems 'to have been without effect on
Anthony Comstock, If that assiduous
seeker after evil for evil's sake ever heard
of Colonel Grant's letter, he must have
regarded it with very much such contempt
and ridicule as a practised cleancr of sew-
ers might manifest toward expressions of
weak disfavor for the atmosphere in
which he toils. The response of Comstock
came very promptily, and is of a nature
which enables interested persons to draw
a positive and definite line between the
self-respecting methods of the police com-
missioner and the self-defiling methods of
Anthony Comstock.

Once already ‘the book
Comstock directed his latest attack has
been before a court and has been pro-
nounced salable, The re-arrest of its pub-
lisher is an absurd and unjustifiable em-
ployment of the enginery of the law to
gratify either an insaie whim por a per-
sonal pique. Perhaps the thoroughly an-
archistic spirit in which Comstock de-
nounces the court of sessions, which late-
ly pronounced against his contention that
this book was obscene, may suggest that
it is rather the act of a monomaniac.

As for the device taken by the presi-
dent of the Society for the Suppression of
Vice to get evidence in his new case, it is
as contemptible and near.y as vicious as
anything his sociéty ever tried to suppress.
Decoy letters, purporting to come from
young girls in seminaries, and each show-
ing between the lines that the wrirer
garded the book as obscene, and sought it
because it was so, are not cleanly things
for a suppresser of vice to sully his fingers
with. But the fingers of Comstock are be-
yond sullying.

If there be any citizens of New York
who approve as necessary the practices in
the police department against which Col-
onel Grant protested, they can see in the
case of Comstock the degree of personal
abasement which a long career of playing
the indecent sneak may produce,

There was no satire in the selection of
Colorado—the state that cast almost its
entire vote last year for ‘the free silver
ticket—as the place of meeting of the
convention of men interested in gold min-
ing. It was because this state, whose
people ‘have pretended that only free silver
coinage could make them prosperous, has
in the last four years more than trebled
its gold yield and last year fell less than a
third of a million dollars behind Califor-
nia, the ‘“banner'” gold state, and because
Colorado’s smelters have improved and
cheapened their processes until there are
millions per year in rock which used to
be thrown away; there is not now a *pros-
pect hole” in the state that cannot expect
a buyer. Meanwhile the production of sil-
ver 'has not lessened; Colorado contrib-
uted more than a third of the entire yield
of the country, and as silver miners do
not work for nothing nor even for their
health alone, it is to be assumed that
they made money out of the white metal.
The presence of several hundred men in-
terested in gold mining will do Colorado
much good, for the state still has many
promising mines awaiting means of de-
velopment, but the gold men will let a lot
of wind out of the stories of the state's
ruin through the demonetization of silver,

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ceptions of heaven and hell. The promise
of the text that the pure in heart shall
see God is taken in a material sense.
The High and Holy One that inhabiteth
eternity will reward those who have
faithfully obeyed Mis will by admitting
them to his visible presence. They shall
behold him seated on a throne, wearing
the robes of authority, and surrounded by
a dazzling court of angels.

It would be well for our spiritual growth
if we could fully understand that all such
expectations fall infinitely below the re-
a.ity of spiritual vision, ‘“‘No man hath
seen (fod at any ‘time;” and no man can
ever see Him with outward eyes either in
this world or in the world to come. *“God

spirit.”” He is the all-pervading, ali-
ng life of the universe. No one
locality is His peculiar abode. “No bounds
nor clime He knows.”
“His dwelling is the light of setting suns,

And the round ocean, and the living alr,

And the blue sky, and in the mind ot
man;

A motion and a spirit that impels

All thinking things, all objects of all
thought,

Amnd rolls through all things."”

No distant heaven secludes Him from
our view. If we will only open the inner
eye—the eye of the soul—He may be seen
by you and me today, as we walk through

the crowded streets, or go about our
daily tasks; as truly—not as perfectly,

perhaps, but as truly as by the inhabi-
tants of any other mansion of the Fa-
ther's house. But he is to be spiritually,
not physically, discerned.

