The average youth delights in surreptitious
moments with the yellow-covered tale of
the buck-skin clad hero who slays a half-
dozen Indian braves witli an almost im-
perceptible effort, and the exposition of
life upon the plains by BuffaleBill is sure of
an enthusiastic audience. The characters
in the romances of Western life are almost
invariably men. It is seldom that a hero-
ine figures in them. Women as a whole
would interpose a mild objection to a life
upon the trail and nights in camp upen
the plains. There is, however, an actress
now playihg in Rochester whose lustory
embraces three years of such a life. The
story is a romantic one, and yesterday
she consented to tell it to areporter of the

Democrat and Chronicle.
Pearl Duncan, one of the Duncan sis-

ters, began a life behind the footlights
while very young. She attained a fair
measure of success, and has played in
most of the leading cities of thé United
States.

1eached Pueblo, Colorado.. While playing
there she was shot by a Spaniard and laid
up for several weeks.

Indian Bill was a celebrated character of
the West, and many stories concerning
him are now afloat through the country.
He was a typical border man, and wheth
er in a bar-room fight among cowboys, a
skirmish with Indians upon the plaing, or
week after week in saddle upon the trail
he was always there, and had a faculty of
being at home in any emergency, however
critical and dangcrous. He nursed the
young actress in her illness, and strange-
ly enough an attachment sprang up be-
tween them which soon became an ardent
love.

This table was compiled by the Denver
Mining Review, which goes on to say:

There has been a falling off of over
$4.000,000 in the production of Colorado
for the past year. This is unfortunate,
but neyertheless a fact. The causes that
have led to this result are various, but
for the most part unavoidable. The snow
blockades and floods of last winter and
spring stopped shipments and retarded
work for months in several of the most
preductive sections. The Jow prices of
lead and silver during the year decreased
production as well as the amount received
for ore. The coal miners’ strike retarded
the treatment of ore to a considerable ex-
tent. But notwithstanding these draw-
backs, had Leadville come up to her
standard of last year, there would have
been a material gain instead of a loss.
The state outside of Leadville gained
about $2,000,000, while that camp lost
about $6,000,000. In some countieg tlie
increase was very large, while in none
was the loss at all marked. Upon the
whole we can congratulate ourselves on
the fact of so large a production as that
of $22,000,000. Whether or not we can
gain our lost prestige during the present
year depends in turn upon the price of
lead and silver. = Shotld prices remain as
at present during the entire year, the first
of January, 1886, will witness a further
falling off in Leadville’s product, while,
on the other hand, should prices pick up,
there is no reason why the Carbonate
Camp should not regain her old prestige.
The state outside of Lake county must
gain comparatively slowly, and it will be
years before we can hope to mark again
§20,000,000, and leave the great camp
out of calculation. All that can be done
is for mine owners everywhere to work
their properties for all they are worth,
intent upon making moeney out of the
mines and not from sales of properties.

A MID WINTER RUN.

Considerable has been said lately con-
cerning the achievements of the Aspen
smelter, which, during a recent run,
treated 93'tons of ore in six days and
Denver papers have treated the matter as
quite remarkable for a one-stack furnace.
Fhe Pasadena smelter, here at home in
Rico, ig running along smoothly and is
treating about 120 tons of ore in the
same length of time, and at the rate of
consumption for the paet few days (Wed-
nesday and Phursday, particularly) would
considerably exceed thut amount. The
first week of the present run was com
pletedlast Monday morning and the bul-
lion credited for the week was 50,250
pounds, or a little over 25 tons. The
second week will be completed next Mon-
day morning and the amount of bullion
will reach 60,000 ponnds, or 30 tons.
Bullion has been turned out this week at
an average of alittle more than 4 tons
daily, being the product of 22 to 24 tons
of ore as taken from the bins. Thisis a
record which we are willing to place in
comparison with any stack in the state,
and is one which we do not believe can
be beaten anywhere, especially when-it'is-
remembered that ne preparation® was
made for this run. All'the  charcoal be-
ing used was burned’ in the  midst of
snow-storms by Royce and Fleisher and
coke under: similur circumstances by
Kring and’ Pewitt.

