Guiteau’s skeleton has at last been ar-
ticulated aand hidden in a private room of
the Medical Ariny museum, the scene -of
the cssassifition of the late President
Linceln, but it has been deemed best to
deny the public admission.to the room, at
least for the gpresent. Au

held in -position by three large brass
screws 'attached to a perpendicular brass
rod about an inch in dsameter. One of
the most skillful anstomists in this coun-
try superintended the operation, and great
care was taken to see that noneof the
bones were taken off by relic seekers.
When Guiweau’s body was first brought to
the museum a daring employe succeeded
in eluding the watchman and cut off a
pieee of flesh, which he has since exhib
ited in Alchohol. Repeated polishing
and bleaching has given the articulated
skeleton the appearance of an 1vory
figure, and the few who haye been allowed
access to the room in which it is stored
pronounce it a ‘most creditable piece of
anatomical work..

long drouth and severe north winds, were
threatened with entire destructicn. Some
of the furmers then eut hurriedly a few
ditches from the King River, and the
flooding they thus obtained made the
wheat yield from 80 to 55 bushels per
acre, and land which had previously been
hard to sell at $2.50 per acre rose in value
to $25 and $30. From that time on this
the system of regularly maosged: irriga-
tion, has steadily grown in all that valley
section, lying ahgut 200 miles southeast
of San Francisco. There are now six
comipanies orgavized for this purpose,
with an estimated capacity to furnish
water for the irriga‘ion of about 650
square miles, although past experience
tends to show that, after the system of
irrigation has been once established, the
water supply will go further and make
cultivatable a much larger area. The
farmers buy their water rights from the
companies at the price of $10 an acre
for which they can take as much water as
the area of ground requires, and draw
any time they clLoose. They have to
make their own laterals, which are usual-
ly ditcles four feet wide by one deep and
can be made cheaply with plow and
shovel. Since the system of irrigation
has been adopted, many thousands of
acres of lund, theretofore almost barren,
have been turned into the most produc-
tive farms on the Pucific coast, and are
especially valuable for the raising of
grapes and other fruit.

The Sudden Rise of Lead.

Under the above heading the Denver

Republican hss the following, which is
of interest to Rico mine¢ owners:
“The sudden rise in lead hasoccasioned
considerable surprise to the general pub
lic, but none to a few of the well posted
bullion cperators, it being only the be-
ginning of what has been anticipated by
them for some time. The occasion of the
decline was based upon widespread re-
ports of over production, and the belief
that great quantities of base bullion had
been conceuled and thus withheld from
market.

Acting under this impression, consum-
ers stood aloof from the market and
grimly refused to accept any offers of
future delivery rashly made by those who
believed with them that the lead holders
would be compelled to sell at a price that
would afford the speculators a fair margin
of profit. The attempts of these bears
to secure lead to fulfill even the insignifi-
cant contracts they had effected proved
of the greatest difficulty and caused them
to investigate more carefully the chances
of obtaining a supply from this supposed
surplus and the great quantities believed
to be hidden out of sight. Offers at
market prices were telegraphed privately
Lo those localitics where it was currently
reported that bullion was concealed, but
the reply went back, *“We have no bullion
for sale at present prices.”

This rather astonished the bears, and
better offers met with like refusal until a
dispatch asked for the best terms upoun
which a certain 8pecified amount could be
furnished. This elicited the answer that
a contract could not be entered into be-
cause of the inability to fill the order,
owing to absolute lack of bullion.

It thus became apparent that the de
cline had been predicted upon faulty in
formation, and hence the market rallied
with ustonishing alertness. During this
depression such reliable and wealthy firms
as the Balbacks, of Newark, New Jersey,
the Horn Silver, of Chicago; the Chica
go refining Co, the Omaha aad Grant
Smelting and Refining Company, the St.
Louis Smelting and Refining Company
and the Germanian Smelting and Refin-
ing Company, of Salt Luke, quietly with
held their lead from market, and watched
the tumble in prices very unconcernedly,
knowing that they could not be main-
tained. Iv the meantime consumers who
were regular patrons of the above enu
merated refiners were supplied with lead
80 that the refiners who huad joined the
bear movement could not unload upon
them. Inquiry and investigation devel-
oved the fact that the markct was bare
of lend, and that holders could notbe in
fluenced, and hence the sudden reaction

