“Early yesterday morning ~the first

through train that has cressed the range
this week pulled into Pueblo, bringing
mails and passengers. The latter were
twenty in number, all miners, and they
had a pretty rough tale to tell. - Some of
them had been in the San Juan country
for years, and yet they say they had never
seen so terrific a storm among the moun-
taing or anywhere else as has raged there
for six days up to last Wednesday after-
noon, when it quit snowing and the sky
cleared. The train happened to bave no
ladies or children on board, owing to the
threatening weather. Coming over from
the valley of the Animas to that of the
Rio Grande their train had a slow, hard
climb up the range, the snow became
deeper and more budly drifted, and then
the wheels stuck fast. It backed up and
then went ahead again, their faithful en-
gme labored on and on with repéated
stoppages, till finally it could dono more.
There they were, stuck fast, away up in
the hills, miles from any human habita-
tion, snow piled up around them higher
than the roofs of the cars, with more
falling, and the furious wind driving it in
every directions’ ‘The first day the scant
lunches they had broughbt along gave out.
The second day they were very hungry,
but hopeful, expecting relief. But though
big snow plows, backed by the power of
steam, were approaching from two direc-
tions, they could not open thé road, and
when night came the twenty miners voted
it worse than any experience they had
ever had among the isolated camps of the
San Juan, for there the laden barro: vis-
ited them with regularity. . Another day
dawned. They were hungry as wolves
and began to look desperate. The storm
had ‘abated somewhat, but still they listen-
ed in vain for the whistle cf an approach-
ing locomotive. Then all at once, like
two ghosts, silently advancing through
the snow, two toiling forms appeared.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of
Representatives of the United States of
America in Congress assembled,

That the legal-tender notes of the de
nominations less than five dollars which
may be beld in the Treasury, or hereafter
presented for redemption, the Secietary
of the Treasury shall each month substi:
tute notes of the same character but of
higher denominations, in the amount, as
nearly as practicable, of the standard sil-
ver dollars coined during that month;
and no legal tender notes of less denomi-
nation than five dollars shall hereafter be
printed.

Further Particulars.

Further particulars of the snow-slides
at the Virginius, are taken from the Quray
Muldoon, which, after giving the names
of the rescuing party, continues ;

This constituted the funeral train that
left the Monongahela, intending to make
Porter’s before dark, if possible. It was
a trip whose danger was known to all,
but it was necessary, and these men felt
that there was no room for faint-heart-
edness. D. R. Reed and John Buckley
went ahead, breaking the trail, while the
column followed, draging the sled-hearses,
all keeping a sharp lookout for snow-
slides. All went well for a distance,
until the party began to round the point
coming into Cumberland Basin, about
two thousand feet from the Virginius.
This was understood by all to be the most
dangerous place on the road. If they
succeededed in getting around here, there
would be little further fear of a snow-
slide. At every step, the eyes of the
men were above and around them. Sud-
denly, Dave Reed in advance, leoking up
at the bluff above, saw a movement of
the snow which he well understood.

“Look out. John !” he said warningly
to Buckley, “it's coming,” and the next
instant he and Buckley were hurled from
their feet by a tremendous mass of snow,
buried and carried along down the moun-
tain. The slide, as it fell, was very
nearly a quarter of amile wide. One c¢nd
of it struck Reed and Buckley, the cen-
ter stopped as it fell and hung poised,
while the other end descended with fear-
ful force upon the thirty men with the
sleds, sweeping them away in a twink-
ling. Some of the party were carried a
thousand feet by the slide, others only a
few hundred. Five, among whom was
Manager Reed, who, at the time of the
disaster, was pulling a sled, were carried
to the very edge of a precipice seventy
feet bigh, while four, Perotti, Charley
Mayer, John Lewis and Nelse Lunstrum,
were hurried along over .this cliff and
down to the bottom. There had not been
a second given for reflection. TLe catas-
trophe had occurred in & moment. Those
who had seen the fate of Reed and
Buckley having had no time to reahze the
situation before they were themsclves
carried away.

For a few minutes after the slide the
SnOw prescnted a smooth, unbroken sur-
face, and it seemed that those who had
risked their lives to give the bodies of
their comrades burial, had found a com
mon grave with them. But Death had
been satisfied for the present. Foreman
Ed. Boyle had been but lightly covered
with the snow, and speedily worked him-
self to the surface. Then, here and
there, all around, men appeared struggl-
ing to extricate themselves or helping one
another, and it was not long before all of
those who had been covered by the slide,
except the four who had gone over the
cliff, stoed by each other unhurt. This,
in itself, was a marvelous preservation,
bat, when by call and answering shout,
it was ascertained that those who had
fallen over the bluff wer& uninjured also,
the almost marvelous character of the
affair began to be understood. The fact
that the snow which had slid upon the
party was new and soft, and that the men
carried over the cliff had fallen upon snow
of great depth, exvlains the happy ter-
mination of the accident, so faras the
further loss of life is concerned. The
sleds, however, containing the four bod-
ies, were buried out of the possibility
of recovery, their weight carrying them
deep beneath the snow. No effort will
be made to recover the bodies until
spring, or at least until the weather will
allow a search to be made  without
danger. :

Recovering from the shock of the slide,
the party held a short consultation, the
result of whi(:_h was that some of them,
including the Monongahela men,
tured to that mine, while a smaller num-
ber came on down to Ouray.

Nature of Snow Slides.
Penver Republican,

The terrible effects of snow-slides will
be comprehended with difficulty by those
who are not familiur with mountain life.
A snow-slide is what is - called an ava-
Tanche in Europe, and they are quite as
frequent and as dangerous as those, about
which so much has been written, that oc-
cur on Mount Blanc, the Jungfrau, and
other Alpine peaks. There is an enor-
mous snow fall on all the mountains
above 9,000 or 16,000 feet, and it drifts
more ]argr:ly’ than it does on the plains.
Whenever a change in the contour of the
mountain gives a sheitered spot the snow
accumulates, and finslly great deposits
are formed. On the steeper mountains
almost anything will start one. On
mountains of moderate slope snow-slides
The danger from them is
usually not so much in the force of the
slide as in the helpless condition it leaves
those caught. Mining shaft houses are
placed freguently on steep slopes, and at
Jong distances from neighboring camps.
In the fall provisions are packed up for
the winter supply, and then the men re-
main at the shaft until the snow goes off,

Recedmg Waters.

Four years ago a bathing resort was
opened at Lake Shore on Great Salt
Lake, a short distance south of Farming-
ton, and for a time it was a popular
place. The dressing rooms were built
on piles in water three or four feet deep.
The lake fell so much that the following
year the prer was extended farther out
into the water and placed at a lower lev-
¢l; yet the place Dbecame uscless as a
bathing resort and was abandoned. The
Inke rises every spring and then recedes
in the summer and fall, through the pro-
cess of evaporation and smaller supply of
water in the streams. At Lake Shore the
water is estimated to be five or six feet
lbwer than it last spring. The
chianges that occur in the quantity of
water in this lake would be an interest-
of observation and study
were there any  definite records kept of
rise and fall. At Black Rock the
Smithsonian ipstitute erected a monu-
wment some four or five years ago to show
the level of the lake at that time, but
there is nothing on it to show the exact
point, and the monument now far
above the water. The physical features
of the lake have not been regarded with
as much interest as they
been in the past, and we
system of measuring the water will be
adopted by some one, so thatin the fu-
ture we may have exact data for public
information. That the lake much
lower than it was four or five years ago
is conceded by all familiar with it,
is generally known that its present sur-
face is several feet apove what it was
twenty years ago, eattle forded to
Antelope island.
