Durango Dottings.
From the Durango Herald.

The new passenger depot will he ready 
for occupancy about the 15th of the 
present month. The painters and plas­
terers will soon complete their part of 
the work. It is a structure that would 
be a credit to any city in the West.

The subject of roller skating is being 
agitated among the young people in 
Durango, and it is hoped to make this 
one of the features of the winter’s fun. 
It is said to be an exceedingly pleasant 
and healthful amusement and an art 
easily learned. Get some skates, hire a 
hall, and try it.

The County Commissioners met at Par­
rott City, the first of tne week, and com­
pleted arrangements for moving the 
County Seat from Parrott City to Duran­
go. December 19th was fixed upon as 
the day for making the formal removal. 
Some of the books and furniture have 
already been moved. After adjourning, 
Messrs. Morefield, Higbee, and Kerr, the 
three Commissioners, came to Durango 
to lease suitable offices for the use of the 
county. Three large -and convenient 
rooms in the second story of Carter, 
Holmes & Co.’s new brick block were se­
cured for six months, with the privilege 
of a year at $40 per month. The location 
is a good one and no doubt the rooms 
rented will answer the present needs of 
the county.

The track of the Silverton extension 
of the Denver & Rio Grande Railway 
was completed to Carson’s Ranch, seven­
teen miles north of Durango, last eve­
ning. Another mile and a half of track 
will be laid above Carson’s at once, and 
then the work will cease till early in the 
spring on account of a lack of steel. 
Two weeks more will witness the com­
pletion of the grade from Silverton 
south through the narrow canon that 
opens into Elk Park. This will finish the 
difficult part of the grade and will enable 
the company to finish the entire grade 
from Carson’s to Silverton during the 
winter. Mr. Wigglesworth, Resident 
Engineer, informs us that he is still find­
ing it difficult to engage the men needed, 
at $2.25 per day, but that he is gradually 
increasing his winter force with steady 
and trustworthy men. The fact that la­
borers are scarce, at this season of the 
year, when so many miners are out of em­
ployment, seems strange.

M ilita ry  Posts in Colorado.
From the Denver. Republican.

Colorado is entitled -to a permanent 
military post, and there is every reason 
why the commission which is to discuss 
the topic during the winter should con­
sider Colorado’s righteous claim in that 
respect. Texas, thanks to a compro­
mise on the army question, has had $15, 
000,000 expended on posts and supplies 
within her borders, though there was no 
reason for it. Colorado lying in the very 
centre of the Indian troubles, lias bad 
but $40,000 for Fort Lewis, in spite of 
the Ute troubles. As now arranged, the 
troops arc drawn westward in the spring, 
and are sent back as far as Leavenworth 
for winter shelter. The money spent in 
this transportation alone would build a 
post at Denver, and a concentration of 
troops here would make the soldiers avail: 
able at short notice for trouble anywhere 
in the Rockies, because, of the excellent 
railway facilities. Yfe need military posts 
on the reservation now as ever, for it is 
no longer a secret that the Utes, after 
getting their money at the Uintah, re­
turned to Colorado, ready to keep out 
the settlers. Camps in that country are 
not an available protection, for the In­
dians can soon be taught that the whites 
mean business. This is an affair in which 
Colorado ’ should be successful. Tim  
State has a right to ask the protection. 
While Texas has eight regiments and 
numerous posts; while New Mexico has 
twenty posts; while California has more 
protection than she needs, there is no 
reason why the request of Colorado 
should go unheeded.

Postal cards have had the most won­
derful growth of any nerv idea, perhaps, 
that this generation has seen. Dr. Ste­
vens, a German official, originated it. 
Austria was the first to adopt it, in Octo­
ber, 1869, and in the first three months 
mailed 2,930,000 of them. Then Ger­
many took hold and used 45,467 the very 
first day. In the year 1879 Germany 
mailed 522,747,000. This year all Eu­
rope will use 350,000,000. The United 
States will use 250,000,000 They are 
now used in 73 different countries.

The case is one 
in which too many millions of people are 
interested, to give much credence to the 
insanity plea or ruse, and too great a 
question for newspapers to sit as the ju ­
rors of public opinion, or suggest the 
manner of trial, or dictate to the tribu­
nal by which Guiteau is tried.

Colorado is the largest producer of the 
pfecibii's metals in the known World. 
Not only this, but she is furnishiri'g ffeaf- 
ly two-thirds of the gross lead product of 
the United States. The copper product, 
though not largef forms a considerable 
item of our export commerce. It is g iv­
en out that in' future this part of the 
yield of the Argo smelting works will he 
sent to Boston, and there converted into 
blue vitrol, for which there is a steady 
demand at better prices, on the whole, 
than for refined copper.
This establishment will turn out this year; 

something over $3,000,000 in gold, silver 
and copper. The counties of Lakef Gil­
pin, Boulder, Clear Creek and Summit 
will give the bulk of the bullion harvest 
this year and probably for till the time to 
come. Silver Cliff has been rather un­
fortunate, and her quota will therefore 
not reach the expectations formed last 
spring. The San Juan has been greatly 
improved by development of first-class 
properties, and we confidently expect 
about three-quarters of a million from 
that section. Rico, the centre of Dolo­
res County, is giving promise of great 
prosperity in the immediate future. A 
large amount of home and foreign capi­
tal has been invested there. The number 
of mines discovered, and their general 
strength and value, afford the assurance 
that when connected by rail With the 
principal towns and markets of the State, 
Rico will range up alongside Ten Mile 
and Leadville. It is a fact that this sec­
tion is full of , wonderful resources. The 
ores are abundant, many of them of very 
high grade.

