The newspapers published in the San
Juan, and they shall do it by a “‘matter of
history,”historical facts, and mainly by the
locality of the source from whence the
name or term San Juan is derived.

2. The name or term San Juan, is de-
rived from the Rio San Juan (river) which
heads in Rio Grande county, about thirty
miles distant and a little southwest from
Del Norte, in said county. This stream
courses on by Pagosa Springs, through
the extreme western portion. of Conejos
county, and into New Mexico, where its
couise is changed from that of almost di-
rectly southerly to directly westerly.

3. As stated in our former article,

4. If all of 'the San Luis valley were
i included San Juan would extend at least
sixty miles north of Del Norte. But by
the deriviation of the name and the aid
of reason, we are able to state with a con-
siderable degree of determination and
very truthfully, that only that portion of
the San Luis vallev which lies in the west-
ern half of Rio Grande county belongsto
San Juan. '

5. The Mining Register gives Fossett
as authority, and in that authority where
Fossett states that Guray county is a part
of San Juan (without question) the editor
declines to state that Dolores county is a
part of that Ouray county given by Fos-
sett, and since cut off of the said territory
of Ouray. By reason of these counties
at one time comprising one vast, undivid-
ed territory, however, Hinsdale cannot
claim its ‘‘membership to the San Juan
family.”

NEw Yorx, February 23.—A Wash-
ington special to the Graphic says: ‘A
vigorous crusade against theliquor trafiic
will surely be inauvgurated by Senatgr
Logan, who has carefully prepared a
speech favoring the bill providing that
all the revenues of the Government here-
after derived from the tax on the manu-
facture and sale of distilled spirits, shall
be divided amonglhe States and Territor-
ies in proportion to their respective pop-
ulation, to be used exclusively for educa-
tional purposes. Logan will oppose both
the reduction and repeal of the internal
revenue taxes, but will urge most ener-
getically that the proceeds of the mhanu-
facture ayd sele of liguor be devoted to
bearing the expenses of the great system
of free schools, and thus relieve the peo-
ple of that burden. He has been gather-
ing statistics on the subject, and &iys
they show that the expense of carrying
on the school system of the State and
Territories does not exceed $75,000,000;
which is just the sum that it is estimated
will be received from the tax on' liquor
during the present fiscal year. Logan
thinks if such a law is passed it will af
once become practical as well as perma-
