HIGHLIGHTS FROM THE PAST TO THE PRESENT

Highlights from the Past to the Present takes a bit
different look this week as history is still the subject,
but the setting is somewhat changed. The topic is thé
Adobe Walls and the time is 1874, just before the pion-
eers had come to build and settle this mighty empire.
This Indian battle happened just two years before the
survey was made for the beginning of the county of Hans-

ford.

Olive K. Dixon, the wife of William (Billy) Dixon,
described the incident as she had heard her husband tell
S0 often. The story begins when the area of Hutchinson
and Hansford Counties were a part of Young and Bexar
Territories and open to buffalo hunters. '

The country was the home of the buffalo for hundreds
of thousands of the animals roamed over the praries by
summer while winter drew them to the creek and river
bottoms for protection. The multitudes of buffalo brought
hunters from all around to seek and to find and hunt this
mighty animal. The hunters would kill them for their
meat but the most important part of the kill was for
the hides. The hides of the buffalo could be sold for
$3 per hide. Since the buffalo were plentiful .at the time
a man could kill as many as fifty in a day.

The buffalo hunters would take their hides by large
team pulled wagons to Dodge City, Kansas which was the
nearest railroad point at the time. Supplies had to be
bought at Dodge City also., Provisions and amunition for
the hunters would be frei ghted back to them by the wagons
which took their buffalo hides to market.

Early in the spring of 1874, a Dodge City merchant,
A.C. Myers, was accompanied by several buffalo hunters,
came from Dodge City with an outfit of groceries and
merchandise. The men in their wagons left the praries
at the head of Moore' s Creek and followed the Cana-
dian River down to the Adobe Walls creek, which is
some twenty-two miles south of Spearman. Here the
party of frontiersmen, some quite rustic while others
with no experience at all, pitched their tents and estab-
lished what was known as a trading post.

Buildings of pickets, made of cotton wood and sod
made up the ftrading area which had a general store
owned by A.C. Myers and Fred Leonard, a blacksmith
shop operated by Thomas O' Keefe and a saloon and
mess house owned by James Hanrahan. Also in con-
nection with the buildings was a stockade coral buijlt of
large cottonwood logs, two hundred feet square with
bastions on the southeast and northwest corners.

It was at this trading post on June 26, 1874 that a
small band of white men, twenty-eight all told, slept
quitepeacefully throughout the night unaware that within
one half mile a thousand T ndians were camped, fully
armed and waiting for their favorite hour, just before
daylight, to surprise and massacre them while asleep.

About 2:00 s.m. on the morning of June 27, 1874
the occupants of one of the buildings were awakened
by the cracking of a cottonwood ridge. pose which sup-
ported the dirt roof. Fearing that the room might give way,
several men were called upon to repair it.

The commotion of the repair work awakened the
other men in the stockade and in only a short time
several men were up to help repair the roof by placing
a prop under the long ridge pose. Taking a great deal
of time to repair, the buffalo hunters did not go back
to bed, but made preparations to begin their hunt early
the next morning.

Billy Ogg, a young man still in his teens was sent for
the stock for the hunters. The horses grazed on the
creek bottoms and he was to bring them for the
hunters.

About the same time, Billy Dixon, who was busily en-
gaged in rolling up his bed in front of the blacksmith
shop near where hissloaded wagon stood all ready to
pull out, noticed a large body of moving objects. The
moving objects came slowly toward the buildings, from
the east. Being still dark, Billy Dixon could not dis-
tinguish them from a bunch of thickets. Upon drawing
near, however, and seeing the camp was aroused that
they were discovered, the Indians gave a mighty war
whoop and came on a charge, driving all the loose stock
in front of them, aparently to add confusion to the scene.

Billy Dixon would recall that there was never a
more splendid barbaric sight. Hundreds of warriore, the
flowerof fighting men of the Southwestern Plains tribes,
mounted on their finest horses; armed with guns and
lances and carrying heavy shields of thick buffalo
hides, were coming like the wind. Their bodies were
splashed with war paint, of red, vermillion and ochre
as were the horses bodies. The bodies of the bronzed,
half naked riders glittered with ornaments of silver ----
and brass. Behind this char ging body of Red Men stret ch-
ed the praries. the horizon gave way to the morning sun
lifting its morning fires. The warriors seemed to emerge
from the glowing background. Of course the feelingof
the time was fear and until the battle was over the
setting would have been har d to describe.

