A fair and thorough investiga­
tion was made by Attorney Gener 
al (leorge W Pritchard into the 
charges of brutality and barbarity 
111 the conduct of the prison; this 
wu' conducted openly and due no­
tice and all possible chance for de 
tense were given to Superintend 
Arthur Trelford, the official af 
tectcd. This investigation was or 
lcred by Acting Governor J .  W. 
Kayiiolds with whom the charges 
were filed. After the evidence, 
which was ample and fully sus­
tained, the charges was adduced 
and closed the defendant either did 
not wish to or did not care to. or 
was afraid to furnish evidence in 
his favor. Mr. Trelford’s attorn 
ey endeavored to do some brow­
beating, tried to quarrel and other­
wise acted very unseemly and 
used improper tactics. Threats 
were plentiful, Washington would 
be appealed to, and dire action and 
punishment were threatened

However, the attorney general’ s 
report was submitted this after­
noon to Acting Governor Raynolds 
who gave the report aod the testi­
mony careful consideration and 
acted with his usual nerve and 
promptitude in matters official and 
for what he considered the best in­
terest of the commonwealth and 
the proper and efficient adminis­
tration of affairs the penitentiary 
demanded. He made an order 
removing Arthur Trelford from 
the position of superintendent of 
the Territorial penitentiary to take 
effect upon the appointment and 
qualification of his successor and 
appointed Sheriff Marion Littrell 
of Colfax county to the position.

The new superintendent is a 
man in the truest sense of the 
word; a valuable citizent of many 
years, a taxpayer, a trusted and 
tried official who enjoys the high­
est esteem and respect of the citi­
zens of his county and of all those 
who know him, and who is pecul­
iarly well fitted by many years ex­
perience as sheriff of one of the 
greatest counties in the Territory 
by temperament, by knowledge of 
men and affairs and by character 
to fill the important position to 
which he has been appointed with 
honor to the commonwealth with 
satisfaction to the appointing pow­
er and himself.

Special attention is called to the 
very clear, concise but stern and 
strightforward letter of Acting 
Governor Raynolds to Superin-
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sional. I had. and have, every 
confidence in the ability of the at 
torney general to conduct the in 
quiry into your management of 
the penitentiary and in the fair­
ness and impartiality of his intent; 
wherefore I do not propose to try 
the case over his head, behind his 
back, or through the newspapers, 
as appears to have been the desire 
and method of procedure adopted WI1M,„ .C 4 
by your attorney from the incept- 
ion of the proceedings.

Your attorney's complaint that 
“ such evidence as we have brought 
out on cross examination up to the 
present time has been ruthlessly 
stricken out at the pleasurt and 
dictation of the attorney general’ ’ 
is shown by the record itself to be 
not only groundless, but unquali- 
fidly false Witness the testimony 
of J .  1*. Clark who answered 
seventy-nine questions put to him 
by the Territory, and three hun­
dred and twenty questions put by 
your attorney on cross examina­
tion none of which answers wtre 
stricken from the record.

You were offered by the attorn­
ey general, and assured by me, 
that you would be given every 
reasonable opportunity to present 
your defense if you had any, and 
your attorney’s reply to me in this 
connection was to the effect that 
you had little to present except 
negative evidence. Inasmuch as 
you deliberately, and of your own 
opinion, declined to present your 
evidence, through the proper chan­
nel, the case was closed and the re­

THE ARTESIAN WELLS
T il Puts Vaflif Has th« Larftst Ana 

af F lu iif  11 WariMUt 
10 Milts by 60 Milas.

The Pecos Valley has the larg­
est area of artesian or flowing well* 
with the strongest body of pure 
water under them, of any region 
in the United States, if not iu the 
world.

This "Artesian Belt" is, so far 
as is known, about ten miles wide 
and sixty miles long. No one as 
yet positively knows whether or 
not this is the full extent of the 
artesian area. Geologists agree 
that this district is fed by man\ 
streams and underground rivers, 
in their turn supplied by the melt­
ing snows and rain fall of distant 
mountains. They also describe 
the peculiar and quite rare under­
ground formation that makes flow­
ing wells possible and makes their 
supply inexhaustible. There is 
an underground watersheet under 
all of the valley, and one exists, 
also, under the plains of the 
western Panhandle. It is the flow­
ing well that is unusual and is 
alike valuable and beautiful where 
ever it exists.

