Rict Site e i Southwest Edge of Town is 

Selected by the Locating Committee 
-S ta rts  With Neaxly $250,000

The committee, consisting of 
Rev. Cochran, the Presiding El'- 
der, o f El Paso, Rev. Wright of 
El Paso, and Rev. James of A lbu­
querque, which was appointed to 
locate the Methodist college, was 
here last Thursday looking over 
the sites offered and finally decided 
in favor o f the Rice site, which 
lies just south of the west part o f 
town. The committee stopped at 
Clovis and Portales as they came 
down the Valley but nowhere did 
they find a town and a location 
which pleased them as well as did 
Artesia. There were five locations 
offered, those besides the Rice 
place being; W .

It is expected that work will be 
commenced in the spring and the 
new institution will have plenty of 
money to back it so that when 
once started there will be no delay 
about finishing it. The Artesia 
and neighborhood donations will 
run close to $50,030, in addition 
to which the Conference will en­
dow the College with nearly*) $200, 
000 making itja quarter of a mill­
ion dollar institution to start with.

NEW AUTO GARAGE

Death of W. T. Lawson
The news reached Artesia this 

week that W . T . Lawson, form er­
ly a well known Artesia man, had 
died at El Paso, Texas, Nov. 21. 
The news came through the HI

mains w-ere shipped to Washburn, 
Mo., and there interred in the 
family burial ground.

W . T . Lawson was the son of 
W ilk and Mahala Lawson and was 
born in Missouri.

W ood until 1904, in 
which year he came to Artesia and 
commenced work in the Artesia 
Machine Shop, then under the 
management of C. R. Echols. He 
lived here about two and one-half 
years and in July, 1907, was tak­
en sick, leaving in November for 
El Paso, Texas. At El Paso he 
was some better and worked in a 
machine shop but he never fully 
regained his health.

Mr. Lawson became a member 
o f the W . O. W . lodge about three 
years prior to his death and joined 
the M. B. A . in March o f this 
year. He leaves two nephews at 
Hope, Finance and George Moore; 
two sisters in Missouri and one 
half-sister in Texas, besides many 
friends here and at other places 
who will sincerely regret his death. 
He was a true brother and friend 
always ready and willing to help 
those who were in distress. He 
was a true friend to the writer 
who knew him for six years. ***

farming regions o f the Sunshine 
Territory? It is true that "N ew  
M exico”  has become significant of 
western ways and western men, 
and to some it means all the row­
dyism connected with the undevel­
oped west, but a visit here forever 
dispels these ideas What citizen 
of the Blue-grass state would be in 
favor of changing its name simply 
because "K en tu cky ,”  to the unin­
formed,brings up visions of moun­
taineers and moonshine whiskey? 
Throughout her babyhood this 
Territory has been known as New 
Mexico, and that name has come 
to mean more to the homeseeker, 
the investor aud the man seeking 
new life in a new country, than 
any other name could mean. It 
means the loftv mountains, the 
mighty rivers, the rich, fertile val­
leys, the wealthy mining districts, 
th j pure air and the blue skies of 
the Sunshine Territory. The very 
name. “ New M exico," embodies 
all these things, then why should 
we change it? If statehood is 
granted at the short session of 
Congress, let us take our place in 
the sisterhood under the same 
name which has made the Terri 
tory famous, New Mexico.