It is not strange that this should be a
hard doctrine to many persons, or that
some should even deny that there is such
a thing as spiritual vision. What can an
oyster in its shell, what can a snail crawl-
ing in the mud, know of the beauty and

splendon of heaven's high dome? What
can a man buried in a slime of sensual

desires or encased in a thick shell of ma-
terial habits and prejudices know of the
glories of the spiritual world? We see
what we are prepared to see. This is
very plainly true of our intellectual per-
ceptions. What a different story a sim-
ple piece of chalk has to tell to different
minds! To the young child it merely
suggests tempting opportunities ‘of mis-
chief. To the school boy it speaks of the
recitation room, the blackboard, and the
last geometry lesson. To the ‘traveler
just returned from Europe it very likely
calls up a vision of the white cliffs of
England ghir in ‘'the sun above the
dancing waves. The geologist's eye falls
upon it, and he, seeing all, perhaps, that
others have seen, also a great deal
more; for he reads in 'the piece of chalk
the record of a hundred thousand years
in the history of the earth. Here the dif-
ference is in intellectual preparation. Each
sees what his experience and mental train-

s€es

ing qualify him to see. But for seeing
God, the best—the only effectual—prepar-
ation is purity of heart. Theose who lack
this, though they may be among the
giants of the intellect, are dwarfed and
stunted in the noblest” part of their na-
ture, and generally prove at last to any
who may foliow them, but blind leaders

of the blind. Those who possess it, though
on'y babes in understanding, quickly rec-
ognize the signs of the divine presence
and guidance, and to them many things
that are hidden from the wise and pru-
dent are plainly revealed. Look at the
istory of almost any great reform and
see if it has not been so. How often have
the great and powerful of the eanth—the
statesmen, the rulers, the chief priests
and elders—been as completely uncon-
scious as the child on its mother's knee
of the mighty forces at work around
them, while some obscure monk, some
humble printer's boy, some aple car-
penter's son has seen and: proclaimed the
day of the Lord. A thoughtful writer tells
us that ‘'scientific progress begins with
the enducated; spiritual progress aiways
begins with the unlearned.'”” The state-
ment is too sweeping, beyond all question;
education is not necessarily a hindrance
to clearness of spiritual vision; but there
are certainly many illustrations of its gen-
eral truth,

The relation of purity of heart to the
power of seeing God becomes clear when

we consider more definitely ghat seeing
God implies. The writer of one of the
epistles of the New Testament sets before
us very plainly what he evidently con-
ceives to be the most essential attribute
of the divine mature, when he declares
that ‘‘God is love.”” If this is true then
we must admit.that to see God means,
first and foremost, to carry a vision of

pure and holy love in our hearts, to rec-
ognize its supreme authority, and to look
at the world and all our fellow beings in

its light. But God is not to be identified
with love alcne. God is justice, God is
truth, God is the essence and spirit, the

moving power of goodness in all its forms.
To see Him as He really is would imply
the possession of a perfect sense of jus-
tice, an inextinguishable love of truth,
and a clear perception of the beauty of
every possible virtue—every element of
holinegs. It would imply, that is, abso-
lute purity of heart. Such knowledge is
too wonderful for us in our present stage
of development; but it is the goal of all
high and ncble effort, and it is attainable
in proportion to our singleness of aim and
purpose. There are those—most of us are
probably fortunate enough to count some
such among our friends—who manifest a
high degrece of the simplicity ‘that was
so marked a trait in the character of
Christ; and to such we cannot doubt that

the Father reveals himself in the same
direct and immediate way in which he
made ‘himself known to Jesus. At least

their eyes are partially opened; they see
parts of God's ways.

It is easy to recognize the connection be-
tween spiritual darkn and moral un-
faithfulness in ‘the history of nations and
individuals. A period of moral decline is
sure to be also a period of failing faith.
A conspicuous instance is afforded by the
life of Thomas Carlyle. In his earlier
books there were pa 1ges which came
like trumpet calls to a multitude of ard-
ent souls, bidding them defy all dangers,
desplse all shams and fight the good fight
for truth and righteousness in firm confi-
dence that the powers of the unverse were
on their side. But in his later utterances
a #ad falling off was only too apparent—
a growing want of confidence in the
lverlasting Yea which he ‘had once pro-
claimed with such convineing power. A
sufficlent explanation is supplied by the
revelations that have been made in var-
luos ways in regard to his character.

A frequent visitor at his house declares

that 'he often gave utterance, in conver-
gation, to the most startling sentiments,

not because he really profoundly believed

them, but from mere enjoyment of the
soneation which they produced. This hab-
{f, It {8 asserted, he carried into ‘his lit-
erary work; and nothing seemed to give
him greater amusement than to find from
the (letters that poured in upon him, or
the deputations that came to see him,

(hat he had ‘been taken so seriously, and
that he was really expected to manifest
n practical interest in some rTeform to
which his words had perhaps given the
first impulse. If this is true, if it is even
only partly true—if it has any foundation
nt all—it is ’ 10 see how Carlyle's de-
terforation was brought about. Just as
for as ‘the desire for mere literary effect,
or the enjoyment of the sound of his own
vigorous language was suffered to become
dominant, the clearness of his sight was
naturally and inevitably affected. God re-

veals himself only to those whose most
enrnest desire it is to see him. The mo-
ment any self-seeking wish or feeling en-

ters Into competition with the simple love
of truth and right, the vision becomeés
confueed and dim. It js this that makes
the first glance we get at duty so often
the best, “Duty,” says F, W, Robertson;

‘is mever uncertain at first. It is only
after we have got involved in the mazes
and sophistries of wishing that things
were otherwise than ithey are that it
seems indistinet. Considering a duty is
often only explaining it away. * * God's
guidance is plain when we are true.”