The teamsters who'were hauling ore
from the C. H. C., Lelia Davis, and other
‘mines, also deserve credit for the energy
with whicli they kept the roads open, and
to the coke ovens and charcoal beds,
going back and forth without loads dur-
ing heavy snowsterms, in order that the
roads would not be blocked. All the
local roads are in fine condition and
transportation of the bullion product to
Rockwood is to be disposed of next. All
the bullion produced during the present
run of less than two weeks is stored at
the smelter and amounts to about fifty
tons, the fourth carload having been fin-
ished Thursday afternoon and almost
another carload has been added since
then. This msukes the eleventh carload
since first starting up.

During the present week the receipts
of ore have been from the following
mines:

The C. H. C., which has-
about 15 tons daily. This, however, is
corsiderably more than the usual ship-
ments and the teams have now  caught
up with the surplus. The ore is very
even in grade. 3

The Lelia Davis, about the usual pro-
duction, six tons daily, and ore is accumu:
lating at the mine.

The Dayton and Richmond, which
have sent down small lots.

It will be  seen-that: the daily supply
‘willl mot ordinarily reach the amount
daily consumed, but there were several
hundred tons on hand when the- furnace
‘wasg first charged.

Samuel James, the metallurgist, is con-
stantly on hand in person, and is making
a very successful run, which goes with-
out saying, after giving the figures and
results above noted. Every bar ladled
from the lead-well is robbed of a small
sample and these are assayed by Mr.
James. An account is kept of each
daily item of expense to the furnace, as
cost of ore, fuel, labor, incidentals, ete.,
and the furnace is credited with the value
of bullion turned out. Thus, at the end
of each day, reference to the books will
show about where the balance stands.
W. W. Parshall is the book-keeper, and
Bas pleasant quarters at the north end of
the building, in which is the office, assay
office and Iaboratory.

The large building erected by the Rico
Smelting Co. is used by Superintendent
Watkins as a residence, and he gives the
works much of his time.

Seme have an idea that Rico is a sum-
mer camp—a sort of ‘“nine months win-
ter and three months late in the fall”
arrangement.  The prosperity of this
winter shows that in no sense is this true.
Mines are being worked, are disposing of
their ore for cash and the Pasadenais
running with excellent results. The out-
look for the spring was never half so
good and we believe that we are on the
eve of the most successful season and
year we have ever seen—a substantial
prosperity, not bolstered up as in'the old
time. So far as the Pasadera is concern-
ed, it is altogether probable that the
works will be enlarged and at least an-
other stack added. They have had sev-
eral letters of inquiry from Telluride,
Amesand Ophir, asking as to the proba-
bility of an ore market herein the spring.
The Pasadena people have expressed an
earnest desire to secure those ores and in
the spring will establish a receiving and
weighing statior-at their coke ovens, 73
miles’up the river. Itis the intention to
open a coal yard there, so-that teams
coming over loaded with ore can return
with coal, sold at a low figure as an ad-
ditional inducement to bring ores this
way, and supply the towns of the San
Miguel country with coal. It will be a
saving of 15 miles in transportation, and
we believe will divert much ore in this
directioh.

Pence’s Progress,

To all appearances the honorable rep-
resentative from Dolores, Ouray and San
Miguel countiesis getting along amaz-
ingly. Beforethe legislature had been
in session two days, he had been nomi-
nated by the democrais as speaker, de-
feated (as a matter of course), appointed
as one of three to conduct his successfal
opponent to the chair; had opposed a res-
olution for the election of pages, janitors,
messengers, etc., and made his maiden
speech upon the subject, which was ap-
plauded.

SILVER COINAGE MUST STAY

The Sentiments Elicited on This
Important Question Last
Saturday Evening.

The convention to discuss the propros-
ed discontinuance of the coinage of silver
und kindred matters, assembled last Sat-
urday evening, the ehief purpose being
to select delegates to attend the state
silver convention at Denver, on the 28th
inst.