The result of this tempest in. a teapot
will be productive of the dissemination
of more pointed and reliable information
concerning the supply and demand for
lead similar to that possessed in regard to
the iron and similar industries and give
greater stability to quotations. The scare
ubout the over-production has been punc-
tured and matters will be regulated ac
cordingly. There may be a few more at
tempts at a somersault, but the upward
tendency is too pronounced to be greatly
influenced thereby. The accompanying
factor in the decline in lead is the well
known but groundless fear of aiterations
in tbe tariff by a Democratic House of
Congress. The Republican Senate, how
ever, stands ready to avert this threatened
disaster, and this the agitators are begin-
ning to realize. Btatistics carefully com-
pifed very recently, and furnished for the
information of those concerned, have
diesipated the errors of either present or
immediate future over-production.

Business Mining.

It seerns almost like the whimperings
of childhood when we hear a man, ether-
wise sharp and intelligent, declaiming
against the mining enterprises of the
country—hurling their ridiculous ana-
themas against the whole industry because
some persons have precipitated blindly
into experiments equally as absurd and
ruinous.

Men of érdinary basiness capacity in
every other department of enterprise
when they contemplete making invest-
ments or commencing uypon any particu
lar branch of business, are likely to look
the ground carefully over, to go 1nto a
searchirg investigation as to the promises
and probabilities of success, and then, if
the outlook is favorable, derived from ju-
dicious and careful examination, they are
able to put a degree of security, that
would other wise leave them in doubt and
uncertainty. For the want of this proper
investigation and knowledge of our min
ing operations many persons have expe-

rienced loss and disaster. But are their
failures justly chargable against our

mines? Most assuredly not! Because
the immense output of. bullion furnishes
the unmistakable evidence of the intrin-
sic value of this industry. But to give
the last shade of repelling absurdity to
their whimperings these self-constituted
censors declare our mining enterprises a
species of gambling, when they are, if
properly ~ conducted, as legitimate and
safe and far more remunerative than any
other department of material enterprise.
It would be quite as logical and sound to
cry out against banking, manufacturing
and commercial traffic, because some peo-
ple have unwisely or inoppertunely enter-
ed upon them and failed.

While these unjust and illiberal stric-
tures upon legitimate mining operations
bave produced timidity in capital and dis
couragement to many who would other-
wise examine opportunities and familar-
ize themselves with the true status of our
mining industry, they have all furnished
salutary lessons to the prospector and
miner. They are thus taught net to relv
upon stakes and simple assessment work
to invite capital—not 1o dance attendance
upon Money Bags with nothing but pros-
pect holes to show. They now under-
stand that sufficient development is re
quired to show the general character of
minerals, something of the body of ore,
the geognostic situation of yein contents.
They have learned to ‘‘paddle their own
canoes” as well as they can until the evi-
dence of intrinsic value is disclosed in
their claims. Although this single hand-
ed effort of developing claims is slow for
the want of adequate means, yet the min-
ers accept the situation in good faith be-
because it is their only alternative. They
now understand that capital will take no

are worked to a paying condition. They
also understand that when ther properties
have attained this stage of deyelopment
they are then beyond the need of such
assistance, they are able to have their
own bank account and independent of
outside capital.

It is from causes like this that our min-
ing industries are being placed upon a
more sound and practical basis. There
has been no time in the history of mining
in this country when the enterprise was
conducted with so much practical system
and true business sagacity as to-day. And
it will be found that more rich and ex-
tensive properties are now held in first
hands than at any other period in this
industry.

The late gold discoverys at Jasper,
Lookout Mountain and other localities in
Rio Grande and Conejos counties are yet
to leave the foot prints of their goings
upon the great industrial pavement of
the age. But it will be the men of the
West who will reap the golden harvest—
men who grasp the true situation of our
present mining ihdustries and understand
the grand possibilities of the future. The