The Gunnison has made some advances 
this year. Its contribution to the bul­
lion output, will, however, be small, 
probably not over two hundred, thousand 
dollars. Still, affairs are shaping them­
selves for a steady increase when facili­
ties for cheaper living, rapid transit and 
economical treatment of ores are sup 
plied.

In Chaffee County, though much work 
has been done upon good mines, markets 

- are few and distant from the sources cfl 
production. Some extensive iron mines 
have'been opened and worked near Sali- 
da. These ores are shipped to the iron 
and steel works at Pue'blo.

The mining reporters of the press in 
all sections of the State are at work with 
commendable zeal upon their annual re­
view's of local industries. It is believed 
that the reports'for this year will he more 
carefully compiled; contain a greater ar­
ray of reliable facts, and be therefore 
more valuable as records of progress than 
anything hitherto published. "While the 
total returns for the year will not be 
greatly in excess of last year’s report, it 
is gratifying to know that the area of ac 
tual and-profitable mining has been wide­
ly extended since last January, and many 
properties added by development to the 
regular list of steady producers. The 
highest hopes are entertained that Dolo­
res and the San Juan will come up grand­
ly in 1882. Gunnison and Pitkin 
Counties will also give a good account of 
themselves. If the Rio Grande keeps on 
building into the mining regions, by next 
Autumn nearly all of the chief camps 
will be connected with Denver. This 
will open the greatest and best coal re­
gions of the State. The coke and coal 
business alone of the Gunnison will be 
enormous in a few years, beginning with 
1882. We are developing iron mines of 
great value in various quarters, which, 
with coke and coal, must hereafter be in­
cluded with the other great mining re­
sources. Reader, if any one asks you 
“ what is the mining outlook,” tell him it 
is simply illimitable; that we never had as 
fine a showing as we have now’ for bound­
less prosperity in that direction.

A  su r v e y  has been m a d e -fo r  a broad 
guage railway line from Dm, 'go to Fort 
Wingate. N. M. In speaking of it says 
the Durango Nerald:

The latter place is situated on the At­
lantic and Pacific Railway, about one 
hundred and sixty miles south of Duran­
go, and is beautifully located. It is a 
military post and the headquarters of the 
Navajo Indian Agency. Our reporter 
could not ascertain any particulars re­
specting the projected railway, except 
that Mr. Perm is authorized at once to 
organize a party to make the survey from 
Durango to Fort Wingate, and that the 
work of constructing the line southward 
from Durango will be commenced early 
in the spring. This much seems to be 
settled. What company is behind the 
enterprise, whether the Atlantic & Pacif­
ic, the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe; or 
some new company, is at this waiting 
essentially a quien sale case. It is a mat­
ter of great moment to Durango and the 
San Juan and we trust that the statements 
made are well founded.

Thomas W. McCuiston, formerly well 
known in Rico, owning mining interests 
here, lately a resident of Durango, living 
with a fancy woman by the name of 
Grade Cattron, at 555, in the rear of the 
Lake City lodging house, is charged with 
the murder of one Hiram Hysell, who 
mysteriously disappeared from the sight 
of his friends and acquaintances about 
September 25th.

It is sworn that McCuiston had threat­
ened to kill both Grace Cattron and any 
man who stayed with her.

Frank McGee sworn, identifies the 
dead man found in the Animas river, fif­
teen miles below Durango, as Hiram 
Hysell, whom he well knew. I saw him 
just before the death of Stockton. He 
was going to the Montezuma valley with 
J. Decker, who had his blankets, etc., in 
his wagon. Decker told me that he paid 
him $450 a day or two before. Decker 
and two men went to the house, 555, and 
inquired about him, of the women there, 
who told them that Hysell was there Sat­
urday evening and made arrangements 
to stay there that night, but never re­
turned.

Sadie Tabor sworn, says “ the last of 
September, I lived at 555, I know7 of no 
murder or deed of violence committed in 
the house or vicinity. I danced in the 
dance hall aud seldom came home till 3 
o’clock. Grace usually staid at home. I 
remember a night about this time, two 
men came into the house. I was dress 
ing; one of the men wanted to remain ail 
night. Grace said she was going to the 
dance hail and would not be back till 10 
o’clock; about that time I gave her the 
key and saw her leave for the dance 
house with these two men. I never have 
seen the man since. Tom McCuiston, 
who was in town that night, would allow 
Grace to receive nobody; there were 
white sheets on the bed.”