The Indians came, yelling and firing their guns,

while Kkeeping close together. They were splendid
horsemen with per fect control of the animals. Not pre-
pared for the reception they received from the white
men, the Indians were some fifty yards from the build-
ings when the Buffalo Hunters’ mighty guns' began
to ring out and a buckskin saddle was emptied at every
shot. These rugged buffalo hunters had faced death be-
fore in various forms and had steady nerves and a sure
aim, 'Indiane fell dn all sides and beneath the windows
of the stockade. The confident I ndians made char ge afte
charge but only met the deadly fire of the twenty-some
white men.

The fight continued from daylight until late that
afternoon, known and remembered as a long hot summer
day. After the first charge the Indians made different
approaches, some by foot and some by circling the
stockade. The substantial buildings refused to yeild
tothe steady fire.

Horses went down on all sides before the Red Men
withdrew out of close range. The Indians resorted to all
kinds of ways to help their wounded menin the tall
grass. It was never known just how many I ndians lost
their lives for some fifteen bodies were found but the
praries bore evidence that many more were wounded.

Three white men were killed, Billy Tyler, who was
shot at the beginning of the battle through an improvised
loop hole and Ide and ‘‘Shorty'’ Shadler two freighting
brothers. The two brothers were killed by a surprise
attack of the Indians while they slept in their freight-
ing wagons near the stockade. The two brothers had
been scalped while their dog was found close by also
dead.

The white men's horses were all killed or scared
away, never to be found. The I ndians were not without
military strategy for they had planned to leave every
man in the stockade a foot and unable to escape,
also powerless to send for help.

It is hard to believe that not a century ago the Adobe
Walls was scarcely more than a lone island in a vast
sea of Praries, unchartered and practically unknown.

The attacking warriors were composed of three tribes
which were the Cheyennes, Kiowas and Comanches.
Among the noted chiefs of the mascarade were Quanah
Parker, whose mother was ayhite woman, and Lone Wolf
and Little Robe.

The Battle of the Adobe Walls abandoned the trading
post and buffalo hunting almost broke up throughout the
country by the Indian attack. As soon as a horse was
secured, Henry Lease, buffalo hunter, volunteered, and
undertook the dangerous trip to Dodge City to report the
battle. The news of the battle was telegraphed to Fort
Leavenworth and soon the United States troops in the
command of General Nelson A. Miles was ordered into
the Panhandle.

These same Indians made one final appearance on the
Adobe Walls B2 ttle Field which was in the fall of the
same year. Finding the trading post deserted the Indians
burned the buildings to the ground. Quantities of pro-
visions such as flour, coffee, sugar and dried truits and
rice had been left by the buffalo hunters but the sus-
picious Indians destroyed them also.

Besides the three men killed during the battle there
were two other killed later. Billy Olds, husband of the
only woman at the walls, accidentally shot himself
while descending a ladder. Ge orge Huffman was killed
by the Indians on the open prarie. Five lives were lost
in the battle for the white men.

Bob and Jim Cator, who were hunting buffalo at the
time of the battle, were camped just north of the battle
grounds. They rode in to the trading post the following
the battle to offer what aid and assistance they could.

This battle will long be remembered as
a part of this area’ s history as well as Texas History
for this was one of the final battles with the Indians in
the state of Texas. Markers and monuments mark the
places of this historic battle as well as the graves and
corners of the buildings of the original Adobe Walls
trading post.

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Fishermen have made a
startling new discovery within
the past few years.

Although often the fastest
fishing is to be had up near
the surface, anglers have
learned that frequently the
biggest fish are to be found
deep, right near the bottom.

This is true of all our scaled
species, from white bass to
black bass, and occasionally
the only place you can find
any action is within proximity
of the bottom.

One of the best baits for this
kind of fishing is the ordinary
silver spoon. Conventionally,
an angler casts out a spoon
and starts the wobbling chunk
of convex metal back the mo-
ment it touches the surface.
This makes it travel in a level
plane a few inches under the
surface.