It is seven years since the first 
flowing well was drilled in the 
Pecos Valley. There are more 
than *oo of them, and they are 
pouring out into what was once a 
desert more than 280,000 gallons 
per hour. They are from *4o to 

,000 feet deep, and cost from *500 
to $3,000. But the deeper the 
well the larger the volume of wat­
er, so that the final cost of water 
is equalized. Thereafter there is 
no water tax per year and no cost 
of any kind. Absolute independ­
ence is the owner’s boon, so that a 
man with a farm and a flowing 
well is wealthy in an investment 
whose ret urns are sure.

The average flowing well in the 
Pecos Valley will water two quart­
er section (320 acres) and often 
with water to spare. Some have a 
flow that will irrigate twice that 
many acres.— Lake Arthur Times.

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Sow Cow Peas.
Because of the wet and cold 

weather, the corn planted early 
has rotted and the ground is too 
weedy to make it possible for a 
second planting. It is also too late 
now to plow and replant. In such 
cas*s it is *3uch the best to wait 
till the ground can be properly 
plowed and then sowed to cow 
peas. They can be planted from 
six to eight weeks after the latest 
date for planting corn and still 
make an abundant and profitable 
growth.

Cow peas are the most profitable 
crop to plant on poor land. They 
make excellent fodder for live 
stock and are the best egg produc­
ers if fed to poultry that I know of. 
I have also noticed that the price 
of peas used for seed advances 
every year.

A few years ago I sold seed for 
6o to 75 cents per bushel; last year 
I could not supply the home de­
mand at $ 1.2 5  a bushel.

have itrown cow peas success­
fully after wheat has been harvest­
ed.

Plow the ground shallow, harrow 
well, then plant them They will 
ripen in time lo drill in the fall 
wheat on the ground from which 
the peas were removed Cow peas 
are also a good crop to plant I*- 
tween rows of corn at the last 
plowing. Not only do they im­
prove the soil, but the vines are 
eaten by the stock when they are 
turned into the stalks after the 
corn is gathered.—Jacob Faith —

evidenced by a number of letters 
to local parties. The letters are 
Iroin different parts of the Union 
and indicate that fruit of any old 
kind will look good to Benny this 
season. The New Mexico crop is 
so short that it is counted a fail­
ure; in Texas the fruit crop will 
be confined to a few peaches and 
berries with a few apples in the 
northeastern part along Red river; 
the Maryland peach crop is practi­
cally a failure, but berries have 
done well; Arkansas dealers are j 
trying to get apples in the Pecos 
Valley—and failing; Michigan s 
apple crop is very, very short; 
Maine will have a few late apples 
and a good many berries. Virgin­
ia will have a good crop of berries 
and small fruits but by no means 
a full crop; New Yorkers are he 
ginning to wonder if they will have i 
auy crop at all; Florida figures on j 
a medium crop of citrous fruit and j 
a fourth of a crop of berries, some ( 
of these seasons are about gone 
but this seems the situation for the 
year.—Register-Tribune.

Excitement of Shooting the Rapid* In 
Frail Canoe.

The rapids continued the charac­
teristics of the river and were ter­
rific. Often it would seem that no 
canoe could ride the high, white 
waves, or that we could not avoid 
the swirl of mighty cross-current 
eddies, which would have swallowed 
up our canoe like a chip, had we got 
into them. There were rapids 
whose roar could be distinctly heard 
for five or six miles. These we ap­
proached with the greatest care, and 
portaged around the worst places. 
The water was so clear that often 
we found ourselves dodging rocks 
which, when we passed them, were 
10 or 12 feet below the surface. It 
was here that a peculiar optical il­
lusion occurred. The water ap­
peared to be running down an in­
cline of about 20 degrees. At the 
place where this was noticed, how­
ever, the current waa not exception­
ally swift. We were in a section 
now where the Indians never go, 
owing to the character of the river 
—a section that is wholly untrav­
eled and unhunted.— Outing Maga­
zine.