To all who wish to cultivate their spir-
itual powers and enjoy the blessing prom-
ised to the pure in heart, St. Paul points
out the true way when he says in his let-
ter to the Philippians: ‘Finally, brethren,

whatsovere things are true, whatsoever
things are 'honest, whatsoever 'things are
just, whatsoever things are pure, what-

soever things are lovely, whatsoever things

are of good report, * * think on these
things.”? Not theorize about 'them, or
praise them merely, but think on them,

look at them; make them the objects of
direct contemplation; fill the mind so full
of them that there “shall be no room left
for anything that is dishonest, unjust, im-
pure or unjovely. I am afraid very few
of us sufficietly realize the importance of
acting upon this advice. We are quite
too apt to allow our thoughts to dweil
upon whatever comes in their way, with-

out examining dts character. The last
newspaper sensation is sure to engross
many minds, and the more thorrible it is,
the more fascinating it seems to prove.
This thousands have found a sure road
to the ruin of body and soul. The mind
grows by what it feeds upon. The lesson

of all experience is that every human fac-
ulty may be developed by exercise and
lost by want of use. As the fishes in the
Mammoth Cave in Kentucky, from living
long in darkness, have at last lost their
ey so men and women often lose their
spiritual sight by shutting ‘themselves up
in a region of dark and evil thoughts.
How is it possible to resist the fa

tion which they so often exercise? There
are two ways. You remember that ac-
cording to Greek mythology es-

caped 'the fatal influence of the Syrens by
filling the ears of his companions with
wax so that they should not hear the en-
ticing straing, and having himself bound

to the mast of his ship that he might
not be able to respond ‘to them. That is
one method by which we can save our

inward purity.

How our minds shall be employed rests
largely in our own. choice. We are mot
bound to read the details of every story
of crime that the papers contain; we are
not bound to poliute our imaginations with
immeoral novels, we are not bound to give
a willing ear to all the scandals that are

afloat in society.

To turn away from such things, to re-
fuse to read or listen, to close our ears
and mir altogether against them—that

is undoubtedly a sufficient safeguard if
one has the power to use it faithfully and
persistently. But there is a yet more ex-
cellent way—the way not of Ulyss but

of Orpheus, who, when he passed the
abode of the Syrens, made music so far
superior to theirs in power and heauty
that no one cared for any other. So, if
we fi!l our minds and hearts with good,
evil has no chance to enter and soon
ceases to seem attractive.

It is never difficult ot find Iinteresting
literature that will suggest pure and ele-
vating subjects of refleection. With a lit-
tle effort we can genérally find out the
better side of our daily associates; there
are few who have not some reverence for
truth, some hatred of injustice me love
of goodness which can be touche People
usually meet us as we meet them. How
often the spirit of malice and deiraction

is banished from a go ping company by
the entrance of a person who is felt to be

out of harmony with it. What an influ-
ence in this direction any one of us might
exert, and 'have, at the same time, the
advantage of living in a purer atmos-
phere. The habit of communing with our
friends on their morafspiritual side—of
seeking out what is. best and noblest in
them—would be one. of the best prepara-
tions for entering finto communion with

the Infinite Spirit of holiness and love.
And who that has once caught even a
faint and fleeting glimpse of ithe Divine
glory does not earnestly desire a clearer
and more lasting vision? Living, moving
and having our being in the Infinite One,
who is love, who is justice, who is truth,
who is more than these—more than the
heart or imagination of man h con-
ceived or can conceive, what is
between him and us? Nothing but our
own impurity. If we will rise above all
forms of untruth and ‘insincerity, all un-
kindness, pretension and self-seeking; if
with simple and reverent 'hearts we wiil
seek the true light that never ceases to
shine for those whose souls are open to
its rays, we shall be abundantly blessed.
We shall see God; we shall enter more
and more fully into His love; and in us
shall be fulfilled at last the prayer of
Jesus, ‘‘That they all may be one; as
thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee,
that they also may be one in us.”