Joseph Meredith called the assembled
eitizens to order and J. F. Watkins was
chosen chairman and B. F. Klee. secre-
tary. After a speech by Julius Thomp-
son, he was chosen as one cof the dele
gates,and the names of J. F. Watkins,Jo-
seph Meredith, Lafe Pence. B. F. Klee
and W. L. Hull completed the delegation.
These gentlemen were requested to draw
up resolutions to be presented to the state
convention, to be first submitted to the
Rico convention, for its approval. In
order to give the delegates sufficient time
to draw up these resolutions, an adjourn-
ment was had until Sunday afternoon at
4 o’clock,

At the time stated, J. W. Winkfield was
made Chairman, in the absence of Mr.
Watkins, and Secretary Klee read the fol-
lowing as the result of the labors of the
resolution committee:

Wkereas, It appears to us clearly evi-
dent:

First, That the currency of the U. S.
should possess an intrinsic or commercial
value as near its value as a circulating
medium as possible, in  order that eur
currency may be as little subject to fluct-
uation as possivle,

Second, That silver, as well as gold,
answers this purpese,

Third, That that pertion of the silver
and gold not used in the arts produced in
the U. S. is not alone enough if all coined
into money to meet the currency require-
ments of our country,

Fourth, That the periodical financial
panics of our country are more luargely
due to an insufficient cuirency than to
any other single cause,

Fifth, That the frequency and magni-
tude of these financial panics are in a di-
rect ratio with the extent to which unse-
cured promises to pay usurp the place
and functions of a safe currency,

Sixth, That so long as the preponder-
ance of reason and necessity requires an
unsecured paper currency, not one valid
reason can exist why there should' not
be an unlimited coinage of silver,

Seventh, So long as the productien of
gold and silver in this country does net
exceed, after deducting the entire sum
now required to maintain the currency
of our country, the maintainance of a
uniform value for such currency can at
all times be sustained by placing an im-
port duty upon all gold and silver import-
ed,

Eighth. That every objection to silver
as a currency is relieved of its force when
the Government will store the silver coin
of the country and issue silver certificates
or silver warehouse receipts therefor,

Ninth, That so long as the government
acts in good faith in storing and deliver-
ing silver coin under and in pursuance of
such silver certificates or receipts, just so
long will such certificates or receipts have
the value of the silver coin itself,

Resolved, That the most imperious fi-
nancial necessities of all American citizens
not seeking to obtain corners on gold,
thereby levying tribute on the balance of
their fellow citizens, demand and require
an unlimited coinage of the silver produc-
tion of the U. S. free from amy tax or
charge for coinage, excepting such as is
imposed upon the coinage of gold,

Reselved, That we protest in the most
solemn and earnest manner against the
demonetization of silver, the suspensicn
or restriction of its coinage, and that so
deeply do we regard the free coinage of
silver, as affecting the most important
financial interests of the country and the
welfare and happiness of the people, with
reluctance, but firmness, we pledge to all
whose views and purposes are the same
as ours in reference to this matter, that
if it becomes a question between allegi-
ance to party and fidelity to the financial
principles under consideration, we will
abandon the first and maintain the last.

These resolutions were loudly applaud-
ed and met, with slight objections, the
universal approval of those present.
They were unanimously adopted. It was
moved and carried that each delegate
should have the privilege of transferring
his credentials to a proxy, the idea being
to have as full a personal representation
as possible at the Denver convention, af-
ter which the convention adjourned with-
out day.

The great conyention at Denver, wiile
known as the “Colorado Silver Conven-
| tion, is in reality the only convention of

| any importance to be held in the West,
| and representative silver men from Neva-
da, Montana, Utah, New Mexico and Ida-
ho will be in attendance. The protest
which will go up will voice the sentiments
| of the West, and will not be a mere
| drivel of words, but logical reasons and
| conclusions. The votaries at the shrine
| of silver are not of the kind to permit this
| high handed outrage.