A blood stained sheet was produced; 
but witness could not identify it.

Sadie continues “McCuiston was at my 
house three or four months, lie had plen­
ty of money before he left. One of the 
girls saw him have four or five $20 gold 
pieces and a large roll of money at the 
Clipper theatre, when buying wine one 
night; the other girl arrested is Grace 
Cattron. She had told me before this 
that McCuiston had no money. She 
gave me a $20 gold piece the night be 
fore he left town. When I went home 
between three and four o’clock I found 
everything as usual. I have heard Me 
Cuiston say that if any other man stayed 
with Grace he would kill them both.

Harry Broad sworn, says, “ I reside at 
Clipper theater; I know McCuiston; saw 
him about the 25th of September; saw 
him with money the night before he left 
town; he had a roll of money and some 
gold pieces. Never saw him have any 
considerable amount of money before. 
He left town between the first and tenth 
of October.

Grace Cattron sworn, says, “ I lived 
with Sadie, at 555, in September - last; 
know Tom McCuiston, lie had money be 
fore he left town; he got it from the sale 
of a mine. I don’ t know how much he 
received. The blood-stained apron was 
produced and witness denied it as being 
hers, or that she ever saw it before 
Neither did she identify the sheet or bed 
tick. Afterwards she corrected her tes­
timony, stating that the apron was hers, 
that she used it when she was sick, and 
not wanting to wash it, threw it away.

George Taylor testified that he saw Sa 
die wear the apron at a dance about the 
10th or 15th of September, aud to the 
best of his knowledge it belongs to her.

Officer Drainer sworn, says, “ I found 
the bloody sheet under a rock in the rear 
of 555. This bloody apron was found 
tucked under the floor in a back room of 
555. Jas. Heather -was with me when 
they were found this noon.

D r. E . F . S m ith  sw o rn , -ociye, “ Xluvvo
seen the body. It is my opinion that de 
ceased came to his death from the stab of 
a large knife on the right side at the June 
tore, of the sternum and cartilage of the 
rib. One of tiie ribs was severed and 
the cut extended into the sternum. From 
the decomposition of the lungs it is im 
possible to determine the whole extent of 
the injury. I think the stab was the 
cause of his death. I pronounce the 
stains on the apron and sheet to he that 
of blood.”

Tim verdict of the coroner's jury is 
withheld.

The Setting Sun is one of the most

Farming in the Dolores Valiey.
Mr. W. C. Hess brought to tiie News 

office some vegetables raised on the ranch 
of Hess brothers, 28 miles do wn the Do 
lores valley, which show that the Dolo 
res valley is not only productive of valu 
able minerals, hut that the soil which can 
be covered with water is valuable for ag­
ricultural purposes.

, This is the first season o f Mr. Hess’ 
farming on the Dolores, and as the ground 
was newly broken, not so much could be 
expected as from old soil or cultivated 
ground. He says all of Ms vegetables 
and cereals grew much better than he ex­
pected, and that liis crops were in. general 
a grand success. Thirty potatoes from 
his ranch weighed thirty pounds. The 
potato crop was not irrigated at all dur­
ing the whole season.

His corn crop averaged 50 bushels to

At 
the Grand View mine eight men are bus­
ily engaged in stoping down ore. From 
the numerous mill-runs which have been 
made on this ore it is safe to announce 
that the oie makes an actual return of 
more than 100, ounces silver per ton. No 
ore in Pioneer mining district lias been 
so thoroughly and accurately tested as 
lias this.

Or they7 will 
send you prospectus of the ‘-‘Newspaper 
list” calling attention to the fact that 
they have it in their power to put your 
subscription-list at whatever figure their 
venal fancy may suggest, and ask you to 
take a page advertisement in their direc­
tory7, for which you must pay7 them $100 
— or take the risk of having your busi­
ness injured by7 false reports— about as 
near blackmailing as a man can come 
and not stand within danger of the law. 
It is useless to give advice to the country 
press, for, say what you may, they7 will 
continue to accept these advertisements 
at prices which “ will not pay the cost of 
wear and tear on the roller which inks 
the type,” as the Muldoon observes. But 
if, for instance, at a meeting of the State 
Press Association of Colorado, it should 
be agreed that no publisher would accept 
the business of eastern agents below 
fixed price, then they could command 
just as much advertising, at about ten 
times the remuneration received at pres 
ent,.—Inter- Ocean.

It is a ruinous policy to give outside 
advertisers an advantage over those at 
home such as is referred to in the above. 
It has always been the custom of the 
News to accept all advertisements when­
ever paid for at a cash valuation from 
three to ten times as much as first propo­
sition from agents. It is the acknowl­
edged policy of newspaper advertising 
agencies to charge fancy prices for in­
serting “ ads” and then get as low rates 
as possible from publishers, thus pocket 
ing a large amount of cash in every case.