The new twist is to allow
the spoon to plummet to the
bottom on a limp line, then
take up the slack and sort of
jig it along the bottom, rais-
ing and lowering it. This
serves a two-fold purpose. It
puts the spoon in a strata of
water where there is apt to
be more fish; and it simu-
lates the crippled action of a
minnow.

It makes good sense to
change your retrieve periodi-
cally, to give your lure more
lifelike action. A minnow
swimming naturally through
the water won’t draw as much
attention from a hungry fish
as will one that is obviously
wounded, struggling up and
down. It stands to reason,
then, that a lure with this

crippled action will entice the
most strikes.

Sometimes this bottom
bumping a spoon pays off in
the most unlikely situations.

Take schooling white bass,
for instance. It would seem
that a lure pulled through a
school of feeding fish, right
near the surface, would bring
the most strikes. Perhaps it
will. But often bigger fish are
to be had by going deep, right
to the bottom.

What happens is the larger
whites hover below the young-
er, more eager whites which
have trapped shad near the
surface. The older fish wait
patiently until the young
whites kill shad and they feed
leisurely on the dead bait fish
which sink to the bottom.

Bottom bumping also is quite
effective on whites in early
spring, when the fish are con-
gregated in the deep holes
prior to their annual migration
upstream to spawn. And it
isn’t unusual for black bass
to be associating with the
whites, to feed on shad that
the whites have crippled and
missed.

It frequently happens that
the unsuspecting angler is jig-
ging a spoon for whites when
he ties into a real trophy black
bass. That happened to my
old buddy Russell Tinsley, out-
doors editor of the Austin
American-Statesman, last
spring. He was jigging a spoon
for whites along a deep sand-
bar where the Pedernales Riv-
er enters Lake Travis when
he had a walloping strike. His

catch turned out to be a six-
pound black bass.

Bob Hill, another Austin
fisherman, had an unusual ex-
perience, also on Lake Travis,
when he was spoon jigging for
whites and instead tied into an
18-pound catfish.

Hill is one of the foremost
advocates of spoon jigging.
He recalls a time on North
Caddo Lake, near San Angelo,
when he was cleaning up on
whites by jigging a spoon
along bottom, while all &round
him other fishermen were
trolling shallow-running baits
without any strikes.

“People just don’t realize
that they catch more fish by
going to bottom,” he explained.
“They persist on trolling shal-
low when casting deep would
be much more effective.”

Spoon jigging also is very
effective on salt-water fishes,
such as sea trout in the bays
and kingfish offshore. Hill tells
about times when he has
caught trout on almost every
cast by fishing just as he
would for white bass on the
inland lakes. With trout, like
white bass, he prefers a gold-
colored spoon when the water
is clear, and a silver spoon
when the water is darker or it
is an overcast day.

While king fishing in the
Gulf of Mexico some fast ac-
tion can be had by lowering
a spoon right to the bottom
and working it back in brisk
stop-and-go jerks. The mistake
made by most fishermen, un-
familiar with this system, is
to work a bait too slowly, says
Hill. It requires an entirely
different technique on offshore
species than it does with fresh-
water fish. .

“When angling for white
bass, a slow up-and-down jig-
ging motion usually will get
the most strikes,” he adds.
“But with offshore species like
kingfish, you'’ve got to work
the spoon fast, the faster the
better. A king will pounce on
a fast-moving spoon when it
wouldn’t give a slow-moving
one a second look.”

face in theform of a horse-
shoe mound. The gophers
(salamanders) can be killed
only in their runs which are
about six inches deep.
The tunnel from: the mound
to main run is usually
pluggedwith dirt.

Gophers may be Kkilled
by either of two methods,
probe or machine. When
using the probe method,
push a stick the size of a
hoe handle into the ground
over the run. Do not let
stick hit bottom of the
frun. ‘Place one teaspoon of
poisoned grain in the run
and cover hole with a chip
or piece of sod and pour
dirt over it to Kkeep light
outofrun.

The U.S. Fish and wild-
life Service has developed
a Burrow-Builder which
simulates gopher runs and
deposits poisoned grain in
them.

When using the poison
grain, special care should
*be taken to prevent accident-
al poisoning. Be sure fo
read the label on packages
and accept only packages
with printed labels.
